The delegates of the United States at the begin-
ning of the conference announced their position to

be for an international agreement providing for the
unrestricted exchange ©I messages between ship
and ship and ship and shore, regardless of the sys-

tem used. The term "radio-telegraphy" was chosen
as the one to be used officially In defining the new
function of electricity.

Germany supported the United States regarding
Intercommunication between ship and shore, but

during the first sessions of the, conference practi-
cally all the delegates opposed the Idea of a free
exchange of messages between ship and ship as
one which, if persisted In. might bring the confer-
ence to nothing. Great Britain resolutely led the
opposition to both contentions, but stood ultimate-
ly alone, except- for Italy, all the other maritime
powers taking the United Statee's view.

Radio telegraphy will have an international bu-

r?au of Information ar.i a clearing house, similar
to the international posUl and telegraph bureaus at

Berne. The question of imposing the convention

and tlie rules attached to it upon private com-
panies already doing business was discussed. The
only way of accomplishing this appeared to be by
fresh legislation on the part of each state con-
cerned.
Ipon Ambassador Tower, as the ranking United

States delegate, tell the duty of upholding the posi-

tion of the United States. The nnal action of the
conference is regarded by his colleagues as largely
dv« to tiie way 111 which Mr. Tower met objections,
day after day, in open debate.

The Italian delegates irom the first said they
w»re unable to Join in the internationalization of
wireless telegraphy, being precluded from so doing
by contracts with the Marconi company. The
British delegates desired the conference to accept

the general principle of free intercommunication,
provided the companies agreed. Great Britain
afterward slowly yielded to the ship and shore
proposition with the limitation that where shore
stations belonging to a private company declined
to take the messages of another system the gov-
ernment may erect or permit to be erected other
stations within the territory concerned, which will
take messages

The 01.elusions of the conference appear to be
those of all the maritime powers. Great Britain
and Italy,it was shown, would join except for their
contracts, which may. it was Intimated, be bought
on* by negotiation with the Marconi company. In
the mean time,until the expiration of the contracts.
Great Britain will allow other companies to put
up coast stations. The naval and military sta-
tions of all the powers are. laterally, excluilM
from the terms of the convention and, also, any
government may exclude a station, open to pun»
lie business. But. except Great Britain and Italy.
It is expected all »he governments will declare that
they will not a-, illthemselves of the privilege.,

The prosecution called upon several members of

the Shubert family to testh. as to the earning
capacity of the dead man and x. 1 amount that he
gave to the support of his parents. Miss Shubert
said the sum was at least $12.v») to $15,000 annually.

The Pennsylvania Railroad Company did not
enter into a long defence. It offered 3. 3. Shuberfs
will as its defence. In this will provision Is made
for the support of Mr. and Mrs. Shubert.

The charge of Judge Holt was simply a review
of the case, and the Jury returned a verdict after
being out an hour. Mr. Wellman at once moved
that the verdict b« set aside as insufficient and
against the weight of evidence. The motion was
denied pro forma.

When she
returned to her native land, four years ago, she
appeared to be lacking in Intimacy with some of

the essentials of artistic planoforto playing—

particularly those which have their root In the In-

tellectual faculty and the emotions. Ample techni-

cal equipment was in evidence, but little poetical

depth and ardor. Last night the same things were

forced upon the attention with perhaps an added

measure of appreciation for the flno technical

equipment which is hers. Itmust be deplorable to

her wellwishers. however, that what seems to be

a lack of mental concentration frequently leads to

a dissipation of fine effects Just at the moment of

their complete attainment-effects that seem within

her vision and purpose. This defect marred her
performance of the Beethoven variations and left

the Chopin Barcarolle without continuity or climax,

a circumstance that was all the more to be re-

gretted because she had elicited a particularly

luscious tone from the pianoforte in the D-flat

Nocturne and in portions of Schumann's "Papil-

lons." If real depth of sentiment is yet beyond

her reach symmetry and repose need not be so

she put forth an intellectual effort to grasp them.
They belong to the supreme qualities of good

musicianship.

Cheste, at the hk<- of ninety-two. The count was a
captain genera' In the Spanish army, president of
the Academy and took a prominent part in the
Carllst wars.

Archduke Otto was born at Oratz, ihe capital of
the Austria:! province of Styria. His ei.ier brother
is Archduka rSrana Ferdinand, the present heir to
the- AuMiiar! tM"iie,mid the future King of Hun-
gary. W hen the archduke was twenty-one years

old "he married Maria Josefa, Princess of Saxony,
who bore lilni ;\\o sons— Archduke Carl Fran/, and
Archduke Maximilian.

During the last two years Archduke Otto had
withdrawn almost completely from social and mili-
taiv life, and had devoted Wl his time to efforts to
restore- his failing health To this end he spent
one year in Egypt, in the company of his younger
brother, Ferdinand Carl. When he returned from
Egypt, about a year ago, he seemed to be much
better, but this improvement #;is only temporary.

