WANTS WATERWAY IMPROVEMENT

"Th« character of Portia has been criticised,"
saU Professor Kavanaffh. substantially, "on the
ground that it would have been Impossible for a
woman of her class at that period and in that
place to have displayed her knowledge. They for-
get that Venice was at th« tune the city of great-
est culture in Italy, and that it was by no means
c-ontrary to the spirit Of Italian life that a great
lady should know something of the law.

'•Owing to the Italian custom of primogeniture,
by which titles and real ana other estate descended
to the daughter* of a nob!» house, as well as to
the sons, It was usual to gl\*e these girls very
much the same training In legal matters that the
boys received. Italian media-val history la full of
lnstanefrt of women who were called on to admin-
ister and execute large affairs.

"When the palace schools developed into the uni-
versities, the policy of giving girls the benefits of
higher education was continued and enlarged. It
Is quite in accordance with Italian precedent that
at the present we find the University of Bologna
not only opening Its courses to women, but giving
them a cliance at the highest honors, and allowing
them to lecture

Waehington. Nov. B.—That the 12-lnch gun now
in use at most of the coast fortifications of the

United States would not last through an engage-
ment of two hours, the period that would elapre
from the time the leading vessel of a fleet would
come within ranpe until the last vessel would pass
beyond the range of the guns, la the statement
made by Brigadier General William Crozler. chief
of ordnance, whose annual report was made public
at the War Department to-day.

General Crozier thinks it is of the utmost im-
portance that some method be devired whereby
the necessary g"un power can be obtained with less
expense than that Involved in using: the very high
velocities of projectiles now employed, with the
accompanying rapid wearing away of the rifling
in such a manner as to destroy tho accuracy of
the gu:i after a few rounds. The112-lnch gun will
last for about sixty rounds, and. as the gun is
capable of firmg1 for a considerable interval at the
rate of forty-five rounds an hour, it can be se?n
that the limit of the life of this gun could be
reached in le?s than an hour and a half.

Similar statements can be made with regard to
guns of smaller calibres, says the report, although
as the calibre diminishes the admissible velocity
increases. By lowering the velocity of the 12-inch
projectile from 2,500 feet to 2.250 feet a second the
life of the gun Is increased to 200 rounds. The
penetration of armor is reduced by the process,
that of the 12-inch gun at 10,000 yards coming down
from about 10^ inches to about 9 Inches, and the
range at which its projectile would penetrate 12
inches of armor plate being reduced from about
8.000 yards to about 6.050 yards.

The chief .jf ordnance says It appears that by
using In the situations requiring the greatest power
a 14-inch gun, with 2,150 feet a second velocity of
projectile, instead of the 12-inch gun. with 2.500 feet
a second initial velocity, the army would secure a
better gun, and a gun which would last four times
as long. General Crozler states that the Taft board
for the revision of the report of the Endlcott board
on coast defences recommended tills gun, and that
the department has decided to use itin place of the
12-inch gun in situations where the highest power
is required, and the 12-inch gun as a maximum
calibre has been abandoned.
