Property valued at many hundred thousand dol-
lars changed hands last week. It was unquestion-
ably the most active and therefore tho most Inter-
esting week of the season. For somo months prior

to November the market was extraordinarily quiet.
Occasionally there were signs of brisk realty days
in the near future. These signs were a greater

volume of business than had been transacted In
some weeks. Then the number of realty trans-
actions would become less until the market was
about as attractive to prospective buyers as it Is
in a July week, when most of the leading op-
erators and Investors are enjoying a long vaca-
tion many mllea away from tho city. In th* week
