LESSONS OF THE ELECTION.

Bishop of California Compliments
Dr. Stires for His Part.

The Rev. Dr. W. F. Nichols. Protestant Episcopal
Bishop of California, preached the morning sermon
at St. Thomas's yesterday. Pome of the bishops and
clerg-y in the East invited Bishop Nichols to come
here, from San Francisco to speak of the present

conditions of the Church In that city, and of the
plans for providing church buildings for th* many
congregations which are homeless because of the
earthquake and the fire. Immediately after the
disaster, the Rev. Dr. Ernest If. Stlres, rector of
St. Thomas's, telegraphed 13,000 to the Bishop and
started a fund for rebuilding one of the San Fran-
cisco churches.

Th» subject of Dr. Nichols'* sermon was "Fel-
lowship in the Gospel," his text being taken from
Philipplans. I, 6. The Bishop onld that fellowship
in the Gospel was the great Idea] underlying all
civilization. The force of the ideal was at its heal
when, with strong personality nt the back of it. it
moved In the direction of greatest resistance, as In
Christian history it moved against counter forces of.
empire, revolution and renaissance. Impersonal
force in nature moved in the direction of least re-
sistance, he said. The glory of this ideal was that
personality turned the (spiritual forces in the di-
rection of greatest resistance.

Oomingr to the California situation, he said:

California feels that It has an exhibition of
fellowship from the nation and the Church to be
scaled with the very magnitude of its recent dis-
asters. Speaking churchwise, eleven of the four-
teen congregations under my charge In tin Fran-
<ls-o had In naif a generation built for them-
selves new churches and the other three bad spent
as much In improvements in the same period as
th« original churches hail cost So that lust before
th* fire our church people by forcing matters
somewhat had almost completely built over our
church buildings In Ban Francisco. The fir*-.
sv.<^epinc away as it dlrl six of the best buildings,
brings upon the same half generation the problem
of providing In great measure a second set ofhuihlings. and that when homes, business build-
Ings ami resources have teen so largely destroyed.

This lias made the more opportune and welcome
tl,» forethought for us in the East, to come to our
help in reconstructing our churches. We have
already erected temporary sheds to house our
worshippers. We must stay in tnem many a year
unless outside help comes.

Vo'jr rector was one of the very first to think
of this need for our church rebuilding. His heroic
wish that St. Thomas's congregation might ap-
propriate to it a part of its own rebuilding fund,
was flashed far and wide as a notable and noblethought.
It was a matter of common talk in San Krnn-

cisco amid the words of appreciation of what
the bishops and clergy and eMirchmen of New
\ork and the rest of the country wen thinking
and doing. There was in it the genius of the pro-
founder s=«-nHe of fellowship in tli<? Gospel, it
