The births in France for
that year numbered 807,292, showing a decreass of
10,927 from the total of 194. The reason for this de-

ELECTION CONTEST ON.

A. S. Gilbert to Ask Court to Pass
Upon Ballots Marked “Void.”

A. S. Gilbert, law partner of Attorney General
Mayer, who is appearing as counsel for the
majority of the candidates on the Republican
state tlcket., and has been at work for several
days on the figures obtalned from the election,
yesterday said:

Up to this tIme my investigations have not
disclosed anything of particular interest to the
public. The contest over the office of Mayor
last v disclosed to the public what many
| men with special knowledge knew for some time
—that the present election law is radically de-
I fective in many important particulars. The

forms of returns to be made by the ballot clerks,
| poll clerks and Inspectors are, after they are
! carefully studled, fairly clear, but experience

has shown that to the average election official
| they are entlrely too complicated. The forms
| provided for that purpose require the inspectors

to report the number of “defective” ballots.
! There is no such thing known in the law.
The records show that many thousands of hal-
| lots cast this yvear were hlank for particular of-
fices. In one instance—to wit, the 5th Election
District of the 10ith Assembly District, sixty-one
blanks are reported for Lieutenant Governor
and sixty-four blanks for Attorney General. It
may be that this is correct, but as thess ballots
were neither ‘“vold” nor “‘marked for identifica-
tion” they were put back in the ballot boxes, and
are not subject to inspection at this time.

The canvass by the County Board of Can-
vassers is a farce. The canvassers must take
the figures reported by the inspectors, except
as they may be changed by a ruling of the
court, on the “voild” and “protested” ballot. The
work is really done by accountants, and the time
spent by the board is wasted.

Mr. Gilbert will make application to-day In
the Supreme Court, befores Justice McLean, for
an order asking the court to pass upon the ques-
tion of whether ballots marked ‘vold” were
really “void,” and whether ballots ‘“protested”
should or should not be counted. Similar app!{-
| cations for similar orders will be made in Kings
County, Queens and Richmond. Thesa orders are
to be served upon the chairmen of the different
board of ecanvassers to-morrow before actual
work on the canvass i{s done, so that those bal-
lots which the court shall determine to be lega!
can be counted,
