FRANK GILL’S BAD RACE.

Stray, at Fancy Price, Wins the
Oakdale Handicap.

Disaster followed quickly on the heels of suc-
cesg for the form players at Agqueduct yester-

day. Flushed with the victory of five favorites
on Tuesday, the regulars went down hop-

ing and expecting again to get the better of
the layers, but great expectations were quickly
converted into blasted hopes, as form was all
awry and long shots and horses which could not
be figured prominently held revel.

The afternoon began auspiciously when Beau-
clere, the favorite £t odds on, won the first race,
but thereafter the choices went down to defeat
one after the other in sgartling succession. Va-
rietes, Frank Gill, Tipping, Dreamer and Molly
Donohue were the short-priced favorites to fail,
while Zambesi, Mainchance, Jim Leonard, Sir
Ralph, least and Commune were other horses
which, attracting strong support, ran far below
expectations. The winners were more or less
neglected, with the possible exception of Trans-
mnute in the lest race, which was played by a
wise few from 10 to 1 to 6 to 1.

The Oakdeale Handicap, for two-year-olds, at
six furlongs, furnished the biggest surprise of
the day. Stray, backed from 25 to 1 to 15 to 1
by the railbirds and those who thought he had
& pull in the weights, won from Zambesi, Main-
chance and Frank Gill, the betting choices.
Btray, for which Matt Byrnes pald $8,100 at a
recent sale, went right to the front at the start
and made the pace so fast that the others were
#oon struggling along in a vain effort to keep up.
Frank Gill was hopelessly outrun from the start,
while Mainchance gave it up & quarter of a
mile from home, ellowing Zambesi to go on and
earn the place.

The performance of Frank Gill was little short
©f disgraceful. The colt wes sluggish at the
start, and was slx or eight lengths behind the
pacemakers in the first furiong. When straight-
ened out for home he was hopelessly beaten,
but this was no excuse for Shaw's allowing
him to swerve over in the heavy going on the
zall, where he struggled zlong in an effort to
meke up iost ground. The colt undoubtedly did
his best under conditions which invited defeat,
Three races in five days was asking altogether
toc much of a two-year-old, and, all things con-
eidered, his defest was only what might have
Deen expected. After his victory on Tuesday
over Oraculum and Pursiane and his hard race
in forcing Running Water to make a new track
secord et & mile and furlong on Saturday it
would seem as If he had done enough. His

owner thought otherwise, however, and started
$im right back yesterday under 126 pounds, and
the task proved his undolng.

A few days ago Prince Frederick galloped
home an easy winner from Boclety Bud, with
Mintia far back in the ruck. Under practically
the same weight scheme yesterday Mintia won
the second race, with Prince Frederick and
toclety Bud struggling along many lengths
back. It is well that the racigg season has
reached its end if such startling form rewersals
are allowed to go by unnoticed. Varietes, played
from B to 2 to 13 to 10, was the favorite in this
race, Mintia golng back to 11 to 5 after opening
@&t a shorter price. Varietes ran his race, but
was beaten a head, Miller clearly outriding
Drolette in the last few strides. R. T. Orfutt
bought Mintia for £1,000 at the sale in the pad-
dock before the first race, and won him out &t
the first asking.

Tipping wes a strong favorite {n the fourth
yace, at one mile and five-sixteenths, in which
the start was right in front of the grand stand.
A Muskoday, which could hardly raise a re-
spectable gallop in his last start, raced Tipping
into submission at the end of » mile, and then
came on to win easlly from VPalette and Sir
Ralph. Johnstown might have won this race
with stronger handling. He w. s many lengths
out of it in the run up the backstretch, and ran
on the outslje of his field all the way. He closed
& big gap, however, and was besten only a scant
two lengths.

Handzarra mafle a show of her field in the
handicap for all ages, at seven furlongs. After
opening at © to 2 she drifted back to § to 1, and
it was sald that even Davy Johnson, her owner,
allowed her to run unbacked. Dreamer, which
had beaten Handzarra at six furlongs a few days
ago, was the medium of a wild plunge, which
forced his price from 8 to 5 to 4 to 5. He had
seven pounds the worst of the weights over his
yrevious meeting with Handzarra, but the extra
furlong was thought to be in his favor. Either
Handzarra ren a twenty pounds hetter race or
Dreamer lost his form, as the former made the
favorite look ltke the common selling plater by
beating him twelve or fifteen lengths. Gilnette
followed Handzarra home, five lengths back and
eight lengths before Dreamer, which had all he
could dp to beat Royal Ben a head for third
money

Commune was played for a “killing” in the
last race, and backed from 8 to 1 to 8 to 1, while
Mollle Donchue was heavily supported by the
form players. Commune finished absolutely last,
while Mollle Donohue was beaten a head by
Transmute, which was quietly played from 10 to
1 to § to 1, Cloistress looked like the probable
winner well inside the last sixteenth pole, but
&he hung badly right at the end.

TROUBLE FOR RACEGOERS.

Bookmaking Declared Illegal in the
District of Columbia.

