FOUR TRICK ELEPHANTS

Washington, Nov. 14—The Treasury Department
is confronted with the predicament of the potentate
in “Wang” just four times multiplied, for it has
a quartet of trick elephants on its hands. The big
beasts are just at present in the possession of Col-
lector Stranahan at New York, and if the owner,
a man named Thompson, does not succeed in re-
coverirg the pachyderms by legal means the Col-
lector will be obliged to sell them at public anction.

Delegates to the conference assembled to-day
and listened to addresses. The features of the
eession were tha address of Judge Robert J.
Wilkins and Homer Folks's report for<the com-
mitteemen on the care of children.

Mr. Folks said that destitution, improper guar-
dianship and delinquency were the great causes
| which made it necessary for the public to take the
place of the parents. Ha took up the cottage
versus the congregate system, saving that the
former, in its general outline, might bhe said to be
more generally accepted, but as to its detalls much
remained to be woiked out. In speaking on classi-
fication in Institutions he sald the mending of any
child, by reason of poverty or any other reason ex-
cept that of actual wrongdoing or depraved habits
on his or her part to an institution generally
known to the community as a reformatory institu-
tion, was a hard thing to that child on its release;
nay, more, it was a crime against the child com-
mitted by the community in the name of ocharity
and reform. He added:

The children’s court is the starting point for
movements for the betterment of our care of neg-
lected and delinquent children. Its incidental ad-
Vvantage, separating children from adult offenders,
Is the least of its values. To the delegates from
all parts of the state we may say as strongly as

possible that it is your hounden duty to secure the
establishment of such courts.

Dr. Hortenee V. Bruce, superintendent of the New
York Training School for Girls at Hudson, read a
paper on “Institutional Problems,” saying, in part:

The paper is concerned with institutions for chil-
dren, and discusses briefly the following questions:
First, the advantage of the cottage sys®em over
the congregate; gecond, the classiflcation of chil-
dren in the institution; third, the care of their
htjalth, fourth, the education to be given them, and
m-vp, the methads of discipline that may be used.

The cott * system offers, as advantages ovar
the congregate, a life more nearly like the normal
family life; a life in which the individual can have
