“Dixie Dinner” of New ¥ork South-
ern Society at Astor.

Sons of the Sunny South met last night In the
grand ballroom of the Hotel Astor to sing the
praises of their early home. It was the “Dixle
Dinner” of the New York Southern Boclety.
There were four hundred Southerners and their
guests at the tables, which were designated
with lanterns made of white cloth, on which
were inscribed “Yellowhammers,” to designate
those from Alabama; “Tar Heels,” those from
North Carolina; “Crackers,”” those from Georgia,
and so on through the list.

The galleries wers filled with women, who ap-
plauded the eulogies of the various Southern
states. The committes of arrangements had ar-
ranged the toast list wisely by printing a sched-
ule of the time each speech and musical number
was supposed to take. The speaking began at
8:10, an early hour, which of itself was a noveilty
for New York dinners. Marion J. Verdery, presi-
dent of the society, was toastmaster. The va-
rious states were represented on the toast list
as follows:

Alabama, Dr. John A. Wyeth; Arkansas, Will-
fam F. McCombs; Maryland, Herbert Noble; Mis-
elssippl, Lamar Ross; North Carolina, Ralph H.
Holland; South Carolina, Willlam A. Barber;
Tennesses, Dr. Willlam M. Polk; Virginia,
Charles F. Moore. Between toasts there were
musical numbers.

Loud applause greeted the Southern songs of
“Dixle’'s Land,” “Old Black Joe" and “My Old
Kentucky Home,” and every now and then the
old “rebel! yell” would go echoing through the
blg room. It was the duty of each speaker to
try to show that his state was the best of all
the Southern States, it being admitted by all
present that the South was the best and falrest
section of these United States.

Dr. Wyeth referred to the fact that the capi-
tal of the Confederate States was originally in
Alabame, but declared that President Davis
had it moved Into Virginia, that he might look
after the “F. F. V.'s,” which he Interpreted as
meaning “Fast Fiying Virginians.” He referred
to Samuel Spencer, president of the Southern
Rallway, who was one of the guests, as “the
late Mr. Spencer,” for, he said, Mr. Spencer had

to ride on his own road. Among the others
present were John G. Carlisle, Stuyvesant Fish,
John C. Calhoun, Dr. Walter L. McCorkle, Lind-
say Russell, Hamilton Holt and Robert E. Lee,
jr., and Bolling Lee, the only living grandsons
of General lLee.

BOSTON CHEAPER THAN NEW YORE.

Comparison of Cost of Living in the Two
Cities.

Boston, Nov., 18.—It costs about a third as much
to live decently in Boston as in New York, or, to
be precise, 325 per cent. This is claimed by the
visitors to the Boston Assoctated Charitles, over-
seers of the poor, and Max Mitchell, of the Asso-
clated Hebrew Charities. The minimum cest for a
tamily consisting of husband, wife and three chil-
dren !n Boston is $T0, while in New York the
minimum cost s §1,064.

Of these amounts food and rent are the largest
ttems, while clothing is also an important item
to be considered. It ls claimed that in Boston a
dacent tenement, consisting of three or four rooms,
can be obtained for $145 a year, while In New York
the same class of tenement cannot be obtained for
less than 824

The question of food, according to authorities,
seems to be more difficult to judge. though It is
sald that in Boston 3300 will easlly purchase proper
food for a famlily of five for a year. This amount
{s increased in New York to $362

Clothing for a family of five will cost about 850

ear In Boston, while iIn New York the same
:m);un! and guality of clothing will cost 87, Of
this 3250 the husband and wife would spend $150,
the remaining $100 be&ng divided among the three
children. It is estimated that $4 is a falr amount
on which to clothe a boy of fourteen !n Boston.
Incidentals. such as fuel, gas, medicine and re-
alrs, are estimated at 35 in Boston, while §6 is &
air cost In New York.
