Incidents That Display Brooklyn as
Home of the Supernatural.

Brooklyn, together with the rest of th» west-
ern end of Long Island, although the home of
a large and enlightened population, Is subject
to outbreaks of superstition, and to what really

do em to be abnormal happenings. A few
y<=-ars ago hundreds of people went nightly to
one if the entrances of Evergreens Cemetery to

watch for the spectre of a hearse, drawn by
spirit horses an<l driven by a spirit driver. The
apparition Is said to have frequently been seen.
On several occasions, it is reported, some of the
l-older spectators extended a rope across the
t \u25a0'\u25a0way, but the apparition passed on undis-
turbed.

The
Fpectre of a woman appeared on the tracks of
the old Culver Road which runs from Brooklyn

to Coney Island and on Fort Hamilton avenue.
The track extends along one side of the grave-
yard and the avenue along another side, at right
angles to the track. The ghost appeared to
many motormen and pedestrians, and always,
when followed, glided over the. high iron picket
fence into the city of tombs. Any one who has
travelled by the cemetery late at night can well
believe that i!:>-> place is productive of appari-
tions. The white marble stones, many of which
have the form of draped figures, appear through
the darkness In a manner that is highly un-
canny.

Not long ago an old man died who had spent
B*v<»ral ifthe last years of his life hs a hermit
In the vault occupied by his wife's body. A f«w
month? ago workmen found human bones in the
Bedford section while digging the foundations
of a house. Appearances would Indicate that a
cemetery had once occupied the site, but the
local historians can find no records to confirm
the supposition. It is just afl likely that the
territory was once used by Rome murderer to
conceal the evidence of his crimes. Such a man
died half a. dozen years ago in Wllliamsburg.
For many years he had occupied by himself a
houea on Broadway. He was an undertaker by
trade and was interested In finding an embalm-
ing fluid that would preserve the human body In
a perfect state of preservation. Certain trusted
workmen have made known since hia death that
the walls and floor of his cellar are honey-

combed with vaults containing bodies with
which he experimented. He began his opera-

« tions before the Civil War and he Is accredited
with being the cause of the mysterious disap-
pearance of many of his neighbors and of many
returning soldiers. Two of the samples of his
art which nome persons have seen wero wonder-
fully preserved in a transparent lifjigd. One
specimen was the body of a beautiful woman
end th" other the tinyhand of a child. )
