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BRIDGE CONDITIONS.

B. R. T. FEARS DISASTER.

State Commission IHampered by

Local Rapid Transit Commission.

Recommendations made by the State Rallroad
Commission on Tuesday, designed to relieve
somewhat the Brooklyn Bridge crush, found a
striking echo yesterdavy when Vice-President
Calderwood, of the Brooklyvn Rapid Transit Com-
pany, declared that the bridge was being worked
to ita 1imit anrd that his company lived in ex-
pectation of a great calamity thers. Almost
similar sentiments were expressed by Frank
Hedley, generai manager of the Interborough,
regarding the East Side traffic In Manhattan.
The Second and Third avenue elevated roals,
he said, were being operated to their utmost
capacity, and unless they were enlarged, as the
Railroad Commission recommended, the com-
pany was absolutely powerless to better condi-
tions.

The Rapid Transit Commission of the city
holds the key to the situation in both cases,
Only recently it refused to sanction a bridge
loop scheme along the lines of that recommended
by the State Railroad Commission, which Brook-
lynites said would have relieved the bridge con-
gestion in great measure. Applications made
by the Interborough for extra tracks on the
Second and Third avenue elevated roads have
not been granted. These applications are still
glive, and the road stands ready to enlarge
those lines if the commission grants permission.
Mr. Hedley said:

The Interborough has applications now before
the Rapid Transit Commission for third tracks
on the Second and Third avenue elevated lines.
This recommendation of the State Railroad
Commission is no new one. We would gladly
foWbw it if we could obtain permission. These
roads are being operated to thelr utmost ca-
pacity, and we cz do anything more than
we are doing to relieve the congestion of Bronx
traffic. If the Rapld Transit (‘nmn.lscx-m would
grant our applications we would have this new
track In operation in a year. Our fr-xm.xl papers
on file before the commission promise that.

KAISER

WILHELM DER GROSSE IN COLLISION.

SHE AND THE ORINOCO BOTH BADLY DAMAGED—
NINE MEMBERS OF CREWS REPORTED LOST.

Cherbourg, Nov. 21.—A dispatch re-
ceived here reports that the North Ger-
man Lloyd steamer Kaiser \Wilhelm der
Grosse, which left Southampton and
Cherbourg to-day for New York, has been
in collision with the Royal Mail steamer
Orinoco. DBoth vessels

were severely

damaged.

It is declared that tour members of the
crew of the Kaiser Wilhelm der Grosse
were killed, while twelve were injured.
Five members of the crew of the Orinoco
are missing, and are supposed to have
been drowned. The Orinoco left South-

ampton to-day for West Indian ports and
New York.

The accident to the Kaiser Wilhelm der Grosse,
reported from France, is not her first. On June
30, 19500, the North German Lloyvd Company’s
pier at Hoboken caught fire and wrecked three
ships of the line. The Kaiser Wilhelm, the larg-
est and finest of the fleet, was dragged out of
thae dock saved from sericus injury. The
Salle, the Bremen and the Main were destroyved.
About three hundred lives were lost in this fire.
The total property loss amounted to $10,000,000.
Beslde the killed, one hundred
and fifty more or less seriously injured.
When it seen that these
doomed to destruction the company’'s employes
devoted their efforts to saving the Kaiser Wil-
helm. She was then the largest and by far of
the most valuable of the fleet. She caught fire
forward on her starboard side. It was put out
by the crew before it made much headway.

A few months later the Kaiser Wilhelm, after
an adventerous trip from Bremen, went aground
off Southwest Spit. This was on November 23.
No serious damage, however, was done to the
ship, and after several hours she was floated.

The Kaiser Wilhelm der Grosse is, next to the
Kaiser Wilhelm II, the largest and finest of the
fleet of linaers of the North German Lloyd Steam-
ship Company. She was built in 1897 and when
new broke all records between Southampton and
Sandy Hook. She built
many, by the Vulean Company,
66 feet broad and 43 fect deep.
tonnage is 14,349.

The Orinoco is one of the Royval Mail Steam
Packet Company's fleet of steamers which ply
between Southampton and Colon, having New
York as a port of call.

BRY (‘I‘ I' OR ﬂIBA.SSAI)OR ?

Rumor That He Will Be Appointed
to Washington Post.

London, Nov. 21.—A rumor was current in the
Iobby of the House of Commons to-night that
James Bryce, the author of “The American Com-
monwealth” and now Chief Secretary for Ire-
land, is likely to be selected to fill the vacant
ambassadorship at Washington. No confirma-
tion of this rumor can be obtained, and it is be-
lleved the government has not yet decided the
question.

