Cleveland. Nov. —Recent examination of the

Them nr« unconfirmed reports here that Mr.
Delaney contemplated obtaining a divorce.

James H. Delanev was vice-president and treas-

urer of th« American Shipping Company, which
has a branch in this city. Mr. Delaney's home was
In Chicago, but he frequently visited New York
and was well known here. He went to Chicago
ten days ago. The first news of the tragedy which
reached his office here was th© press dispatch from
Chicago, and nobody at the office could throw any
Hklii on the affair. Mr. Delaney was married eight
yean ago. The couple had no children.

Carl K. Sehultze. whose wife is Mrs. Delaney's
mother, received word of the death of his daughter
and h»-r husband at his rooms, at Kith street nnd
Broadway. Mr. Bchultze paid lap* night that he
was too greatly shocked to discuss the unfortunate
affair. Tie paid that Mrs. Delaney was about
twenty-five years old and her husband was thirty-
three.

Hamilton, Ont., Strike Riots Too

Riff for Police to Handle.
Hamilton. Ont., Nov. 2H.

—
An attempt by the

Hamilton Street Railway to start tars to-night
led to riotous scenes, which the police were
powerless to quell. The Mayor appealed for
troops, and at midnight word was received from
Toronto that 100 regulars were on the way to
this city. The strike began the first of this
month.

When the effort was made to resume the ser-
vice rioting began immediately. A large crowd
gathered at the corner of King and James
streets ond smashed the windows of several
cars. The car crews fled, and the rioters then
turned their attention to the station at Gore and
James streets. All the windows in the building
\vere smaphed with stones. The mob dispersed
at midnight, when the departure of soldiers from
Toronto became known.

Itmay be. however, that following the
line of reticence to the end, the defendants
counsel may abandon the opening address or
outline of their ca«e and let it develop from
their witnesses. There has been a rumor that
no defence will be offered, the contention being

that the state has failed to make out a gooi

case In the eyes of the law, but this Is not gen-
erally credited. When the trial bfgan the court

officials and others looked forward to returning
to their homes by Thanksgiving Day. but if a
defence is offered they must abandon all such
hopes.

To the numerous other rumors as to the char-
acter of the defence was added on" to-day that
a plea of murder in the second degree will be
entered, with the attempt to show the death of
Grace Brown was not planned In advance.
There was no more authority for this than any
of the other reports.

At the late afternoon session to-day came th«»
story of the finding of the girl's body. Frank
Crabb, the engineer of a small pleasure steamer
on Big Moose Lake, was the witness. Several
parties were searching for the body, when Crabb
happen*-.*! to see some white object well beneath
the surface. He called for a long stick with a

large fish hook upon it, grappled the object and
brought the body of the girl to the surface.
The body was tenderly cared for, he declared.
The eyes were partly open and bloodshot, ho
said. The hair was dishevelled and partly down
on the shoulders. After the body had been on

deck a few minutes a bloodclot came from the
nostrils. The right stocking was well down over
the low cut shoe, and there was a piece of red
garter attached to it.

Charles Kerwia, who was one of the searching
party, testified to the same effect, but added
that there wan a mark or bruise near the girl's
left eye. He also said that a bloody discharge
trickled from the nose while the body was bo-
ing taker to the hotel at Big Moose.

Mr. Getman, an undertaker, of Frankfort,
gave more details as to the care of the body
after it was turned over to him. He declared
that the purging from the nostrils «nd mouth
was not unusual, as he had found it in many
bodies, even of persons dying from disease. He
asserted, further, that th» discharge was not of
Mood, but was a liquid with possibly a bloodish
east. The undertaker was cross-examined at
length as to what he knew of the effect of em-
balming fluids on a body, and then the day's
session closed with a wrangle of nearly an hour
over technical details of a map of Big Moose
Lake and its vicinity which has been In evidence
since the beginning of the trial. To-morrow
the doctors who performed the autopsy on
Grace Brown's body are expected to go on the
stand.

There wan some diversion in the courtroom
to-day during a brief recess, when a large bag
of apples was passed around to the reporters.
Gillette cast a hungry glance at the luscious,
red fruit. He was asked Ifho would like one.
and replied with eagerness "Sure." He received
two, putting one in his pocket.

Gillette appeared to be rather more pallid
than usual this morning when he appeared in
court and his eyes were heavy and red as
though he had not slept very well last night.
His demeanor was one of more seriousness than
i: any time since the trial was begun. His
brow was constantly contracted Into a frown.

The first witness to-day was Thomas Barrett,
an Adirondack guide, who apparently was th*
last person to see the boat in which Gillette
and Grace Brown were rowing. It was about
5:30 p. in. that ho saw th*» boat coming out of
Punkey Bay into South Bay, of Great Moose
Lake. Gillette was rowing listlessly, he said,
and was leaning forward on his oars apparently

\u25a0 paged in earnest conversation with a young
woman seated in the stern.

On cross-examination the defence laid stress
on the exact time when the witness saw the.
young people In the boat Already the defend-
ant's counsel has tried to draw from witnesses
the fact that when Gillette was arrested his
watch was found on the dresser in his room
and that it had stopped at 6.50 o'clock.

Important Testimony Gained by
Prosecution at GiVctte Trial.

The twelve-foot
lap-strip rprtar rowboat, sharp at both ends, a
typical pleasure craft of the better class. In
•which Chester Gillette and Grace Brown ven-
tured forth on the waters of Big Moose Lake
last July, thr Rirl never to return alive, was the
most Important and Interesting witness intro-
duced apainßt Gillette to-day at his trial h*re
on the charge of murder. Clinging; to the cleats
In the bottom of the boat at the stern and
tvinlng about the braces which hold the rear
peat in place were a score of Ptrands of long
dark hair. The man who found the boat float

-
Sr.jr bottom side up on the lake testified that he
had removed enouph hair from the cleats and
braces to make a lork the size of a lead pencil.
This hair was also introduced in evidence.

Then immediately followed a dramatic sequel.
The proeecutor called to the stand Miss Frances
Brown, a young sister of the dead girl. She
had brought with her a lock of hair cut from
the dead girl's head after her body was brought
home. It was identified, placed In evidence as
an official exhibit and attached to a piece of
paper side by sldo with the hair taken from the
bottom of the boat. Then the paper was passed
to the Jurymen to make their own comparisons.

Th« defenco foupht the introduction of the two
samples of hair through all the legal resources
open to them. They protested with especial
vig-or against the jurors comparing the two locks
side by side, and denounced what was termed
the improper procedure of the prosecuting offi-
cer. Judge Devendnrf overruled all of the ob-
jections of the defence, but granted the demands
that exceptions be noted on the record.

District Attorney Ward waa gratified at his
success in getting the exhibits of hair before the
Jury. It is his contention that the girl was
struck down in the boat and that her hair be-
came entangled In the cleats and braces when
she fell. Then, Mr. Ward stated in his opening
address, the hair was pulled out when the body
was picked up and thrown overboard.

The placing of the boat on view before the
Jury and the testimony of Robert Morrison rs
to the discovery of the long wisps of hair in the
craft created a stir in the crowded courtroom.
The prisoner was in constant and earnest con-
sultation with his two attorneys throughout the
morning session. The Jurors left their places in
the box to make a close examination of the boat
and the hair which still remains in it. At1 the
noon recess the spectators tried to crowd close
to the exhibit, but a cordon of bailiffs was
thrown about it.
