Speculative and Investment buying at the present
tlmtj continues to show great vitalityon the mar
gin of the most active business districts. On ail
the streets and avenues south of 59th st. which

\u25a0will, during the next few years, be taken in by the
tide cf business increase, speculators and investors
are gradually raising the level of values. Sixth
aye. from 23d to 59th St., which is certainly
destined to be a still more Important business thor-
oughfare, is receiving a great deal of attention. Tihe
eajue is true of Seventh aye. from i'3d st. to
<2d st. The side streets to the east and west
of Fifth aye. continue to profit from the over-
flow cf Fifth avenue business. In the financial
district the streets to the west of Broadway de-
mend and receive m st attention. Four enormous
impro\ernents

that of the City Investing Company.

In Cortlandt st.; that of the Tunnel Company,
In Church st.; the new office buildings in west
arid In Rector sts.

are now under way, and

when they are completed and occupied the map of
this whole section willbe changed. These business
developments along the lines plainly marked out by

and will give strength and activity to the market.
Whatever changes may take place during the next
sen or fifteen ears in the value of residential
property in Manhattan, there can be no doubt that
Uttle by little the central ridge of the island, the
whole district between Eighth aye. and Fourth
aye. will be gradually submerged by an irresist-
ible tide of industrial and commercial growth. A
purchase in any cf the less naive parts of this
area is a sure source of profit, because this district
will be the business centre for a city which Is in-
creasing in population at the rate of not far from
150.000 a year.
