It is said that the Inhabitants of New York
drink six times as much milk as the people of

London. The problem is where to get the milk
to satisfy the growing thirst for that fluid. The
milk dealers see onty two remedies for the con-
dition which confronts the city. These are to
ratae the price paid to the farmer sufficiently to
persuade him to add to his herds and the inven-
tion of \u25a0 practical milking machine to lill the
gap between the supply of and the demand tor
farm help. Every drop of the mill!onn of quarts
of milk that are required daily has to be
squeezed from the cow by hand. It is consid-
ered alntnel inevitable that the retail price of
bottl milk will go up to nine or ten cents a
o,uart Within a year, owing to the greater cost

of milk. .. • •
The Increase in the miik thirst of the people

*>f the New Yorkjmetropolitan area, which in
what i«> meant by the dealers wina they speak
of the Kew York milk market, is remarkable.
Twenty years ago. In October, this market used
