TRIBUTE PAID BY ASSOCIATES.

Long before 2 o'clock, the hour announced
'or the funeral, the church had to be closed to
all except the closest personal and official friends
>f Mr. Spencer. Hundreds stood outside the
"diflce In th» crisp December air throughout the
-\u25a0ervices.

Shortly before 1:30 p. m. the officers and
employes of the Southern Railway. 319 Innum-
ber, assembled at the general offices of the com-
pany and proceeded in a body to St. John's
-"hurch. They were headed by the four general
superintendents of the company. Almost all of
he officers of the company were in attendance,

as were representatives of the Mobile & Ohio.
Georgia Southern & Florida, Cincinnati, New j
Orleans & Texas Pacific, New Orleans &North-
westerii, Central of Georgia, Atlantic Coast
Line. Seaboard Air Line, Chesapeake & Ohio,
Pennsylvania and Norfolk &'Western.

Among others who attended the services were
Vice-President Fairbanks, Justice White, of the
Supreme Court; Senator and Mrs. Foraker, of
Ohio; Senator Bacon, of Georgia; Governor
Swansea and Senator Martin, of Virginia, Sena-
tor Keaii. of New Jersey; Secretary Hitchcock;
Senator Wetmore, of Rhode Island, and ex-
Senator Henry G. Davia, of West Virginia.

At 2 o'clock, aa the organist at the church
began Chopin's funeral march every train on
the Southern came to a stop, every employe
put aside his work, and for five minutes every
one paid silent tribute to the dead president.

To the strains of the funeral inarch the choir.
Bishop Satterlee. the Rev. Dr. Roland Cotton
Smith, rector of St. John's, and the assistant
rector of the church entered. Immediately
afterward J. Pierpont Morgan. Charles Sterling,
of New York; First Vice-president Andrew.?
and Second Vice-President Flnley of the South-
ern Railway entered the pew reserved for them.
They were followed by the funeral party, those
in the church standing as the coffin was carried
to the altar, and the members of the family
were ushered to their seats. The bodybearers
were selected from among: the Negro porters of
:he Southern Railway. Allof them have been In
the service of the company for many years, sev-
eral of them nearly a lifetime, and all of them
were known personally to President Spencer.

Following the body came the honorary pall-
bearers, all of them personal or official friends
of Mr. Spencer. They were principally presi-
dents or high officials of the railroads of Amer-ica, anil It was noted that, either personally orby proxy. th»y represented about one-third ofthe wealth of the United States. E. H. Harri-man was one of the last to arrive at the churchSeated with the honorary pallbearers were the
members of the committee appointed by theWashington Alumni Association of the Uni-versity of Virginia, of which President Spencer
was a member. The committee Included Sur-geon General Rlxey. of the navy; ex-SenatorFaulkner, of West Virginia; Thomas NelsonPage, c. G. Lee and the Rev. Dr.Randolph Mc-
Kirn.

The service. In accordance with the ritual ofthe Protestant Episcopal Church, was conductedby Bishop Satterlee. assisted by the Rev Dr.
Smith. A special musical programme waa ren-
dered. Mrs. Spencer having selected her favor-ite hymns. These were: "Lead. KindlyLight."
"For All the Saints Who from Their LaborsRest," and "Abide with Me, Fast Falls the
Eventide." The burial anthem and gloria were
chanted by the choir to Felton's C minor setting.
When Bishop Satterlee had pronounced the
committal service, the committal being given
In the church because the body was to be de-posited only temporarily, the choir sang "I
Heard a Voice from Heaven." The coffin was
borne from the church during the singing of
"Abide with Ma."

No such profusion of flowers has been seen inWashington at a funeral since that of President
afcKinley. They filled the Massachusetts ave-nue home of President Spencer and r.he chancel
at St. John's Church. These tributes came
from all parts of the .country. Only a few
wagonloade of the flowers were displayed at the
church. President and Mrs. Roosevelt sent a
wreath of orchids and white roses, tied with
white satin ribbons; Vice-President and Mrs.Fairbanks, a large bunch of chrysanthemums;
officers of the Southern Railway, a wreath oforchids, lilies-o?-the- valley and violets; J. Pier-
por.t Morgan, a mass of rare cut flowers, and
E. H. Hnrrlman. a cluster of American Beauty
roses, palroii, violets and Ulles-of-the-valley.

By special direction of Mrs. Spencer, all of the
? >wers v.-ere distributed later among the vari-ous hosptala and charitable Institutions ofWashington.

