Robert Erskln* Ely. secretary of the League forPolitical Education, spok* on the Negro probTera
at the seventieth annual meeting of the JTew York
Colored Orphan Asylum and Association for the
Benefit of Xeero Children yesterday morning.
"The Negro was given th* franchise when ho
should not have been." he sa!d: "it was a mis-
take.' Continuing, Dr. Ely said, in part:

ItIs hard to imagine any country having a prob-
lem more difficult to solve. There are probably
eighty thousand Negroes in New York Th«» per-
centage of th« criminal, the vicious and th« dsu-per elements is frightfully large. Why 13 ail thistrue? Because we here in New York really treatNegroes worse than they are treated in Atlanta.We may let him run an elevator, but beyond thatwe give him very little show.

London, Dec. 10.— The British government has re-
fused its sanction to a scheme proposed by a
powerful syndicate to bring cuttle and sheep from
South America, Canada and elsewhere to the Brit-ish island of Alderney, where it was planned toslaughter them and distribute the carcasses inGreat Bntuln. The hides and by-producta were to
be treated for the benefit of the British leather In-
dustry with the view of combatting' the Americanbeef and leather combinations, which largely con-
trol the British markets, and of avoiding the em-bargo whl'-h the Board of Agriculture places uponArgentine cnttle. The Board of Agriculture hasno Jurisdiction over the Channel Islands, but it was

A CATTLE SYNDICATE CHECKED.

Discharges Youths Who HitInspector After
Dispute Over Transfers.

An inspector of the Metropolitan Street Railway,
Michael Desmond, his eyes blackened, appeared In
the Essex Market police court yesterday to press
charges of assault against three young men who
were put off a car because the conductor refused
to accept B. R. T. transfers, but Magistrate Finn
decided that the prisoners had suffered enough and
let them go. The court lectured the Inspector, and
declared that the transportation companies of
greater New York treated the public like cattle.

With the transfer slips In their hands. Frank
Busch, Michael Meyer and Frederick Lewis changed
from a Brooklyn Rapid Transit rar to cross the
\u25a0VVllllamsburg Bridge, getting on a car of the 14th
street line, and the trouble began when the con-
ductor refused to accept the transfers. The inspec-
tor said the three men attacked him after they left
the car. Magistrate Finn asked:

"Have you a notice in the cars or at the bridge
end notifying passengers that the transfers are not
acceptable?" When the Inspector replied that ha
did not know, the magistrate continued:
