our fundamental law, and a Constitution well
adapted to meet the conditions ot the simple life in
a little parch of country along1 the Atlantic «ea-
board 130 years ago has become altogether inade-
quate for adjustment of the many new political.

soc la] and industrial exigencies of the present
times.

Our broad stretch of empire and our millions
rapidly increasing, with new wants, new emergen-

cies, new problems of every kind urgently demand-
!:.;_' solution, call for the implacement of new prln-
dples of government In the Constitution of such
broid scope and universal application that there
shall be little or no ne^d for raising th« question of

tit itlonality" whenever a new law is to be

enacted looking to improvement of the general
welfare or for correction of long standing abuses.
It is also becoming Increasingly difficult for the
Supreme Tourt BO to frame.

Sir: In your editorial of November 28 you allude
to the campaign of the American Civic Association
for the saving of Niagara Falls, and Iam so sure
that your conclusions are based on a misapprehen-
sion of the facts that Ithink it only fair to present
the truth.

The Niagara preservation campaign, which used
postal cards at Its last round, has been proceeding
for nearly one year. President Roosevelt was first
addressed by thoso whose attention was called to
the impending destruction of Niagara Falls by this
association. Members of Congress afterward were
written to in order. After the agitation, which
was brought about by exactly the 6amo means, had
caused the passage of the Burton bill, for the first
time recognizing the scenic value of Niagara Falls
to the United States. Secretary Taft was addressed
because he had something to do with the preserva-
tion of the falls.

"We maintain that the public has a perfect right
to express itself upon these subjects. We also in-
sist that the representation has been dignified.
Is it likely that the Governors of Pennsylvania
and New Jersey, the Episcopal bishops of.Phila-
delphia. Harrisburg and Boston, the Catholic Bishop
of Buffalo, numberless mayors. Senators, Congress-
men and professional men of high standing, could
be mov«»d by idle clamor? His this sort of people
who have written to Secretary Taft. These letters,
too, have been written in many cases by men who
knew the facts in the case and were competent

to speak not only upon the law but upon the facts.
For instance, her© is a quotation from a letter
written by Dr. Matthew D Mann, dean of the

chemical department of the University of Buffalo,
who, according to the printed statements emanat-
ing from that neighborhood, ought by all means
to kb in favor of the power development. Dr.
llann says:
"Ido not believe there Is a Buffalonian in favor

of the admission of more power from Canada, un-
less said individual has some direct connection with
one of the companies or expects to derive benefit
in some way. There is no reason why Buffalo
should favor this project. As yet. Buffalo has not

benefited in the slightest degree by the use of
Niagara Fails power. There la scarcely a city in
the country that uses bo little electricity as we do.

The price ia practically, prohibitive."

Allusion has been made to statements said to
have been misleading in the circular letters sent
out by this association. Secretary Taft did criti-
cise these statements, and the press reports gave

his criticism in full. No publicity was given to the
authority filed in support of tho statements and
comparisons which were made by this association.
1 think it only propel to call your attention to the
fact that the data used in the comparisons issued
was all taken either from the report of Captain

Charles W. Kutz, the special officer of the engi-
neering corps of the United States Army, who has
made a report upon the Niagara conditions, or
from a statement made by Jam<*s H. Fuertes. a hy-
draulic engineer in New York City, who has served
that city most acceptably in many important mat-
ters.

There was no misrepresentation whatever in our
literature. The amount of water to be abstracted
by the Canadian companies seeking permits to in-
troduce power into the United States was compared
in cubic feet a second with the average flow of
various rivers as given by Mr. Fuertes, When
argument was ma before the secretary on the
memorandum or brief submitted at the hearing of

November 26, the strength of the statements and
comparisons objected to was mad© greater through
a comparison, not with the average flow of the
Delaware, ti.e Hudson, th« James, the Potomac
and the Susquehanna. which includes a considera-
tion of the Incidental and occasional floods, but
with we average low water flow, which gives the
conditions that prevail during the summer months.
In this comparison, which Mr. Fuertes in a per-
sonal Interview insisted was a fair one. the amount
of water proposed to be abstracted from the
Niagara River appears as more than double the
average dry year low water flow of the Delaware,
Hudson. James. Potomac and Susquehanna at tne:r
