Inbeing1 fooled, ar.d they will flock to the Gar-
den again next year if another prind is held,
ftnd cheer or hiss, as fancy dictates, as they
did fit the wind-up of the race on Saturday.
Bicycle racing has t^en and could be a good
sport, but it would take a wide ttretch of the
Imagination to call the affair last weak sport.
Borne drastic reform is needed in the rules and
management of the race if another Is held.
There was murh that was degrading and noth-
ing- that was uplifting or invigorating in last
week's fiasco. For a • tain amount of pluck
and remarkable endurance ihe riders deserve
perhaps a word of praise, but one cannot even
grow enthusiastic on this point, as endurance
of that kind and plu k. of that kind are worthy
of littl« consideration.

An official of the Metropolitan Golf Association
said last night that at the coming committee moot-

ing a communication would be drafted to be sent to

the golf associations of Massachusetts a.nd I'hila-
delpliia. to ascertain whether they would care to

co-operate With the Metropolitan Golf Association
on me Eastern mampions.np proposition, it may
be said here. witQOUt lear 01 contradiction, tliat a
large propoition or goiters in tins District would
regret to ate tne Metropolitan Goii Association open
tournaments discontinued. There is also a pretty
general feeling that an all Bastern tournament,
such as proposed by Daniel Cnauncey, willnot t>o
an easy mattei to arrange.

In tiio tlrst place, l*nilad( lphia has its annual
open championship tournament, and so has the
Massachusetts Gull Ajiso lotion. These events have
become popular In their respective localities, and it
is loubtiui it either would care to change for an
Kasiern proposition. Of course, there would bo
nothing to prevent Massachusetts and Philadelphia
from continuing to conduct their local champion-
ships, even though they joined hands with the Met-
ropolitan Golf Association in an Eastern movement.

But there the matter of expense would enter in.
Thus far the Metropolitan body has been unwilling
to io more than lend its sanction to the Metropoli-
tan Golf Association open championship events,
being content to let private individuals bear tha
entire expense. Now it pMOposeS to share the ex-
penses of an Ba-storn tournament, provided Phila-
delphia and Massachusetts are willing.

In the opinion of Leighton Calkins, the Metro-
politan Golf Association has all It can do to attend
to its own territory. He also calls attention to the
fact thai a good deal of extra labor and time would
be necessary in the event of an Eastern tournament
being decided upon. Another point brought up was
the effect such an affair would have upon the
Eastern Professional Golfers' Association, which
held its first championship tournament only about
two months ago. An official of the professional or-
ganization said last light that if tho three asso-
ciations voted to conduct an Eastern open cham-
plo.iship the "pros" would undoubtedly abide by the
decision. He also admitted that it would probably
mean the discontinuing: of tho professional asso-
ciation's annual tournament.

There is also little doubt that steps willbo t.'ik<>n
to extend the territorial limits of th« association.
But according to the present constitution, it will
be Impossible to do more than offer an amendment
to ha presented at the next annual meeting. Pro-
vided this is lone and the amendment adopted. th«
is iy will then be paved for the admittance of th*
New Haven Country Club. Bo far as the proposed
Junior tournament Is concerned, it is likely that
th« committee will nrooeed slowly. To finance a
competition of this kind would mean another tax
on the resources of the treasury. This. in the
opinion of some, mlcht prove- urvwise>. for the
present, at least, or until it has been satisfactorily
determined whether the lnTeaslnjr of the annual
dues of th* clubs \u25a0will prove a grain or a loss to
the association. It has been claimed that the rals-
!n-I of the tax to $15 will result In a number of clubs
resigning their Metropolitan Golf Association mem-
bership. On the other hand. It Is argued that most
of the clubs, especially The smaller ones. get more
for their money out of the Metrorvolltnn body than
through being1p. member of the United State's Golf
Association, whir* th*»v nr.1 compelled to Jofn In
order to become affiliated with the younger organi-
zation.

M. G. A. Committee to Tale Up
Open Tournament Problem.

An executive committee meeting of the Metropoli-
tan Golf Association will ba held this week in this
city, at which time somo definite step with regard
to an Eastern open champio iship tournament will
be taken. This Is In line with the action taken at
the recent Metropolitan Golf Association annual
meeting. It willbe remembered that the Metropoli-
tan op«n was sidetracked in favor of an all iiaatern
tournament, on the plea that the latter would mean
something. As the matter stands now, there is lit-
tle chance of a Metropolitan Golf Association open

being held in l^uT, provided interest can be aroused
In the other affair.

