State Troops Go to Quell Disorders
at Wahalak.

Meridian. Miss., Dec. 24.—According to reports

received here to-night the Negroes for m les
around have congregated In Wahalak. forty

mlles north of here, threatening vengeance to

the whites, because of the killingof one Negro

and the wounding of another by a conductor of
a passenger train of the Mobile & Ohio Rail-

road yesterday morning. The conductor was

attempting to quell a disturbance aboard his

train. Only about' twenty-five white persons
live in Wahalak. and In response to a plea for
protection Battery Iand Company D of the
state militia stationed in this city have been

sent there by special train. The battery car-

ried a Gatling gun. and all of the men are heav-

ilyarmed.
A message from Scooba, the first station south

of the scene of the trouble, at R:*> o'clock
stated that a clash had occurred between the

races, with the result that two white men were

killed. This report is not verified, although rail-
road officials admit receiving a message detail-
ing some additional trouble.

The trouble of yesterday morning originated

while the train was between Wahalak and

Scooba in a fight between two Negroes. Cooper.

the conductor in chargo of the train, attempted

to separate the combatants, when he was at-

tacked by a Negro known aa Spencer. After
receiving several dangerous knife wounds.
Cooper fired on his assailant, seriously wound-
ing him and killingan unknown Negro. When
Wahalak was reached Spencer, though badly
wounded, left the train, and when Constable
O'Brien of that place attempted to capture him
the Negro shot and killed the officer. Spencer

then escaped to the woods, with a posse in
pursuit. At last reports the Negro had suc-
ceeded in evading his pursuers.

court will petition the Emperor to commute
their sentences to ten years' Imprisonment in a
fortress. Four other officers are sentenced to
short terms of imprisonment in a fortress, while
the others are acquitted of the charges brought
against them.

Smith is alleged to have grabbed it and also a

$10 bill and started toward the entrance. The

cashier shouted after him. and when he did not

stop cried out "Stop thief:" Immediately those
in the cafe started after the man. and the

cashier reached him first. The t%vo grappled.
and in a few seconds they were struggling on
the floor.

According to the police, when the prisoner was
searched at the police station a cut glass vase
was found in his sleeve. The police say that
they were unable to find the $20 bill and the
$l«V bill, but that they found a large roll of
bogus money.
