It Tells the Tale of a Shipwrecked
Crew, and Here ItIs.

Eight shipwrecked seamen of the schooner
P. T. Barnurn, who had drifted for eighteen
hours in a small boat off Cape Hatteras. came
up to the city yesterday from Communlpaw,
W. J.. where they were landed by the Standard
Oil tugboat Astral. The men separated when
they arrived In Manhattan, and Frederick Pe-
terson was the only one who cared to tell of
his experience off Hatteras.

"I've get a genuine story of what we went
through," said Peterson, "and if you've got a
genuine dollar bill to exchange for the genuine
yarn you may have It."

Ho said the P. T. Bamum. which was a
three-masted schooner of 631 tons, left Jack-
sonville- on December 15 with lumber for Xew
York. On December 17 a few miles to the
northeastward of Hatteras she ran into a heavy
northeasterly gale and shipped a lot of water.

"There was at least five feet of water in the
hold by the 18th at 4 p. m.," said Peterson, "and
we actually rode on our cargo. The steam pump
failed to work, and the hand pumps, which got
balky, at last actually broke down, and there
was no way to fight against the flood that
poured through the seams and down th* j
hatches.

"Captain Hankins said he would stick by the
schooner, and wanted us to stand by, too. but
my life la as good as anybody's, and Itold him
I'd take to the small boat first. The mat© was
sick, but we got him out and carried him aft.
There was a high sea running, but we got him
In the small boat, and then the rest of us
Joined him. The captain he says don't cut the
painter, but we gave him Just five minutes to
come with us or go down with the schooner.
Suddenly she pitched her bow way under and
her stern went high up. Iguess this took the
snap out of the skipper's nerve, for he crawled
Into our boat and we cut loose. There was no
such thing as saving that schooner. When thepumps went bad we threw over our deckload.but that only made matters worse. For eigh- i
teen hours we rowed through a regular moun-
tain range of seas. Four men rowed while fourimen baled, and it was a toss up as to which!
men worked the harder.

"The captain said he was sure that If we could |
get ten miles to the eastward we would then be
Inone of the coastwise lanes and run a chance !
of being picked up. About eighteen hours after j
we left the schooner we signalled the schooner i
Henry "Weller, bound for Fernandina, and sh»
took us aboard. On the morning of December
20 the Standard Oil tugboat Astral took us off
and landed us InCommunlpaw."

Inspector Says Result May Not Be

At a conference between counsel representing
the various "administration" and "opposition" in-
terests in the Mutual Life the international com-
mit te* decided not to challenge the opening of
envelopes to aid in the tabulation of the envelope
names and addresses. The tabulation card for
this company involves, apparently, tlie entry of
more than forty distinct it-*?ms.
It is expected that the tabulation will begin this

morning, although the special employes made a
tentative opening yesterday afternoon.

Officers anil actuaries representing more than ascore of life insurance companies doing business
in this state, including the "Big Three." held a
conference with Otto Kelsey, State Superintendent
of Insurance, at No. 11 Broadway, regarding the
new standard forms of insurance, as told already
in The Tribune. Superintenilent Ke!sey announced
no decision, and the conference probably, will con-
tinue to-day.

IXSUItAXCE COUNT LONG.

Mutual Refuses to Consider the Pea-
body Coercion Allegations.

The Mutual Life Pollcyholders' Association, a
Tribune reporter learned last night, has no In-

tention of pressing: charges of coercion against

President Peabody. as suggested by District
Attorney Jerome. Mr. Jerome in his letter to
ex-Justice Herrick. of the association's coun-
sel, stated that IfIt should be the wish of Mr.
Herrick or his clients to press the charge Mr.

Jerome would "at this time co-operate*' with
them, adding that he understood the witnesses
were not within Mr. Jerome's Jurisdiction, but
would come at Mr. Herrlck's request.

Speculation was rife In Insurance circles yes-
terday as to the meaning of Mr. Jerome's let-
ter, In view of the fact that Thomas R. and
Herbert N. Fell, two of the witnesses, were
both residents of this city; that Edward Sut-
ton, of Springfield. Mass., another witness, had
made affidavits of coercion before Nathan A.
Smyth. Mr. Jerome's assistant, and even made a
special visit to Us!? city at Mr. Jerome's re-
quest, to appear as complainant against Mr.
Peabody.

The association understands that theso men,
as well as F. O. Paige, of Detroit, and Colonel
Bisons Hindman, are all willingto testify as to
the alleged coercion if Mr. Jerome should wish
them to do so.

The association takes the view that, as one
of its members declared yesterday, "it was not
organized for the suppression of crime," and
that the ballots now having been cast. It has
little or no interest in and no funds available
for the punishment of coercion.

Representatives' of the "selected fusion ticket,"
It is understood, take similar views. Just what
are Mr. Jerome's intentions could not be learned,
although it was pointed out that his refusal to
investigate until after the actual election day
holds good no longer.

