May Trade in All Securities Not
Dealt in on Stock Exchange.

Trading In securities other than those dealt
Inon the Etock Exchange will probably soon be
bepun on the Produce Exchange, the hoard of
managers of which institution yesterday ap-
proved the followingreport on tin proposed inno-
vation, submitted by the committee appointed

some time ago to consider the subject:

Your committee appointed to consider the ad-
visability of trading In mining. Industrial and
other securities not listed or traded in on the
Nra Tork.Stock Exchange, after careful and
thorough Investigation, recommend -that for the
purpom of broadening the scope and increasing
th« business D the exchange the request for the
introduction of such trading be granted, and
that a committee be appointed to formulate rules. for the government of and trading in such se-
ruritirp for adoption at a meeting of those inter-
ested or to become interested Insuch trading at
as early a. date as practicable.

Applications for membership are now pending
from men actively Identified with these inter-
est?, and the granting of the desired facilities
will In our judgment bring to the exchange many
representative traders of good financial stand-
ing, prepared to niter into the. building up of
the proposed business.
It Is understood that the epei-ial committed

suggested in the report, and appointed yester-
day, will file its report at or before the next
meeting of the board of managers, on Febru-
ary 7.

The arrangement several months ago for leas-
Ing to the Consolidated Stock and Petroleum
Exchange part of the Produce Exchange trad-
ing floor was abandoned' because of the hos-
tility of the Stock Exchange toward it, but it
is understood that the attitude of the Stock
Exchange toward the new project of the Prod-
uce Exchange is not unfriendly, as no securi-
ties traded in on the Stock Exchange are to be

( listed on the Produce Exchange. Many Stock
Exchange houses hold Produce Exchange mem-
bership, and these firms without exception favor
the new plan. It is proposed to establish a list
of approved securities, selected from among the
curb issues and securities not dealt In here.
Applications from corporations desiring to have
their securities listed on the Produce Exchange
are already being received, and all such se-
curities will have to pass the test of scrutiny
by a listing committee of fifteen before being
admitted to trading. Especial care will be ex-
ercised in the case of mining stocks, as a corps
of twenty or1 twenty-Ove experts is to be re-
tained to investigate and report upon the merits
of the mining properties seeking place on the
trading list.

Securities of street railway companies and
of gas and electric companies operating in
various parts of the country, and also of "junior
industrials." reputable manufacturing concerns
of capitalization not largo enough to make It
desirable for them to seek a market for their
securities on the New York Stock Exchange.
will figure largely among the issues to be lifted
In the Produce Exchange's new department,
and an important place will be. given to th»
Pharos of the (few England cotton mills. Be-
hind all willbe the guaranty of the reputation
of the Produce Exchange, affording an element
of security beyond that possible in the curb
market. It is not Intended to include in the
list of Produce Exchange Issues the larger and
best known curb securities, among them Stand-
ard Oil. Internationa] Mercantile Marine andMacka • companies.
