Tonopah. N>v. Jan. I.— Gan» fought true
to his form and retained his title as lightweight
champion by knocking out Herman in the
eighth round of their fight here tn-fluy. It was
apparent from the start that Herman had little
chance of winning. Gans blocked his blows with
ease, and at no time was the final issue In
doubt.

In the first round Oana started to feel things
out. Herman was willing to fight, but the
champion stalled him off. In the second round
(Jans began to open up. Herman's attempts to
land usually ended in failure. Qans blocked
Herman's leads with glove and elbow, and when
the opportunity presented Itself .planted right
and loft blows to his opponent's face.

The third and fourth rounds were repetitions
of the second. Herman was the favorite with
the crowd. When he landed the crowd cheered
wildly. Gana drew applause only when he
fought his cleverest. In the fifth round Gans.
having measured his man. slowed down. This
was the only round In which Herman made any
showing. He swung hard rights and lefts at the
champion, who appeared careless, and a number
of the blows landed. The crowd cheered wildly
for the Chicago man.

The sixth and seventh rounds were In favor of
Gans. In the eighth dans started out by feint-
ing and drawing Herman's fire. They danced
around the ring until Gans worked his opponent
Into a oorner. Herman swung wildlywith his left
and gave an opening, which Gans was quick to
see. Like a flash he whipped his left over and
then swung his right flush on the point of the
Jaw. Herman dropped like a log with his face
buried in his hands. He lay motionless at the
•dee of the ring.

Kate Lewis ran around the. ring to where Her-
man lay and begged him to rise, but found him
senseless. At the count of ten Lewis and Adam
Ryan carried their protege to his oorner, where
three minutes elapsed before he was revived.

In the second round the men were righting
fiercely when the gong sounded. Herman stepped
back from a clinch. Gans, not hearing the bell,
landed a hard right on the neck. The crowd
hissed and hooted. Gans then faced the crowd
and made a public apology. Not content with
this, he went to Herman's corner and explained
that he had not heard the gong. Hisses changed
to cheers as Gans returned to his seat.

After the fight Herman said: "There la no get-
ting away from it; the boat man won. Imade
the best fight that was In me against a superior
man. Icannot deny that he Is the best man and
Ido not begrudge him his victory."

(Wins bore his honors easily. He said: "Itwas
Just asIexpected. Ihad Herman outclassed. Hewas game, but he never had a chance to win.'

The day was ushered In with sero weather

GANS DEFEATS HERMAN.

New Articles ofDeed of GiftofRice
Trophy Drawn Up.

At a meeting of representatives of Columbia,
Yale, Princeton and the Triangular College

Chess League, held at the home of Professor
Isaac 1* Rice, president of the league, yester-
day, the delegates drew up th* artloles of a
deed of gift which shall hereafter govern the
Rice International chess trophy, valued at
$1,300, which willagain be played for on March
28, when Oxford and Cambridge will be called
upon to defend Itagainst a team to be selected
from the ranks of Columbia. Harvard, Yale and
Princeton.

At the meeting were C. P. Kimball and J. I*
Lockwood. Jr.. Yale; L. J. "Wolff, Columbia; W.
M. Ward. Princeton, and Professor Isaac I*Rice
and H. Cassel, respectively president and man-
ager of the Triangular College Chess League.

Harvard was not represented.

The last cable match for the Rice trophy,
which resulted In a tie last spring, was con-
ducted by Cornell. Brown and Pennsylvania,
owing to the failure of the "BigFour" to chal-
lenge, this being due to the fact that the usa
of the cables had been withdrawn. By playing
the games on one day, however, the Triangular
League got around the difficulty and success-
fully arranged the event. Owing to the com-
plications which naturally arose, the existing
deed of gift did not prove entirely satisfactory,
and th» chief result of the action of the meet-
ing was to broaden the terms under which play
willhereafter take place.
In the first place, the title to the trophy will

rest in a board of trustees, to consist of eight
members, four to be selected from the alumni
of the American colleges and four from the
alumni of Oxford and Cambridge in the pro-
portion of two each, these to be annually elected.
These trustees willreceive the trophy whenever
won by the representatives of their country and
dispose of it in accordance with the regula-
tions. The American members will be limited
to the alumni of Columbia. Harvard. Yale and
Princeton. The board will further have entire
control of the management of the matches and
have po%ver to select the players. Any player
attending any Recognised university in the
United States, Kngland, Scotland, "Wales or
|Ireland, irrespective of nativity, will be eligible
1 for the match. The only restriction made Is that

students are not eligible beyond seven years
aft«>r matriculation.
In the past players ha\*e r>een furnished by

the challenging colleges only. Challenges must
be Issued before January 15 of each year. In
case of a tie match, each country will be en-
titled to the trophy for fix months.. Where a
challenge Is Issued but not accepted, or Ifa chal-
lenge is accepted and no match played, the sidechallenging will be considered the winner and
the custodian of the trophy. Ifno challenge Is
issued In three successive yearn, the trophy will
revert to the donor or his heirs.

Any college club desiring the custody of the
trophy must fll<» a satisfactory bond with the
trustees. Incase a controversy arises, each side
will appoint a member of acommittee of ar-
bitration, and these two paled the third, and the
decision of this committee sball be final.
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
