Lord Delevs! Beresford's racent death in the Soo
Railroad wrack a fortnight ago seams to have been
peraided In the customary manner by the appear-
ance of the ghost of the wife of S!r Tristram
Eeresford st Curraghmore, the ancestral home of
the Beresfords and-ene of the grandest country
places In the south of Treland. Thig ghostly Lady
peresiord, arrayed in the garb of the beginning of
ths cighiteenth century, with fair hair and & broad
Black ribbon tte§ round the wrist of her left arm,
e!weys EDOWS hersel! when any death or misfortune
is avout 1o ovartake the house of Beresford. it is,
perhaps, bY reason of this thet the Beresfords are
all so intensely superstitious. TIndeed, the present
1ead of the house, Lord Waterford, gave a rather
amusing iNustration of this pecullarity on the oc-
casion of the birth of his eldest son and heir, little
Jord Tyrone. He owas a fine house in Cavendish
gquare, London, which, unfortunately, bears the
pumber 13, and fo zlarmed was he lest this un-
lucky mumber should cast a blighting influence
over the so-calied “happy event” that he actually
leased Tor a couple of months another furnished
house in the same square, and it was there that
the birth of the ch!ld took place. Young Lord Wa-
terford, who 1s married to a daughter of Lord
Janedowne, has now two boys. After them. In the
line of succession to the marquisate and estates,
ccmes Admiral Lord Charles Beresford, who has no
sone, and after him the ten-year-old son of the
Iate William Beresford end of his American wife,
s daughter of Commodore Cicero Price, of the
TUnited States navy, who was married in turn to
louls Hamersley, of New York, and the late Duke
of Mariborough, before becoming the wife of “Bill”
Beresford.

With regard to the Lady Beresford who always
lieralds & death in the Beresford family, thera is
& Strange story concerning the black ribbon
which her ghost is said always to wear on the
wrist, end which figires also on her portrait. It
seems that she had & romantic affection for the
Lord Tyrone of her day, and, filled with doubts
and fears as to the values of their religious opin-
fons, they made a solemn promise to each other
that whoever of the two died first should, if per-
mitted by the Almighty, appear to the survivor,
for the purpose of proving the existence of the
Divinity. Fifteen years later she came down one
morning to breakfast, looking very much agitated,
with a black ribbon tied round her wrist. Her
husband asked her If she had hurt herself, where-
vpon she earnestly entreated him not to inguire
&5 to the cause of her wearing the ribbon, EAYVINg,
“You will never see me again without it.” She then
eagerly and anxiously asked whether any letters
had arrived, and, on being questioned by her hus-
band, remarked that she expected to hear of Lord
Tyrone's death, which, she declared, had taken
piece on the previous Tuesday. Her husband
laughed. But in the afternoon a letter was brought
in, stating that Lord Trrone had died on Tuesday
morning at Dublin. To the amazement of Sir
Tristram Beresford, bis wife, instead of manifest-
ing grief, showed feelings of rellef, and exclaimed:
“1 can now give you a most satisfactory plece of
intelligence. 1 am golng to beccme & mother. It
will be & boy and an heir to your estates’” The
son was born within the year, who in course of
time inherited not only the Beresford title and es-
tates, but, marrying Lord Tyrone's only child and
heiress of all the Le Poer property, was ocreated
Earl of Tyrone himself, his father-in-law's title
belng revived in his favor.

THAT BLACK RIBBON ON HER WRIST.

Many years afterward, when on her deathbed,
lady Beresford revealed to her eidest son and to
Archbishop Willlam King, of Dublin, her spiritual
edriser and most Intimate friend, the reason for
wearing the black ribbon on her wrist. BShe de-
rlared that on the night preceding the arrival of
lhe announcement of the death of the last of the
Le Posr Earls of Tyrons he had appeared to her
sitting by the side of her bed. On her screaming
with fright he exclaimed: ‘“Have you forgotten our
promise to eech other? I died on Tuesday morning
&t 4. I have been permitted to thus appear, to as-
sure you that the revealed religion is the true gnd
only one by which we can be saved. I am suffered
to inform you that you will seven months hence
beocome the mother of & son, who will marry my
infant helress, and that you will die in your sixty-
eighth year.” Lady Beresford continued: T beggsd
him for some convineing sign or proof, so that
when the morning came I migh: be able to rely
that his appearsnce had been real, and not merely
the phantom of my Imagination. He thereupon laid
his hand, which was as cold ss marble, on my
wrist, and where the fingers touched it ths siraws
shrank up end the nerves withered. ‘Now,’ said he,
‘let no mortal eye while you Iive ever see that
wrist.’" After Lady Beresford's death, which
occurred precisely as had been predicted, in her
sixty-eighth year, her eldest son and the Arch-
bishop of Dublin untied the black ribbon, and found
the wrist precisely as she had described it, with
the merves withered and tha girews shrunk, the
discovery being placed on written record by both
men, namely, Archbishop Willem King of Dublin

and the first of the Beresford Karls ol Tyrone. !

