Provision for Adequate Force to

Man Defences.

The Hull bilL separat-
ing the coast artillery from the field artillery and
adding to it 5,000 men, was reported favorably
by the House Committee on MilitaryAffairs to-
day, without amendment. Secretary Taft ap-
peared before the committee recently and urged
the bill on the ground that it provides a force
which in time of war might rapidly be expanded
so aa to make tbj' coa-st defences adequate.

The coast artillery will have the care of the
submarine mine and torpedo defenoes. It will
constitute a corps and consist of a chief with the
rank of brigadier general, 14 colonels, 14 lieu-
tenant colonels, 42 major*, 210 captains, 210 lieu-
tenants, 210 second lieutenants, 21 sergeant
majors, 26 master electricians, 60 engineers, 74
electrician sergeants. 42 master gunners, 60 fire-
men, 170 companies and 14 hands. The field ar-
tillery will consist of six regiments, the bill in-
creasing Itby 1.000 men.

Secretary Taft told the committee that under
modern conditions the coast and field artillery
ought not to be united, because the former is
really a part of the marine force, while the lat-
ter is a part of the mobile army, and because in
examination of officers each requires a different
sort of preparation. He said the United Mates
had already spent $70,000,000 for coast defences.
and would spend many millions more. Th*
country, he added, would be foolish nnt to havn
a force to man these defences in time of war.
Chairman Hull will endeavor to c< t the bill up
to the Houee in a few days.

Senator Warren, chairman of U.e Military
Affairs Committee of the upper bouse, has al-
ready given Borne indication of his intention tc
press thl6 bill ifit comes over from the House
He recently called attention to the fact that the

MORE COAST ARTILLERY.

Mr.Moot Asks Over $1,000,000 for
Purchase of Quarters.

More than U.000,000 for

the purchase of proper quarters for American
consulates in China. Japan and Corea is askedby Secretary Root In a communication sent to
Congress to-day. The request is in line with
the policy of the Secretary of State to make
American consuls more respected and to estab-
lish them so they will be able to render better
service in extending American trade.

The amounts Mr. Root asks Congress to ap-
propriate are as follows: Amoy, 18,350; Canton.
$116,000; Chefoo, $40,000; Chungking. $11,500;
Foochow, $6,312; Hankow. $60,000; Hong Kong,
$165,000; Nanking, $44,000; New Chwang. $50.-
000; Shanghai. $241,000; Tien-Tsln, $65,000;
KobS, $120,000; Nagasaki, $55,000; Tamsui, $27,-
300; Yokohama, $104,493, and Seoul, $10,000. a
total of $1,112,955.

"The conditions in China, Corea and Japan, in
respect to securing suitable quarters for the
offices and residences of the consular officers,
differ greatly from the conditions prevailing In

«4he.L- rarts of the world," said Mr. Root.
Buildings suitable for our purposes are not only

few in number, but, on account of the needs of
business men, are impossible to obtain except
at a rental far in excess of tha*. which this gov-
ernment is permitted to pay. At some posts
consular officers have been obliged to pay con-
siderable sums from their own pockets for rent,
in order that the government might not bo em-
barrassed in its business, or become (in objoct
of unfavorable comment. The situation has long
been one of great annoyance to the government,
and at times almost intolerable. It has been
aggravated of late years because of the immense
increase in the value of land and buildings,
caused by the enterprise of commercial organi-
zations and th« action of other governments in
securing large tracts of the most valuable de-
sirable sections for their buildings."

many small ones. Thus a squadron of ten small
vessels, each having a broadside fire of two
heavy guns, or twenty guns in all, must inevita-
blybe defeated by a squadron of two large ves-
sels, each having a broadside fire of ten heavy
guns, because the squadron of small vessels
would be about two miles long, and therefore
cann,ot concentrate all of its fire effectively upon
two large vessels, whereas the latter, by the
great concentration of their heavy guns, all •

within the length of half a mile, can readily
destroy the small vessels nearest to them in the
line, and in the. same manner successively de-
stroy the remainder.

That is to say. the largest vessels can always
attain the object sought in all battles, namely,
the concentration of a superior force upon an
inferior one

—
upon a part of tho enemy's line,

while the remaining parts are outside of effec-
tive range; and no tactical skill on the part of
the squadron of small vessels can counteract
this advantage, because the ability to concen-
trato is Inherent In the design of the large ves-
sels. '

The squadron of large vessels must, of course,
be able to choose its own distance and relative,
which it can always do because of the, much
greater speed that can be given to vessels of
large, displacement. Tho same Is true, though to
a less degree, when we compare vessels having
a broadside of four 12-inch guns (the ordinary
battleship) with those having a broadside of
ten 12-lnch guns (the battleships proposed).
From the above it seems evident that from the
point of view of naval efficiency alone, we should
build vessels each mounting as heavy guns as
practicable. That Is to sajr. if it be decided
that our naval force should be increased by a
broadside fire of forty lirjjvyguns, then effi-
ciency demands that we build four high speed
ships, each having a broadside fire of ten 12-lnch
guns, rather than a greater number of smaller
ships having a broadside fire of four 12-lnch
guns each.

For the reasons given above, a squadron of
vessels each having a broadside fire of twelve or
more heavy guns would be more powerful than
a squadron having1 the same number of guns
mounted on vespels having a broadside of ten
guns each, and the eolo reason for not advocat-
ing more than ten guns on a broadside Is that
such vessels are not at present necessary, as
none of the vessels of our possible enemies have
a greater offensive force. The principle, however,
holds good that, given the same number of 12-
lnch guns in each of two squadrons, the squad-
ron having1 the most guns on each of Its vessels
(and consequently tho great flexibility in
manoeuvring and concentration of (Ire) will be
the most powerful, assuming skill Inmarksman-
ship, taotles, etc., to be equal.

