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Compliments Exchanged in Contro-
versy Over Local Option Bill.

IByT»>rraph to The Tribune.1
Albany, Jan. 34.—The controversy between Sen-

ator Raines and the Rev. Dr. Howard H. Russell,

of the Anti-Saloon League. over the local option
billbroke out afresh to-day. Senator Raines made
public a letter to Dr. Russell, in which he criti-
cised severely the methods of the league's man-
agement and virtuallycalled the clergyman a liar.

The Irania recently sent broadcast through the
•lute a pamphlet giving the history of the Local
Option bill la other years, and criticised Senator
Raines's attitude toward that measure. In one
plane the pamphlet said that this year the Senator
bad promised "not to obstruct the bill." and In
another '"not to oppose It." Various highly un-
complimentary references to his previous relations
with the league were made, and the fact that the

loasue had opposed I.lm In his district last fall
waa related with great gusto.

Replying to the attacks, Senator Raines criti-
cised the form of the bill In previous years and
the bearing of the men who were behind It. He
Indicated that the bill bad not "been presented

for enactment" In other years, and »aid that In
the pamphlet Dr.Russell had reiterated statements
which at Canatidalgua he had admitted to be un-
true and other things proved untrue by recorda.
He ended his letter Inthese words:
"Ido not believe that It will take long for the

churches to realize that your methods are not
•uch as become a man who assumes the title of
Doctor of Divinity. The sooner the league changes
its head for some one who has at heart the ad-
vancement of the cause of temperance, rather than
the collection of revenues from the churchee. the
greater pro?r»Bs will be made In the Interests of
humanity. The only advancement that you have
brourht about has been an Increase In collections
for the benefit of yourself and the favored few
whom yon permit to share In your bounty."
