In some parts of the world where obstruction

The entrance of this gulf is exceed-
fngly mnerrow, being almost blocked by the
Grand Menan Islands, yet the opening seaward
§= very wide. Into this great bay the tidal wave
polls majestically until it meets with the ob-
structing islands, and then it rages and tears its
‘way between them and the promontory of Nova
Scotla st an enormously accelerated rate. Hav-
ing poured through the narrow channel between
the Grand Manan and Bryer islands it rushes
on until it finds enother Inlet inviting it, the
Basin of Minas

regnum, or, more properly, armistice, of slack
water takes place and the swirl and crash cease.
All is still, save for the crackling of congelation
as the half frozen sea strives to become solid.

Then comes the call of the ebb. There is &
gentle movement seaward, and the partial con-
gelation ceases, the disunited masses begin to
circulete round one another. Gradually the
movement grows more definite, its direction
more settled, until the whole mass of half frozen
water is rushing resistiessly on its way to the
ocean again, leaving behind it the barren, forbid-
ding bed of the great bay to its misery of loneli-
mess and utter desolation.

And now we come to one of the most extraor-
dinary cases the world can afford of the way
in which one tidal wave can neutralize another,
one that causes the observer to sitand and won-
der at the amazing developments of the forces
of mature. In South Western America, wide
open to the southeast, lies the great estuary
of La Plata River. It is a hundred and
fifty miles wide, and, compared with it, the
opening of the Bay of Fundy is but a creek.
They both face the same way—nothing ob-
structs the full ingress of the Atlantic tidal
wave. Yet, whereas, as we have seen in the
Bay of Fundy the tide rise to the amazing
height of sixty feet, in the estuary of La
Plata there is practically no tide at all. The

bering how much it has to do In the short time
allotted to it, when suddenly it meets with the
very narrow strait between Cape Blomidon and
Cape Eharp. Now its fury knows no bounds
'The incsiculable mass of water plles itself up
between those two bluffs in its mad hurry to get
forward until the sight may be seen of dry land
only & few hundred yards ahead of a volume of
water deep cnough to float a line of battieships.
This great wave rushes up the estuary, filling all
the creeks and bays, until it reaches the head of
Cobequid Bay, Horton Biluff and Windsor. It

What that means in the way of alteration of
the physical aspect of the country during the
time of high water almost passes the bounds of
description, as does the volume of water required
to effect that transformation In so short a 1 3e
transcend all ordinary calculation.

Navigation, at the best of times very arduous
and difficult in those waters, then becomes im-
possible. For, being entirely outside the benefi-
cent range of the Gulf Stream, this part of
America is, though four hundred miles south of
the latitude of London, so cold that the sea it-
self freezes. And were it not for the tremendous
changes in tide level nothing can well be more
certain than that it would freeze as solidly as
do the Arctic seas. But the waters do not get
sufiiclent repose for that. Twice daily that
mighty influx of water takes place, hurling before
it the fices and miniature icebergs produced by
the intense cold—hurling them against the land
with thunderous impact, grinding them against
the vrocks and each other until the whoie agitated
Sea is a purée of ice fragments.

menkind. But the terrible manifestation of
the “rollers” has been observed and recorded
in {ts most awful aspect during an earthquake
or a voleanic eruption occurring near the shore,
Then, as If to form the culmination of the ter-
ror on land and in the air, the sea first appears
to racede, to rush seaward until the secrets of
the depths are revealed, and scenes never be-
fore exposed to the light of day become visible.
Great ships are left stranded whers a little
while before they floated in several fathoms
of water. Then suddenly the waters return in
an immense wave, looking as If {t would shut
out the sky. I shall not give any of the est!-
mated heights of these waves, confining myself
to saying that In the nature of things they
must be much higher than those raised by the
wind in the most terrific gale, and their speed
must also be much greater. For the conditions
are quite different. It has been bhefore noted
that the drive or drag of the wind along a
water surface produces, accelerates or retards
currents, but it never excites the surface to
any great rate of speed, while the furlous waves
have a very short range, dolug hardly more,
indeed, than rise and fall.

