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YALE’'S ATHLETIC NEEDS.

New Boathouse May Be Built from
the “Secret” Fund.

New Haven, Jan. 27 (Speclal).—Yale athletio offi-
clals, encouraged by the gift of a new swimming
tank by Andrew Carnegle, have been aroused and
are renewing the campeign for a new baseball
cage and for a new boathouse. Yale alumn! have
falled to respond to appeals “or contributions, and
the athletic officlals have beea compelled to fall
back on Walter Camp’s “secret athletic” fund of
$100,000, which the faculty turned up in their long
investigation last winter, as the sole hope for the
two new bulldings.

The faculty looked on the §100,000, the result of
rigld economy for thirteen years by the athletlc
managers as accumulated surplus, as a lavish
amount for new athletio bulldings. Some of the
professors even urged Its being applied to eother
uses than athletics, perhaps to a new professor-
ship endowment. The fund proves to be entlirely
too small, however, for the new bullding needs,
and talk that it might partially go toward a new
stadlum has been quicted by the revelation that
the boathouss will cost more than $0,000 and the
cage fully as much, at the lowest estimate.

A year ago plans were made by the crew offl-
clals for a new boathouse, which they thought
would cost about $£500. An examination of the
plans showed that they were not adequate. Under
the present arrangement only about fifty students
can enjoy boating at Yale. John Kennedy, the
coach, sald to-day, In speaking of the condition:

Yala ought to have room to accommodats fully
four hundred candidates for her crews. The large
Harvard boat clubs will accommodate about that
number, while at Yale we have to cut down our
freshman squad the first week, lopping off fifty
men which we might k»oF if we had room to keep

it work. Yale will not enjoy her revival in
r interest till she can accommodate all the
es for her crews. If we could have a new
boathouse of the type the officials now wish it is
certain that we would have 350 oarsmen working
at Yale all the spring.

Yale's rowing plant is less than half as expensive
as that at Harvard, where the Newell and the
Weld boathouses are each as expensive and more
up to date than the Yala boathouse. Plans for
more boathouses, rather than fewer, are being put
into effect at Harvard, while at Yale the schema
for a new boathouse Is practically at a standstill
and the crew which willl represent Yals in 1
will reap no benefit whatever from whatever house
may be bullt.

It {8 practically certain that the money for the
proposed house will come from the Yale athletio
surplus.

In the meant!me plans for a stadlum will have to
be put in the background, for Yale's athletic sur-
plus of thirteen years will be more than swallowed
up by the new boatunouse and baseball cage. The
wooden football randstands are fast outllving
thelir strength, and it was thought a year ago that
they would be partially replaced by thae first instal-
ment of the new f{ron stadium which Yale plana to
haye before many years. TIll the baseball cage
and boathouse are completed, however, the stadlum
is not ltkely to be touched.
