No More Archwological Treasures
To Be Taken from Turkey.

gultan Abdul Hamid, taking a leaf out of the
pock of the King of Jtaly, has issued an edict
gtrictly prohibiting, under all sorts of pains and
penaltics, the removal from Turkish territory of
g1l ohjects In the shape of archmxologieal treasures
and entiquities.  The terms of this law have been
communicated by the Porte to the various foreign
embassies and Jegations at Constantinople, and it
§s expressly stated, by order of the Sultan, that
no exception will be made to it, and that the Turk-
ssh Crown will enforce its ownership of all an-
tiquitles and art treasures excavated from Turkish
wofl.

Thera are Now several American and German ex-
ploring parties who are cngaged in costly excava-
tions on the sites of Babylon and of Nippur, where
go many of the cuneiform tablets, with thelr rec-
ords of Aesyrian history, have already been dis-
covered. Thess excavations have been carried on
untfl now by virtue of firmans obtained from the
fultan. But these firimans are explicitly repealed
by the action of the new law.,

“THE BANANA XING."

As there has been a good deal of discussion In the
American press on the subject of the charges made
against Sir Alfred Jones, of having displayved lack
of friendliness, and even downright inhumanity, in
refusing to relieve Americans on board his liner,
the Port Kingston, at the time of the Jamalca
esrthquake, a fortnight or three weeks ago—charges
which he has both deniled and disproved—it may
be mentioned that he entertalns so great an ad-
miration for this country that he has spent large
sums in sending parties of working men, of me-
chanics and of labor delegates, to America to travel
pere, with the object of picking up ideas, of ac-
guainting themselves with the conditions here and
of establishing frienaly relations with their Amer-
fcan fellow craftsmen. Sir Alfred is popularly
known a&s “The Banana King,” by reason of the
fact that he virtually controls the import trade of
bananas as far as the United Kingdom is con-
cerned, and his knighthood comes to him &s a
recognition by the Crown of the time and money
which he has devoted to medical researches
into the tropical maladies that scourge the west
coast of Africa and its hinterland. For several of
these maladles, formerly considered incurable, rem-
edles have been discoverad by the scientists em-
ployed by him, who have been able to pursus thelr
researches through his munificence. TUnder the
circumstances, the hand'e furnished by the Crown
to his name may be considered s!ngularly well
deserved.

Sir Alfred is an entirely self-made man. He be-
gan life as an office boy in a Liverpoo! shipping
office, where the sweeping of the floor was among
his duties, and he had attained the age of twenty
before he could boast of as many shillings a week
salary @&s his years. To-day he controls half a
dozen great ocean shipping lines plying between
England and the West Indies, England and South
America and England and Africa. Ship owning is,
however, only one side of his multitudinous inter-
ests, and he s alse a banker and merchant in
many commodities. Ie divides his tima between
Liverpool and London, where he has a house on
Stratton street, just off Piccadilly, close to that of
the late Lady Burdett-Coutts. However, as T have
etated, his principal eervice to humanity s his
creation, endowment and active direction of the
now world famed Schocl of Tropical Medicine, at
liverpool, which won for him the warm friendship
of Joseph Chamberlain, Indeed, it was the latter
who, while Secretary of State for the Colonies, ob-
tained for him from the King the star of knight-
hood of the Order of 8t. Michae! and St. George.

Sir Alfred is not only a level headed business
man, but has been most pronounced In his advo-
cacy of the policy of prometing the close friend-
ship between England end America. ¥He 18 also a
practical philanthropist and the kindest hearted of
men. Under the circumstances, the interview with
him eabled to this country last Saturday, in which
he indignantly denies and disproves the charges
brought egainst him in connection with the Ja-
malica earthqueke, deserves friendly coneideration,

THE DUC DE LA BALLE ROCHEMAURE.
The Duo de Ia Salle Rochemaure, whose frantic
endeavors to secure the annulment of the mar-
riage of his eldest gon, Count Marc de la Balle,
are engaging the attentlon of the press on both
sides of the Atlantic, Is one of those French
nobles of anclent llneage who have been foolish
enough to merge thelr historic names {n modern
Papal honors. The house of de la Salls figures
extensively in the annals of France of the tenth,
cloventh, twelfth and fourteenth centurles. Hali-
ing originally from Urgel, it settled in the twelfth
century in Bearn, and in the eighteenth century
the head of the house, Count Francis de la Salla,
added to the possessions of his family by his
marriage with the only surviving child and heir-
ess of the ducal house of Rochemaure

About eight years ago the Comte Felix de la
Salle, who was a chamberlain of ths capes and
sword to Jeo XIIT, obtained from the latter the
title of Duc de la Balle Rochemaure. The French
government, in accordance with its invariable plan
nowadays with Papal honors, refused to recog-
nize it or to register it, and the consequence is
that although the Count de la Salla can style
limself *“duke” in soclety he is debarred from
making any use whatever of the titla on legzal or
official documents, such as, for instance, certifl-
categ of births and marriages. Much disconcertad
by this refusal, the count bethought himself that
bhis family had sprung from Urgel, which is In
the Bpanish province of Catalonia, and on tho
strength of this applied to King Alfonso of Spain
and obtained from him a recognition of his Papal
title of Auke in Spain.

