after a week of testimony which has been as
sensational as in any trial for murder
first degree held in this jurisdiction. This week,
probably, wili see the defence practically com-
plete, except for a few minor witnesses. The
defence should end its case by the middle of
next week.

Although Mrs. Evelyn Nesbit Thaw has
ended her testimony, she probably will not be
called to the stand agaln for two or three days.
The defence will endeavor, first of all, to get in
evidence the will drawn and signed by Thaw on
the night of his wedding, April 4, 1905. To do
thie, it is expected, at least two days will be
taken. Counsel were in communication with
Pittsburg on Saturday. and the witnesses to the
signing of the document will be in court to-
day to testify to 1ts legality. John B. Gleason,
one of the counsel for the defence, has had the
will in his possession since the time of the shoot-
ing. It is expected that he will also go on the
stand and swear that no interpolations have
been made since the time of the shooting.

The will, it is believed by the defence, will be
the trump card. Counsel hopes that it will in-
duce the jury to believe Thaw insane. It is a
most peculiar document. Partly typewritten by
the lawyer who originally drew it up, Thaw
made interpolations in it in longhand. There is
enough of it to make at least two columns in
the ordinary newspaper. Some of it is written
on small slips of paper, other parts on long sheets

and still others on the ordinary legal foolscap. |

The defence expresses no doubt whatever that
the document will be in evidence by Tuesday
night.
