Still further on In the deba.e Senator Tillmai
raised the same, question, and asked Senator
Aldrich for further light. It was Mr. Tillman'a
Idea that by a "little stretching of the inter-
pretation of the wording 'and otherwise'" the
decretory might be held to have the authority
to accept other securities. He wanted to know
what was Mr. Aldrich'a Interpretation.

"Thia has been a subject of great controversy
for many yearn In and out of Congress.''

The effect of the Nelson amendment, as ex-

This condition made It desirable to place a limit
on the retirement of national bank circulation,
and the $3,000,000 limit was then Axed.

Th« present universal demand for more elastic
currency, he said, would be met to a very slight
degree by raising this limit. Banks which now
refused to Increase their circulation to meet
emergency demands because they could not re-
tire this circulation quickly when the demand
ceased would be encouraged to ineTeasa their cir-

bonds and, "in his discretion." state or mu-
nicipal bonds] also such bonds as the law per-
mits the. banks of Massachusetts and Sew Tors
to accept. It further provides that the banks
shall pay the government at least 2 per cent in-
terest on the daily balances of government de-
posits. Mr, Nelson said it bad been contended
that such a requirement would change the char-
acter of the government deposits, He combated
this idea, saying that Ifit were held that banks
receiving such deposits were "fiscal agents" of
the government the money they thus received
on deposit should be kept Intact by them and

not loaned out on Interest. He said the better
class of banks did not object to paying Interest
on government deposits. As i'> the first propo-
sition, Mr. Nelson repeated what he had said
several days ago, that the Secretary was not re-
ceiving railroad bonds us security: Senator

Aldrich had questioned this at the time, and
Senator Nelson produced to-day a letter from \u25a0

banker of St. Paul which said that the Secre-
tary had received from him as security for gov-
ernment deposits $150,000 of Northern Pacific
4 per cent and 160.000 of Union Pacific 4 per

cent bonds.