Tho death ol Archduke Otto brings up an Inter-
est mx Question concerning who shall now become
the li>:;ilinijarchduchess at the Austrian court. This
place which Is one of much honor, has been tilled
until to-day by Archduchess Maria Josefa, the wife
of archduke Otto, but now, as a widow, she will
lose her rights, and it Is uncertain which one of

the other archduchesses will receive the coveted
honor opinion is divided between Archduph*«s

Isahelle wife of Archduke Friedrich. and the wlf»
of /Vrch'duke Peter Ferdinand, Grand Duke of Tus-

canv Peter Ferdinand Is a brother of Princess
T nui'e the forrm-r Crown Princess of Saxony, who
has trained considerable notoriety as the Countess
Montignoso.

Austrian Emperor's Nephew Suc-

cumbs After Long Illness.

21, 1565. and nad been seriously iil for t'..e last few

The cause of death Is given officially as pulmonary

Although ;he archduke was second In line of suc-
cession to the throne, his death is not important
from a political point of view, as his health f'>r a
long time had precluded the possibility of bis suc-
ceeding to it. During tha evening the deatll
chambe- was visited by Kmperor Francis Joseph
and all the members of the imperial family.

Rookwood Hoar, son of the late Senator George
Frisble Hoar, was born In Worcester. Mass., on
August 24, 1555. He received his early education in
the publio schools of his native city, and went to
Harvard, where be was graduated In 1576. He then
studied law at tho Harvard Law School, and in 1573
was admitted to the bar of Worcester County.

He became a member of his father's law firm, and
soon had a large number of clients, in 1884 he was
made Assistant District Attorney by Colonel W. S.
K. Hopkins, and devoted himself to the details
of tho office, the head of which he afterward be-
came. From ISS7 to 1891 he was a member of the
Worcester Common Council, and was Us president
the last year.
Mr Hoar nerved in the Massachusetts Concord

ArtilleryCompany from 1575 to I&7S, and from I&S7 to
1890 he was an aide-de-camp on the staff of Gov-
ernor Amis, and afterward Judge advocate on the
staff of Governor Wolcott. When the Spanish War
broke out he was made president of the advisory
board of military officers in charge of the equip-
ment of Massachusetts troops. In IS9B he was
elected District Attorney for the Middle District
and served six years. In 1904 he was elected to
Congress from the S.I Massachusetts District by a
vote of 17,795 to 10.617 for his Democratic opponent
in a district which a Democrat had represented for
three terms.

Congressman Hoar served as a trustee of Clark
University, Worcester, and the Worcester Insane
Asylum, both state institutions.

and five days ago an operation was performed
as a last resort. In spite of this operation, the
patient continued to fall. The causa of death
was tumor on tho brain.

His nomination fur Congress followed very
closely tho death of bis father. Mr. Hoar's
wife Is a daughter of William E. Rice, a well
known manufacturer of this city. His wife and
two daughters survive him.

the three of them and their descendants, ido
this for superabundant reasons, which Iforbear
to particularize here.

The ban ,'s lightened as to the youngest daughter,
Kathleen, whom the testator recommends to the
kind consideration of .its widow.

Mrs. Scully is appointed guardian of the son,
Frederick Scully, during minority. The widow and
P. C. W. Koehnle and Frederick Trapp. of Lin-
coln, 111., are named executors. Frederick Scully,
when the latter attains his majority, also Is to
be an executor. No valuation is placed on the
estate.

Slaughter and Distribution of Stock Hedged
with Restrictions, Says F. G. TJnier.

To the Editor of the Tribune.
Sir: A press dispatch from Washington appeared

in several newspapers yesterday purporting to
quote from important rulings by the Department
of Agriculture as to the right of farmers to ship
in Interstate commerce uninspected carcasses of
animals slaughtered on the farm and the prohi-
bition of such shipments by wholesale dealers
when not acting as farmers ngents. There is
nothing in the rulings quoted that has not been
previously announced by the department.

Persons unfamiliar with the Meat Inspection law
and the rulings made to administer that law might
infer from the dispatch mentioned that farmers
had been favored by tho regulations. But this la
not so. On the contrary, the business of slaugh-
tering and distributing farmers' young stock has
been so hedged about with restrictions and bar-
riers that there is a strong probability of a lair"
part of the traffic being thrown entirely into th*
hands of the big packing houses unless the law and
rulings are considerably amended at the next ses-
sion of Congress. \u25a0 „.The Meat Inspection law clearly and explicitly
exempts from the requirement of inspection "ani-
mals slaughtered by any farmer on the farm,

'
and yet the Department of Agriculture holds (under
advice of the Attorney General) that this is an ex-
emption personal to tiie farmer and does not apply
to ihe carcasses after they leave his hands or
the hands of his agents. Itis also ruled that these
uninspected carcasses cannot be sold to any dealer
whose goods are Inspected— a class of trade form-
Ing the natural outlet for a large part of the farm
killed animals Of what use is it to grant ex-
emption from inspection to farm slaughtered ani-
mals if the distribution of th« carcasses is to be
hampered and restricted so that the natural mar-
kets for them are closed?
Itcertainly seems as if the intention of the law to

except farm killed animals from its provisions is
being thwarted by the regulations of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture. And if those regulations aro
really necessary, as a result of the technical con-
struction of the act. there is evidently need or
amendment unless it is intended seriously to dis-
rupt tho whole business in country dressed rn»ats
and give tho packers a practical monopoly of it.