Washington, Nov. 14.—Bookmaking' as it has
been carried on at the Bennings racetrack was
declared illegal to-day, and Willlam Davis, who
volunteered himself a defendant to test the law,
was declared gullty and sentenced in the Crim-
inal Court to fmprisonment for two hours. The
case turned on the construction of the law pro-
hibiting “setting up & gaming table™ in the Dis-
triet of Columhia. The defence admitted the
paraphernalla of a bookmaker consisted of stools
and a cash box and that a definite location was
aszigned to each bookmaker in the betting ring.

Judge Stafford, presiding, charged the jury that
if it found the conditions described to be actual
facts a verdict of gullty should be brought in.
The jury deliberated one hour end twenty min-
utes, when the verdict of “gullty as charged”
was rendered. An appeal was at once taken to
the Court of Appeals. Pending the appeal, sen-
tence will not be executed on Davis.

The trial hag been a matter of great interest
to the racing world. in view of the fall meeting
of the Washington Jockey Club, which will begin
on Friday. The meeting will be held as usual
according to 8. T, Walton, assistant secretary
of the club, who saild to-night:

The meeting of the Washington Jockey Club,
scheduled to begin on Friday next, will be car-
ried through according to programme. While
bookmeking has, by the decision of the court,
been declared illegal, betting between individ-
uals 1s not a punishable offence. The Wash-
ington Jockey Club will carry out the court's
decislon in the matter, pending the settlement
of the question on final appeal.

BSecretary Walton added that certain kinds of
betting had been carried on at the track since
1899, upon suthority of a decistion of Judge
Bradley, of the Supreme Court of the District.
It was held to be no offence for a person to
make bets, and that for this purpose he might
have a sheet or programme and even a number
in his hat, although he might not have a fixed
place assigned him in which to do business,

In pronouncing sentence upon Davis, Judge
Btafford commented on the fact that the case
was in the nature of a friendly one, that the
law might be tested, and that the defendant had
aided the prosecution in many ways by admit-
ting the contentions of the authorities regarding
the evidence, all of which he gave as a reason

for the nominzl sentence. He hinted, however,
that future offenders would not be treated so
lenfently.

S. 8. Howland, president of the Washington
Jockey Club, sald to-night that the decision in
the Davis case would not interfere with ths race
meeting.

Inspector Boardman, chief of detectives, said
he would take no action and would make no ar-
rests at Bennings during the coming meeting
unless ordered to do o by District Attorney
Baker.

Ann Arbor, Mich.,, Nov. 14—The football team of
the University of Michigan left here to-night for
the game with Pennsylvania {n Philadelphia on
Saturday. A blg crowd cheered the team off.

Owing to the accident that deprived Michigan of
the services of its captain, Joe Curtis, for the rest
of the season, the eleven will be led in the Pennsyl-
vania game by John Garrels, the great fullback
and all around athlete. Garrels {s the best full-
back in the West, and probably has few equals in
the muntri'. Weighing 200 pounds, he {s a wonder-
fully speedy runner, capable of covering 100 yards
in 10 seconds. He is a flne punter, ice and drop
kicker, tackles well and is a great line plunger,

Despite his great weight, Garrels is the best
hurdler in the American colleges. Last year he
equalled the world's record of 16 1-5 seconds for 120
rards in the Western championships. In addition,

e is a shot putter, hammer thrower and holder of
the Western discus record.

Lowell will probably play at left end, in place of
Curtis, and Clement will go back to centre. The
team has been handicapped this vear in preparing
for the first blg game in the East, but Yost has
{mpes that the eleven will come back with a vic-
ory.

Prisoner Affected by Presence of
Dead Gurl's Sisters in Court.

Herkimer, N. Y., Nov. 14—When court ad-
journed for tha day twelve men had been se-
lected for the trial of Chester E. Gillette for the
murder of Miss Grace Brown, but it is lkely
that several of these jurors will be challenged
to-morrow, and the jury may not be completed
finally until the afternoon session. It {s doubt-
ful if the taking of evidence will begin untfl
late to-morrow afternoon. The jury, as it stood
to-night, was composed of the following men:
Harvey Freeman, A. L. Bpencer, Bydney House,
C. E. Curtls, John Rickard, Horace Collins,
Frank Roach, Glenn Hoyer, L. C. Barringan,
Charles Ledick, Webster Kast and Herbert L.
Dodge.

The parents of Grace Brown and the dead
girl’'s two sisters, who will testify at the trial,
were in court during the afternocon. Glllette,
who took more interest in the proceedings to-
day than heretofore, objacted to the taking of
snapshots and protested against being sketched
by newspaper artists. Mr. Thomas, counsel for
the defendant, protested to the court this morn-
ing against the photographing of the prisoner
In the courtroom, asking the court to protect
Glllette agalnst newspaper photographers.

The Jbresence of Grace Brown's sisters in court
this afternoon appeared to affect Gillette more
than any other incident since the trial began.
One of the sisters bears a striking resemblance
to Grace Brown, for whose alleged murder Gil-
lette i3 now on trial, and when the prisoner
came face to face with her in ths courtroom
he was observed to start and avoid the sister's

scrutiny. During most of the proceedings, how-
ever, he malntained a smiling demeanor.