This suggestion, however, falls in with the
growing feeling in high quarters here that the
Washingten embassy should be filled by a man
of exceptional weight, who possesses, in addi-
tion to political influence, a sympathetic under-
stahding of the American people and American
affairs, such a man, in fact, as the United States,
for vears past, has sent to fill the post of am-
bassador in London. It is felt that Mr. Bryce,
as a statesman and litterateur of high distinction,
is eminently fitted to meet these requirements,

EXPENDITURES $312.246 25.

Republican Committee Received
Contributions from 3,300 Persons.

The Republican State Committee in the recent
campaign spent 3312,24625. The largest cen=
tributions were from ex-Governor Levi P. Mor-
ton and J. P. Moargan & Co., who contributed
$20,000 each. State Chalrman Woodruff con-
tributed $10,000 and lent the state committee
$20,000. More than 3,300 persons contributed to
the campaign fund. More than 3.000.000 copies
of circulars and pamphlets containing extracts
from Secretary Root's speech were printed in
the closing hours of the campalgn.

The report of George R. Sheldon, treasurer of

the committee, was filed in the office of the
Secretary of State at Albany yesterday by
Lafayette B. Gleason, secretary of the com-

mittee.
The report shows total receipts of $333,923 60,
of which $31392340 were personal contribu-

tlons. The state committee treasurer holds a
cash balance of $21,677 35, against which are

outstanding bills payable, rendered but not yet
“O K'd,” amounting to $17,4511, and bills
payable, not vet rendered, but estimated, to the
amount of $2,700, leaving an estimated unex-
pended balance of $1,91224.

PRESIDENT IN ISLAND.

PORTO RICANS CORDIAL.

He Tells Them He Will Work to
Have Them Made Citizenas.

San Juan, Porto Rico, Nov., 21.—Prestdent
Roosevelt travelled to-day in an automobile oves
the famous military road from Ponce to San
Juan, and was warmly received by the peopla
of Porto Rico. The eighty-mile trip was made
in six hours and thirty minutes, counting the
time taken up by stops at the principal towns
along the routs, where the President made shors
speeches to the people. The President in all his
speeches dwelt on the affection he held for the
people of Porto Rico, and assured them that he
would use every effort to secure citizenship for
them, and that his efforts would be unceasing
to help them along the path of true self-govern-
ment.

President Roosevelt arrived at Ponce from
Colon on the Louisiana at 8:50 a. m. He was
greeted on board the vessel by Governor Win-
throp, who extended a welcome to the island.
The President at once came ashore and was
greeted at the pier by Mayor Oppenhelmer of
Ponce and a delegation of officials and citizens.
The town, which was profusely decorated in the
President’'s honor, was crowded with peopia
from the surrounding country eager to greet Mr.
Roosevelt.

Before leaving Ponce the President was driven
to the Roosevelt High School. There several
hundred school children had been assembled and
they sang “America”™ as the President drove up.
The cornerstone of this school was lald in April,
1903, by the President's daughter, now Mrs. Long-
worth. The President was greatly pleased with
his reception at the school, and made a short
address. He was showered with flowers by the
children as he drove away. A plece of em-
broidered work, made by the girls of the Indus-
trial School, was presented to Mrs. Rooseveit
before she left the city.

The President's party Ponce at 10:30
o'clock, the time set by the schedule for the run
to San Juan over the military road. It took
eleven automobilaa to carry the entire party.
Lawrence H. Grshame, Commissioner of the
Interior, was in charge of the trip.

THE TRIP TO SAN JUAN.

The party arrived at Cayey at 1:30 o’clock.
Luncheon was served in the barracks there by
the officers of the Porto Rico Provisional Regi-
ment, of which Major Griffiths is the command-
ing officer

The President was warmly received at
the impeortant town
road. There he spoke at length, repeating his
views as to Porto Rican citizenship. Passing
through the Caguas and the Cayey tobacco dis-
trict, where American capital caused &
wonderful development, the President was great-
ly impressed with the fertility and flourishing
condition of the plantations. At Caguas Mrs.
Roosevelt was showered with flowers and re-
ceived many presents. Between towns along the
military road scattering crowds eagerly awaited
the chance of a fleeting glimpse of the President.
They came from the outlying plantations, many
walking from the mountain districts, miles away
—peons, women, children, beggars and cripples.
Many of the eccupants of shacks who were too
poor to own even & flag showed their patriotism
by loudly cheering the President, whom they
easily recognized.