THE CARAVAN OF THE DEAD.

Baron Henry Rothschild, the one member of the
famous financial dynasty who haa turned his at-

tention to medicine Instead of to banking, and who
has become celebrated iiot only as one of the
leading- specialists In France on maladies of chil-
dren bat also as the. munificent founder of all
kinds of hospitals and asylums for afflicted chil-
dren In France, has just delivered before the
Academy of Medicine at Paris an address which
deserves careful attention In America as well as
la Europe. I:consisted of nothing more or less
than a warning as to the germs of maladies which
are too frequently transmitted from the Orient by
textile fabrics and curios, and the baron urges all
purchasers of such goods from the Orient to sub-
ject them to the most careful disinfection before
placing them Is their rooms. The baron cited nu-
merous instances where diseases, notably dysen-
tery, etc., had been imported from the Far East
into families In Europe in this fashion.

How necessary is this warning may be. gathered
from the fact, which Imentioned some years ago In
these articles, that whenever a rich Moslem dies in
Persia. Central Asia. Egypt. Turkey, etc.. his body
is. In accordance with his dying request, almost In-variably s«nt to Mecca or Medina for final burial.
The conveyance of the body, which fortunately Is
a moat expensive process, is effected for the most
part by means of camels, and for the trip the corpse
I" always wrapped in several of the most costly
and valuable rugs. When the 80-called "caravan of
the dead." composed of hundreds of camels, each
with a coffin slung on either side, reaches its des-
tination at Mecca or Medina, these rugs become the
perquisites of the people who hay« had charge of
the caravan, and who realize large sums by their
sale, They eventually find their way into the ba-
zaars of Smyrna, Calr<\ Alexandria and Constanti-
nople, slid thence to the houses of the rich In
Europe and in Am°rlr-a.

Yon Buelow Defies Critics to Cite
Unconstitutional Act by Kaiser.

Tan you tell me of a -Ingle instance in whichour Emperor has put himsHf in opposition to the
constitution? Ido not think that you can mentiona single case, or that you willeve- be able to men-
tion one hereafter."

This challenge was delivered hr princa yon Bil-
low. Chancellor of the German Empire, during a
remarkable speech In the Relchata* at Berlin. In
response to attacks made by Socialist and ultra-
Radical Deputies upen the alleged absolutism of
the Kaiser. Prince yon Billow's cliallence has re-
mained unanswered, either in the Imperial Parlia-
ment or in the Gorman press. Not even his most
bitter adversaries have been able to bring home
to William IIa solitary Instance of infraction of
the constitutions of the German Empire and of the
Kingdom of Prussia. #

Now, the constitution of the empire is of the
most hampering description, and leaves far less
authority to the Kaiser than the Constitution of
the United States does to its President. Thus, the
Kaiser as such has no right of initiation in the
matter of Imperial legislation. Moreover, as Em-
peror, he has no veto, although he now practically
possesses one by the number of votes which he
controls in the Bundesrath, or Federal Council, the
votes being those of the Kingdom of Prussia, and
of certain other states which may be trusted to

vote with Prussia In every Instance. The Kaiser
has not. however always controlled th« majority
of votes of the federal council, an.l occasionally

as executive president of the. Germanic confeder-
ation, has had to promulgate laws which, as King

of Prussia, he had previously opposed In the fed-
eral council. For instance, the law locating the
supremo court of the empire at Lelpelc, Instead of
at Berlin, was bitterly opposed by Prussia, and
by Its sovereign, who were obliged to submit to the
wishes of the majority of other states of the con-
federation. Nor is it true that the Kaiser has the
power to plunge his country Into war. By the
terms of the constitution, the Kaiser can act upon

his own Initiative only In repelling an actual hostile
Invasion of German soil. In all other cases the
consent, of the Bundesrath— that Is, of the council
of allied sovereigns— ls Indispensable. The Em-
peror is the executive officer of the Bundesrath
or council, and the state power of the German
Empire is centred not in him, but in it.

This may convey some faint idea, until now
widely ignored, of the limitations which the con-
stitution of the German Empire places upon the
Kaiser. That his most bitter adversaries and
savage critics should have been unable to take up

th* challenge of the Chancellor and to cite a
single Instance where tin Kaiser during his reign

of almost nineteen years has Infringed the re
strictions Imposed upon him as Emperor by the
constitution shows in conclusive fashion how
little Justified are most of the attacks which are
made upon him, both In his own country and
•broad. in connection with his alleged absolutism.