A QUESTION OF ELIGIBILITY.
"When the Amateur Athletic Union adopted an

amendment to Its constitution a few weeks ago.
\u25a0Men provides that a college athlete must
choose between h!s home or his college at the
tim* of registration. •• was a long step In the
right direction, but hardly stringent enough to
accomplish the purpose that those most Inter-
ested had hoped. The rule was framed with the
l<Va of preventing the drafting of college ath-
letes by the big athletic clubs, and co doing
away with a certain form of commercialism, if
not semi-prof esslonalism. Itwas also done to
encourage th© smaller clubs that could not hope
to cope with stronger rivals, which, by offering
Inducements to the college athletes, did not
hay« to depend on their own sources. The
Amateur Athletic Union did not go far enough,
however, sad •. loophole was left through which
ceveral collegians have already crawled and
through which many others will follow. The
first test of the new rule came a week ago Sat-
urday, when Jones. Hoot and Haskins, three
Pennsylvania runnrrs, who ran first, third and
fourth in the Intercollegiate cross-country cham-
pionship, appeared on the team of the New York
Athletic Club for the metropolitan cross-country
championship. Jones did not start, but the
other two finished well up. A protest was filed
against their starting, for the purpose, of getting
a ruling, and this ruling provided tho loophole.
An athltte must choose between his college or
his club for open meets, but as the Amateur
Athletic Union exercises no control over the col-
leges, the athU-t" can compete for his college in
til the Intercollegiate spurts during the spring,
and Just us soon as college closes can Join some
athletic club and register with the Amateur
Athletic Union during tho summer and part of
the fall months, thereby being eligible for an
th* Amateur Athletic Union district champion-
ships and national meets. Then, should he da-
tide t<* represent a dub In Amateur Athletic
Union meets right through his coma there la
nothing to prevent him from representing hla
college where Intercollegiate rules prevail, and
this can *•' \u25a0 on all the year round. What is
needed is a measure which would debar all col-
\*-g<- men from representing an athletic club
vhlle. at college, and forcing them to represent
their ooHefre In all open meets. This would put
an end to the) drafting of athletes and make for
purer sport.

ELIGIBILITYOF MINOR COLLEGE TEAMS.
The need for"uniformity In rules governing:

the eligibility of freshmen in the minor Inter-
collegiate sports was again forcibly brought out
at a meeting of tho Intercollegiate Swimming

Association last week. After much discussion
it was finally agreed that against Princeton,

Harvard and Pennsylvania, which debar fresh-
men In all sports, no first year man could be
played, but otherwise they could be used. In
other words, Yale and Columbia can us« fresh-
men against each other, but not against the
colleges first mentioned. This is likely to lead
to complications, and emphasizes the need for
a rule which would apply to all sports. It is
decidedly Inconsistent that tho Intercourse
Basketball Association should allow freshmen
to play, that the Intercollegiate Hockey As-
Bociation should bar freshmen, and that tho
Intercollegiate Swimming Association should
go half way and bar freshmen in some meets
and allow them to compete in others. As said
before in this column, the question of commer-
cialism, which led to the lneligibilityof first
year men on the major teams and which made
for good, hus little or no bearing in the minor
sports. Inducements would hardly be held out
to schoolboys to go to this college or that for
the purpose of playing hockey or basketball or
lawn tennis or golf. There Is, however, th©
need for uniformity to avoid unnecessary con-
troversy, and itis unfortunate that all the more
Important universities and colleges have not
taken the 6amo stand in making the rule in
question applicable to all sports.

AI'TOMOBILING.

By the many expedients to which several of
the entrants for the last Vanderbllt Cup race
had to resort in order to pass at tho weighing

in it was plainly Indicated that the weight
limit Is too low for the high powered racing cars
now being built. Some cars had to bo trimmed
to the danger point in order to pass. It would
be well if the American Automobile Association
would take tho Initiative in trying to arrango
for (some standard, either of weight or fuel con-
sumption, with the foreign clubs. France has
cast aside the weight limit for the Grand Prix
next year and fixed the. eligibilityon fuel con-
sumption. This w;us done to offset the tendency
toward Increased horsepower. The allowance of
one gallon for about nine miles is said to bo too
generous by some experts, but this could be
quickly remedied after some exhaustive experi-
ments. France originally set the weight limit
at 1.VJ04 pounds, and this was accepted In this
country. Now that the need for a change ap-
pears, for one reason or another, a uniform plan
fchould bo adopted. The question i» quite likely
to be discussed at the International conference
InParis which began last week.

HOCKEY.
Judging by the crowds which saw tho prelim-