St. Louis May Be Chosen as Start of
International Contest.

Only one month now remains for entries to be j
made for the next international balloon race for
the Bennett Cup, the trophy won from Europe last
year by Lieutenant Lahm. of the Aero Club of
America. The club is now considering the choice
for the starting place for the race— the Coupe Inter-
nationale d>s Aeronautes. Two prime factors have
to be considered In the club's

—
quality and

quantity of pas and distance of the starting point
from the water.

Denver has been suggested, but the club will
probably choose St. Louis. The latter city is the
best situated in resard to distance from tidewater
of any city yet considered, and ifgas of a proper j
specific gravity can be had there and In sufficient j
quantity, it may be the starting place, not only i
for the race for the Bennett trophy, but also for j
the i.ew 'Lahm cup.

For long distance balloon rar- •;. St. Louis Is
peculiarly well situated. Th* nearest tidewater is
the Gulf of Mexico, about 70) miles or 1,120 kilo-
metres, to the south. The Atlantic Ocean, toward
which the balloons probably will sail, is about 900miles, or 1.440 kilometres, to the east, and the Pa-
cific is some 2.500 miles, or ;:.CS<> kilometres, to the
west. To the south nnd north the balloons would
have the broad sweep of the Mississippi Valley,
while there would be little trouble under ordinary
conditions in passing over any part of the Appa-
lachian Range on an easterly drift.

The contest probably willbe held in October, after
the September gales have blown themselves out
and there is the greatest likelihood of strong,
steady winds from the west.

Foreign clubs in the Federation Aeronautlque
Internationale will have little trouble in getting
their balloons through the Custom House. Under I
the present tariff laws balloons have an ad valorem i
tax of 45 per cent imposed, but arrangements are :
being made to bring the balloons into the country
In bond and to facilitate their passage through ,
the Custom House. By February 1 the list of ]
entries will be complete, and the officials of the j
Aero Club believe that the number of starters \
will exceed that in the race at Paris last summer.

Besides the James Gordon Bennett Cup there is \u25a0

also the Lahm Aeronautic Cup to be contested for.
This is a challenge cup open to aerostats, aero- \
nauts and aeronefs for the longest continuous
trip made in the United States. The first winner I
must exceed ?43 kilometres (402.64 miles) to gain
possession of the cup. The distance willbe meas-
ured in a straight line from point of ascent to point
of descent, the latter to be properly certified to
by witnesses.

The Aero Club of America— the winner of the
biggest balloon event of the

—
started only a

year ago without a balloon. Now Itowns two club
balloons, the Orient and Le Centaure. the latter be-
ing the one in which the Comte de la Vaulx estab-
lished the present long distance record. Among
the private balloons are. Dr. Thomas's Nirvana,
Alfred N. Chandler's Initial. Lieutenant Lahn's
United States, three balloons belonging to A. Leo
Stevens, You and I. Sky Lark and Grand Air.and
also his Klondike, which has the huge capacity of
$0,000 cubic feet.

In addition to the gas bags are the aeroplanes
and dirigible balloons owned by A. Leo Stevens,
Edward C. Bnyce, Captain Thomas 8. Baldwin, Roy
Knabeshue, Miss E. L. Todd. Israel Ludlow and"
Dr. Thomas. Most of these were shown at the
club's exhibit In conjunction with the recent auto-

mobile snow.
Only two accidents of serious moment marred

the record of the first year of enthusiastic aero-
nautics in this country, and neither of them was a
club event. Paul Nocquet made a successful trip
out' to sea in Lapazzl'a parachute balloon and came
back to die later from exhaustion in the South
Bay marches, after a successful landing. Late In
the spring Israel Ludlow dropped to the Ormond
beach with his aeroplane and still goes out In a
wheeled chair as the result.

On New Year's Day the Aero Club will move to
new quarters in the Flatiron Building. Arrange-
ments are being made, however, to procure perma-
nent quarters elsewhere.

In the la it few months several new prizes for
various kinds of aeronautical contests have been
offered. Among them are "The London Daily
Mail's" prize of $50,000 to the first aeronaut to fly
from London to Manchester in twenty-four hours.
The others are:

The Car, $2,625 for longest distance flown in
the United Kingdom without touching the ground
by any self-propelled machine heavier than air dur-
ing any year, beginning January 1, 1907. Lowest
limit twenty-five miles. Also, $25 a mile for every
mile successfully accomplished tip to twenty-five
miles. Prize divided between steersman and de-
signer, apart from the engine.

The Brooklands Automobile Racing Club. $12,500
to the owner of any aeroplane which completes th«
circuit of the Brooklands motor course (three
miles) without touching the ground, at an altitude
of thirty to fifty feet Open until December 31. 1907.
Three weeks' notice must be given by competitor.
Machine must cover the course in not less thaneighteen minutes or at a minimum speed of ten
miles per hour.