Lady Beresford lies buried In the Cathedral of St

Patrick. at Dublin, but her spock has its abode at g
Curraghmore. This is the true story and origin of |

the famous banshes of the Beresfords at Curragh-
re, the existence of which is known and belleved
in from one end of Ireland to the other.

As for Lord Delavasl Beresford, he was the
youngest of the brothers of the late marquls, and
had practically spent his entire life since attaining
manhood In ranching in Texas, Mexico and Can-
ade. He visited England occaslonally, and for-
merly held a commission in the army, but had
little fondness for the constraints of life in Eng-
land, preferring the free and untrammelied ex-
istence of the Mexican horder. His brother, Ad-
miral Lord Charles Beresford, is sailing from Eng-
land next week, on leave of absence, In order to
attend to the Mquidation of the dead man’'s ex-
tenelve interests on this slde of the Atlantic, and
incidentally to deal with the claims which have
been put forward by Lord Delaval's octoroon house-
keeper to his estate.

THE PRINCELY HOUSE OF GALITZYN.

From Russia comes the news of the destruction
of the ancestral home of the princely house of
Galitzyn, in the province of Charkoff, by insurgent
Peasantry, who mot only plundered the chateau
but consigned the latter to the flames, as well as
&l] the extensive bufldings In connection therewith,
which included one of the most famous studs in
Russia, sawmills, and all the agricultural ma-
chinery needed for the production of breadstuffs
on & large gcale. In this, as in other of thelr
&nalogous outrages, the peasantry have displayed
both lack of sense and of gratitude, for the vast
Quantities of corn which they destroyed on the
Gealitzyn property would have proved of Ines-
timabie value to the starving and famine stricken
moujlks In the adjacent provinces; while the name
of Galitzyn, like the equally historie one of Trou-
betzkol, has alweys etoos for popular rights and
liberties.

The Galitzyns are descended from Guediminus,
Grand Duke of Lithuania, 1n the fourteenth century,
and founder of the Jagellon dynasty. The name
Galitzyn ig derived from golitsa, a gauntlet.
Prince Basll Galitzyn was one of the four candi-
Gates for the throne of Russia in 1610, but gave
Way, like the Troubetzkol of his day, in favor of
Michael Romanoff. Whole columns awould be
needed to enumerate the names of all the states-
msan, great generals and able administrators which
the house of Galitzyn has given to Russia. Tt is
to Ceneral Michael Galitzyn that belongs the credit
of the conquest of Finland. Another, Prince
Demetrins Galitzyn/was the conqueror of Liviand.

England throughout Nicholas's courtship of Prin-
cess Alex of Hesse, and theres are faw men who
enjoyed a greater reputation for brilllancy and wit
in London and in Paris, as in St. Petersburg, than
Jean Galitzyn. His sister, Countess Oblokof?, was
shot dead some years ago by her hueband, the
xenergl of that name, whila she was walking along
the Nevsky Prospect, in St. Petersburg, with a
former alde-de-camp of the general, et a moment
when the promenade was thronged with all the
rank and fashion of the capital. The general, be-
sides killing his wifa, mortally wounded the young
officer.

Some of the princes of
Galitzyn are In jail and othery are in pauper instl-
tutions. There is a Prince Galitzyn who s a hack
driver at Mosoow, nnnth_or who {s a longshorsman
at Odessa, a third who is a bareback rider In a
fourth rate circus, while the Princess Sophla Ga-
litzyn s said to have dled of starvation In Paris
as widow of tha French Duc de Chaulnes, although
there ara some who clalm that she is still living
and happtly married in America.

The law under which Lord Delamere has %Heen
arrested and charged with crime has been de-
nounced by jurists of every degree as enabling the
most random and vexatious charges to be made,
charges that are so seldom proved that according
to Indlan administrators the plaintiffs usually bolt
1f not bound over in heavy recognizances. In fact,
Loord Delamere could not have been charged with
crime under English law, and nowhere under the
Britigh flag, save in Indla, could a man, such as
this peer, guilty at tlie most of a civil blunder—or
what is legally described as a tort—find himself,
thanks to the intricacies of the code, entangled in
the meshes of criminal law.