THE QUESTION OF ECONOMY.

While the question of economy should not bo
allowed to diminish the naval force, (the number
of effective guns) required for national defence,
it may nevertheless be, stated incidentally that
we can increase our naval force by a broadside
fire of, say, forty 12-lnch guns at considerably-
less cost by building ships having a broadside
fire of ten heavy guns each than by building a
greater number of smaller ship*, each having a
less broadside fire.

For example, four large vessels, mounting
forty heavy guns, would cost about $40,000,000,
whereas ten small ships mounting the same, to-
tal number of heavy guns would cost about
170,000,000), -Moreover. • while the large ship
consumes more coal, a small shlD having a
large number of small guns (0 Inch, etc.) actu-
ally requires more men and officers than a large
one having heavy puns only, and consequently
each small ship coats at least as much to main-
tain and to repair.

For example, tho complement of the Pread-
nought. of 18.000 tons, is (500 officers and men.
while that of the Louisiana, of 16.000 tons, is
about 850.

Therefore, for the sum that it would cost to
maintain ten small ships we could maintain asquadron of four large ones that would be
greatly superior In tactical qualities, total ef-
fective hitting capacity, ability to fight theguns in a heavy sea, speed, protection and the
Inherent ability to concentrate .its gun fire (and
\u25a0which, therefore, could readily defeat the ten
small vessels), and make a yearly savin? of
over $4,000,000. or over 40 per cent, in the orig-
inal cost, and we would require fewer men and
officers to handle the more efficient fleet.

In addition to the above indicated tactical
qualities of large vessels, they also possess the
great advantage of carrying their guns at a con-
siderably greater height above the water, thus
enabling them to fight them effectively whensome of the guns of vessels of lower freeboard
could not en-en, have their ports oDen. For ex-
tunplo. the Michigan and the South Carolina are
defective in this respect, having their forward
turret puns at a height of only twenty-four feet
above the water, while those of the British
Dreadnought are at a height of about thirty-five
feet.

All first class foreign maritime nations, in-
cluding, for example. England. Russia and Ja-
pan, are now laying1 down or preparing to lay
down high speed battloships of from IS.OOO to
20.000 tons displacement, with main batteries
composed exclusively of heavy suns.

Itis therefore manifest that an adherence on
the part of this country to the smaller types of
low freeboard ships with mixed batteries and
few heavy guns would manifestly place us at a
great disadvantage, because we would be pay-
ing more per 12-inch gun of broadside flre than
our rivals, and these- guns would be less ef-
fective in battle.

Quests of the Hotel York and others who had
witnessed the affair remonstrated with O'Nell,
and he started after the crowd with his stick,
("winging it right and left.

A man and woman going north in Seventh
avenue were held up by O'Netl at the corner
of 86th street and Seventh avenue. He seized
the woman by the shoulder and dragged her
around the comer into 3Gth street. His rough
treatment of the woman made her cry with pain.
Her escort fled from the club. After walking
the woman about a dozen steps along the street
he shouted that she was under arrest, and the
next Instant he turned her around toward Sev-
enth avenue and released her. striking her withh,iß club on her shoulder and back. She fled,
screaming with terror, and in her excitement
dropped her purse.

O'Neil then staggered across the street, fall-
ing and slipping on the snow, and once tum-
bled into a snowbank. H. Burns, who said he
was a guest of the. Broadway Central Hotel.
was held up by the enraged policeman. Burns
was accompanied by his wife, and In attempt-
Ing to protect her he got a crack from o'XeU's
club. Mrs. Burns was also hit a glancing blow
before she and her husband could get out of
the reach of the policeman. Burns also lost no
time In calling up headquarters and lodging a
complaint.

John Collins, a young boy, found the purs«
dropped by the woman when O'Neil struck her.
and handed It to O'Nell, explaining how he came
in possession of it. O'Neil struck Collins, leav-
ing a mark on his head, and started with him :o
the station. Thonjas Laden, fourteen years old.
of No. 418 West 4>ith street, a friend of Collins,

remonstrated with O'Neil for his brutality, and
the policeman turned on him. Seeing the plight
of the two boys. Edward O. Child, a guest at
the Hotel Tork, called up Police Headquarters
and asked for protection for them. V~v

When ''''Neil and the two boys reached the
station two newspaper men were there await-
ing his arrival, and they preferred charges of
intoxication against him to Sergeant Colchane.

One of those who had complained against
O'Nell asked the sergeant ifhe thought the po-
liceman was intoxicated. "Idon't know." was*
the reply.

"Will yen call in a police surgeon to examine
him?" he was asked. "Idon't think Itis neces-
sary." he answered.

The sergeant then told O'Neil to walk across
the room. With his fellow officers, including
Roundsman Miller, watching him, O'Neil walked
a fairly straight line to the wall opposite the
sergeant's desk, turned and walked back. The
sergeant wouldn't commit himself further, but
said he thought O'Xeil was able to. do duty.

Uses Club in Seventh Avenue Sent
Back to His Post.

While several angry persons, were calling up
Police Headquarters last night, to complain of
the policeman on the beat in Seventh avenue,
between 36th and 37th streets. Patrolman
Thomas O'Neil. of the West 37th street station,
was creating a reign of terror In that vicinity
by running wild in the crowds and beating
children, women and men. The patrolman was
apparently intoxicated and In a wild rage at
every one who went near him. He staggered to