In the ehoreward rush of the earthquake
wave or volcano wave we have a sudden move-
ment of the whole body of water of incalculable
force and tremendous veloclty, because, in the
first case, there has been an upheaval of the
seabed at its margin, and the waters have had
perforce to roll backward, seaward, and pile
themselves up in a heap as it were. But when
the seabed subsides again, of course, that
mighty mass of water seeks its former level
with all the vehemence that might he expected
of it, rushing over the land to a height far be-
yond high water mark, and completing the de-
struction begun by the earthquake. Practically
thae same effect 18 caused by the voleanic rend-
ing open of the earth’s crust beneath the seu;
Indeed, the effects are even more dire. For
now, in addition to the displacement of a vast
body of water owing to its having rushed down
into the chasm just opened,
fallen into an incandescent abyss of enormous
area, and most of it has been slmultaneously
converted into steam, thus lberating forces
which threaten to rive the globe asunder. It
is, indeed, highly probable that many earth-
quakes are caused in this way, apart altogether
from the dreadful damage done by the mighty
mass of displaced water rushing back upon the
land, and overwhelming it, as does the break-
ing loose of a dammed up reservoir drown the
whole valley beneath.—Frank J. Bullen, in The

Renting a bank account is one of the latest
@evelopments in banking circles to meet a new
demand on the part of this city’s varied popu-
lation. By this is not meant merely the rental
of & little room in & safety deposit vault where
the tenant’s cash, jewels or other valuables can
rest securely. It means that the banks actually
Pent 1o some of their customers the right to de-
posit money with the recelving teller and to
cash checks at the paying teller's wicket. Rental
of & bank account also carries with it the right
on the tenant’s part to & bank book gnd a check

vate safes or stockings, or used a savings bank
for whatever they did not need immediately.
Then came the establishment of branch banks
in uptown business or residential reglons. These
at first were anxious to gain customers, and
small accounts, averaging at low as $100, were
welcomed. The housekeeper was asked to keep
her small monthiy allowance in the bank, and
to pay her bills by check. To the small salaried
man the same privileges were extended, and the
business of the little shops was much sought.
These small customers advertised the branch
bank, and so brought it other and more impor-
tant business. Gradually the branch banks, too,
to galn large depositors, and to grow
conservative about accepting small accounts. It
was found that the lergest income which the
bank could hope to derive from a $100 account
—about $25¢—hardly paid for the cost of the
bank book and check book furnished to the de-
positor, and for rent, light, bookkeeping and
other expenses necessary to keeping such a
balence on the booxs. A number of snccessful

The
renting depositor can pay his bilis by check,
have his small notes or accounts collected, and
get his book balanced whenever he feels like {t.
He can feel, moreover, that he is under no
obligation to the bank, because he is paying the
proper price for what he gets.

On the face of it, however, it seems financlally
strange that any one with over $75 should bs
willing to pay $12 a year to keep it in a bank.
A possible explanation of this was given by R.
A. Purdy, manager of the Times Square branch
of the Mechanics and Traders’ Bank, which has
a few of these renting accounts.

“A check account,” sald Mr. Purdy, “is a great
convenience, even to the man who has a mod-
erate salary. He can pay his rent, the bills of
his grocer, butcher and candlestick maker by
malling them a check, which is in ftself a re-
ceipt. Moreover, he can pay other bills and
order things by mall, instead of being com-
pelled to call in person or go to a postoffice and
get a money order for h fee. Probably many
men also find that if they carry money around
with them it goes heaven knows where. 1t
they have to stop and draw a check they are
likely to think twice before they make a pur-
chase. Probably some men established these
little accounts for their wives, In order to teach
them household accounting. To all of these
men a bank account is worth $12 a year in the
trouble it saves them. Yes, there may be some
men who are vain about having a bank ac-
count, and for the satisfaction of paying by
vheck_are willing to spend a dellar a menth,
But, in general, I think it is the utility of a
bank account which leads people to pay what