The duke, who has taken a very active part In
champipning the cause of the Church in its
troubles with the French government, and who 18
an extremely clever and graceful writer, includes
among the members of his family St. Francis de
Sales, founder of the Order of the Visitation. The
Anke iz about fifty years of age, has a fine chiteau
at Clavieres, in the Cantal, and a stately mansion
in the ¥aubourg 8t. Germain, at Paris, is married
to a daughter of the ancient house of de Forceville,
and has three sons, the eldest of whom, Count
Mare de la Salle, now twenty-four vears of age,
is giving so much trouble in connection with his
marriage to a young girl of the name of Merika
¥Xarusos at Athens. The young count married the
gir! in the Greek capital, according to the rites of
the Greek and of the Roman Cathollc churches,
but without the consent of his parents. This neg-
lect, of course, was sufficient to invalidate the
union In the eyves of French law, and no mention
thereof wiil be found in the “Almanach de Gotha.”
But the ceremony of marriage contracted at Athens
is nevertheless binding in the eyes of the Roman
Catholic Church, and it is owing to this that the
duke is endeavoring to obtain from the Vatican a
decree of annulment of the marriage, putting for-
ward the piea that his son dld not possess his
entire reason when he was inveigied into the mar-
riage, and that he is still mentally unbalancad.

The count after nis marriage was foolish enough
to visit France with his bride, and shortly after his
arrival there mysteriously vanished, the bride being
left to make her way back to her people at Athens
#% hest she could. ler husband has been concealed
ever since in a private lunatic asylum, and If
reputable physicians furnish affidavits that the
young count is really demented there is no doubt
but that the duke will succeed in securing from
the Vatican the eccleslastical amnulment of his
lLoy's marriage. 8o far as is known, there is
nothing particularly wrong about the bride, ex-
cepting that she is of humble birth, that her father
1= an Athens shopk r, that she has no money,
#na that she belongs to the Orthodox instead of to
the Roman Catholic Church.

THE SOTHERN-MARLOWE SEASON.

“The Sunken Bell.”

In the fantastic composition called ‘““The Sunken
| Bell,” which was resuscitated last night at the
| Tyric Theatrs, Mr. Sothern and Miss Marlowe im-
Personated characters that typify, or seem to do
§0, spiritual aspiration, on the one hand, and joy-
ous physleal vitallty of all the appetities, on the
other. The plece, which Is not new to this com-
munity, although it has not heen shown here for
somer time, 1s a theatrical allegory, and by some
Judges it is thought to he freighted with prodigious
meaning. To the uninitiated observer it appears to
glance et human life as a struggle between good
and evil, or eise between vulgar commonplace and
celestial desire, and to mean.—in so far as it can
be understood to mean anything,—that the struggle
I8, necessarily and inevitably, attended with trou-
ble and terminated with disappointment and mis-
ery. Viewed as an allegory it probably possesses
intense, tremulous, absorbing interest for persons
who yearn, gurgitate, and gaze fixedly upon space,
listening meanwhile to the whirr of cerebral wheels;
persons who are disgatisfied with themselves and
evervthing around them: persons who are con-
vinced that the universe ought to be made over, on
a new plan; that property ought to be divided
among the populace every Saturday night; and,
especially, that “love” ought to be rellevad of
the extremely nconvenient shackles with which, at
present, in civilized soclety, its proceedings are—to
a slight extent—impeded.

As a play, “The Sunken Bell" 18 a dreary, foggy,
puerile exposition of the dlscontent that is naturally
sequent on un ill-assorted marriage. Helnrich and
Magda, husband end wife, resident In a moun-
tainous region populated with bovine inhabitants
who subsiet on goat's milk and talk platitude, are
at varfance.

THE KNEISEL QUARTET.

It was doubtless a sense of duty to the memory
of the greatest of all composers of chambsr music
which led tha Kneissl Quartet last night at its con-
cert in Mendelssohn Hall to bring forward Beetho-
ven's so-called"Grosse Fuge—the great fugue which
in the last period of his labors Beetlioven planned
as the finale of one of his quartets, but which,
acting on the wise advice of his publisher, he put
aside and which got into print only after he was
dead. It is a singularly unequal work, moments
of supreme exaltation alternating with others in
which nothing is apparent except an effort to ap-
ply the rules of musical sclence and put them to
a straln. The manner in which this is done,
the erratic juxtaposition of strict and free writing,
the pursuit of what seem to be merely momentary
whims, the disregard of sensuous beauty in one
moment and the cultivation of it with complete in-
genuousness the next—these things are at once irri-
tating and fasclnating,
that some poetic conceit was in the composer's
mind, but leaving the listener, when all Is over, at
sea as to what that conceit may have been.