Plate, begemmed gobleta. costly enamels. fancirui
jew«!s. crowns, sceptre* ecclesiastical vestments
and ornaments, most of them dating from the

Kiddle Aces, and from the period of the RenaU
«ance. and Which now for a generation have at-

tracted visitors from all part* of tho world. in-
cluding America, to this Viennese museum.

The Duke of Cumberland has now made a de-

mand upon the museum for the immediate return

of the entire collection, and has directed that it

should be packed at once and shipped off to his

palace litGmunden. In upper Austria. This is to

prevent the seizure of tho treasure at the instance

of the Duchy of Brunswick. The latter has given

the duke three months in which to make hi« peace

with the German Kmpire. by officially abandoning

Ma pretensions to the throne of Hanover, which

now forms part and parcel of Prussia. If.at the

end of that time, the Duke of Cumberland has
neglected to comply with this stipulation, the gov-

ernment and the legislature of Brunswick will at

once proceed to tho flection of a new ruler. The
latter, who is likely to be either some scion of the
House of Hohenzollern or of Mecklenburg-Strelltz,

Will fit once be recognized as sovereign of Bruns-
wick by the remaining: rulers whose State* form
the federation known a* the German Empire, and
once established on the throne, he may be relied
upon Jo institute proceedings for tho recovery of
th* regp-S* of the Duchy of Brunswick, and of the

gold and silver treasure of the reigning family.

If these were Ftill on exhibition in -the Imperial
Museum at Vienna, th-? new duke- could, by legal
means, obtain as attachment of some kind on tho
property, and the Austrian tribunals would be

rlaced in a quandary by a requisition upon them
for an order of execution of tha decrees of the
courts of Brunswick and of the supreme triburala
of th» German Empire.
It Is to avert this that the Duke of Cumberland

Is hastily placing the- so-called "Brunswick Treas-

ure" in eafetv In Ma own palace at Gmunden.

Thanks to the extraterritorial rights-similar to

thos* of foreign ambassadors- which he enjoys In

Austria end which render his family and his
property exempt from Austrian Jurisdiction. It will

be absolutely Impossible for the new Duke of

Brunswick to recover th* trsasure.
This action on the pp.rt of the Duke of Cumber-

land shows conclusively, even if there were no
other proof, that he baa not the slightest inten-

tion of reeognizintr Prussia's annexation of his

father's kingdom of Hanover In Ut& He had of-
fered to waive his own rights to the Duchy of
Brunswick, and those of his eldest son. who is an
Invalid, in favor of bis younger boy. who has re-
cently come of age. But the German Empire has

declined this offer, Inasmuch as It is not accom-
panied by any abandonment of the dukes pre-
tensions to the Crown of Hanover. The House of
Guelph Is now represented only by the Duke of
Cumberland and by his two sons. The German
Empire cannot fee its way to the occupation of the
throne of Brunswick by the member of a dynasty

which not only refuses to acknowledge the present

constitution of the empire, but which continues

6till to profess alms the attainment of which la
Impossible without the disruption of the empire.

While the Duke of Cumberland has a very large

number of devoted adherents in Hanover, not only
among the aristocracy, but also among the people.
men, therefore, who cannot be regarded as loyal
subjects of the Prussian Crown, he has virtually

no followers in Brunswick He has never visited
the duchy, ft far as can be nscertalned. and is
personally wholly unknown to Its people. The one
or two palaces at Brunswick that did not form
part of the actual Crown property, but which he
Inherited along with the entailed private fortune
of the late duke as his next heir, have been per-
mitted by him to fall Into complete decay, the
duke refusing to spend a single penny upon their
being kept in proper repair, and although a con-
siderable portion of his vast wealth comes to him
as de Jure Puke of Brunswick, yet he has never
spent anything in the duchy or contributed In any
way to its public Institutions and charities. The
people of Brunswick nre therefore entirely indif-
ferent both to him and to his house. But they do
wish for a resident sovereign, who by the main-
tenance of a court would promote trade and at-
tract strangers, and, in consequence thereof,
money, to Brunswick. In fact, they are prejudiced
against the Duke of Cumberland for having by his
obstinacy with regard to the kingdom of Hanover
condemned them so long to the makeshift of a
mere temporary regency.