Lord Delamere is a great landowner, both In
Ergland and in Africa. In the United Kingfom
his estates extend over 10,000 acres of the finest
lané in Cheshire, while In British East Africa he
has purchased a tract of some 200000 acres of
splendid land, near Narobl, where he is growing
cotton and sugar with great success. He has a
beautiful house there, and spends a portion of each
year there, with his etty wife, who was Lady
Florence Cole, daughter of the Earl and Countess
of Enniskillen, who, by the bye, have been spend-
ing Christmas with Lord and Lady Deiamere at
Narobi. Lord Delamere has done more than any
one else to attract attention to British Bast Africa,
and to Interest his countrymen In this particular
portion of the British Empire. Besides this, he has
& splendid record as an explorer, and as a big
game hunter. Indeed, he has a larger number of
dead lions to his credit than any other sportaman
now living. After passing unharmed through alil
gorts of perils In Africa he met with a very bad
accident while following the hounds in Cheshire,
fnjuring his spine, and it was whllthlnz nursed

back to health that he fell in love with the most |

fascinating of those friends who were caring for
him, namely, Lady Florence Cole. On his recovery
they were married and the union has turned out
very well, as Lady Delamere is quite as passion-
ately fond of sport, travel and adventure as her
hushand, who is about thirty-five years old.

TO SETTLE GREAT LAKES TROUBLE

Waterways Commission Urges Free Naviga-
tion Treaty with Canada.

Ottawa, Jan. 6.—The International Waterways
Commission has made two unanimous reports on
its recent meeting in Toronto. The first recom-
mends that in return for 10,000 cubic feet of
water which is taken from Lake Michigan
every second for the Chicagn Drainage Canal
the United States should negotiate with Canada
a treaty providing for free navigation between
both countries on the Great Lakes. Canada now
enjoys the navigation as a privilege and not as a
right.

The commission's other recommen@\atlon is

that a substitute commission be appointed to de-
termine and mark the boundary line on Lake
Erle and eliminate the disputes which arise
from the poaching charges.

Georges Claude His plant produces 100 cubic
metres of oxygen, with a purity of 9 to 98 per cent,
in twenty-four hours. and tha cost in ance Is
only one-twentleth of that of oxygen from the
alectrolytic decomposition of water.

AUTO CAR HITS BRIDGE.

Two Hurt Near Camden Where
Two Were Killed Last Y ear.

[By Telsgraph to The Tribune.)

Atlantic City, Jan. 8.—Edward Rankin Aber-
nethy, of New York, and his chauffeur, Plerre
Le Bonne, narrowly escaped death at the bridge
across the Pennsylvania Rallroad tracks at
Atco to-day, whers Neal Wolff and Miss Marle
Hamlll, of Philadeiphia, were kllled last summer.
One of Abernethy's ears was nearly torn off
and he received severe scalp wounds. The end
of his nose was almost scraped off. The chauf-
feur's nose was broken, and he received two or
three scalp wounds. Miss Edith Watson and
Horace Binney, of New York, whe accompanied
Mr. Abernethy, escaped uninjured. The machine
was 50 badly wrecked that it had to be towed to
Camden.

Mr. Abernsthy was at Lakewood, and this
morning started out with his party for a day's
spin. They went over as far as Trenton, down
the Delaware on the New Jersey side to Cam-
den, and then decided to run over to Atlantic
City. They were whizzing along at high speed
and fafled to see the bad curve near the Atco
bridge. Neither did they see a bad slough of
mud. The machine struck it, skidded, and Mr.
Abernethy and the chauffeur were pitched into
the railing of the bridge as the front of the
machine struck it. Both were rendered uncon-
sclous, but Mr. Abernethy was first to recover.
He was trying to revive the chauffeur, when
Dr. Edward L. Engle, of Philadelphia, came up
in his machine. He assisted In the work of re-
viving the wounded man. The injured were
taken to Camden. They said they would hire
another machine and go back to Lakewood.

ORASHES INTO FIRE CHIEF'S AUTO.

Policeman, Chasing Supposed Speeder, Un-
able to Stop His Motorcycle.

Bloycle Policeman James Haggerty, of the High
Bridge station, was knocked unconscious last night
when his motorcycle ran into Chief Croker's auto-
mobile while golng at the rate of forty miles an
hour.
