He Split Timber with It in Illinois
—Now in Museum.

Among the relics in tha rooms of the Connecticut
Historical Society in tho Wadsworth Athcneum. in
Hartford, la a maul that Abraham Lincoln swung
with 1 Is powerful arms when. In alx»ut IST.O, with
John Hunks, after his removal from Kentucky.
Lincoln split rails for a livingIn tho backwoods of
Ill'.nole. The maul was presented to the Historical
Society at its monthly mooting, on May 7, 1535. by
the late Jonathan F. Morris, who told how he ob-
tained It.

After Lincoln made a visit to Hartford previous
to his nomination for the Presidency, says: "The
Hartford Courant," when a number of young men
escorted Kirn from the old City Hall, whero he
spoko, the late Colonel Georpe I.Blssell called Mr.
Morris into his office on Main street and showed
him a section of a rail. six feet long, which Lin-
coln had split. Mr. Morris naturally thought that
Lincoln must have had some tool to split it with.
So he wrote his friend. General Thomas B. Mather,
of Springfield, 111., formerly of Slmsbury, a near
neighbor of Lincoln's and asked him if he couldget a maul used by him. in due course of time he
revived the maul.

Tlie maul is of lronwnod or black oak, thirty-
two inches long. Including tho handle, and is madeor one piece of wood, tiio handle section having
apparently been hewed out from the original blockor wood. It shows iiow much it was used whenswung by Lincoln's arms, by the way it Is In-
dented and splintered. Mr. Morris showed ColonelBissell the maul and, arid the latter admitted mat
his friend had gone him one better in obtaining
the weapon with *'hlch Lincoln, possibly, tplit tiiOvery ruli that he possessed.

The young men who escorted Lincoln on thenight of his vifilc to this city formed the organiza-
tion known us the "Wide Awakes." which wasthe neucleus of the organization which under thatname spread all over the land and was a potent
Influence In that Important Presidential camyaign
On the evening of Friday. July 27, 1860, there wasa great raiiy nt the Republican camp on the cor-ner of Asylum and High streets the site of thepresent Hotel Garde. The Hartford Wide Awakesfour hundred strong, under the leadership of thelate George S. Oilman, father of CouncilmanGeorge H. Gllman escorted the Newark (N J ibattalion to the camp. There were speeches by
Lieutenant Governor CatUn, Editor Conger, of "TheNewark Mercury"; Senator Foster, George P. bis-
tseil. Geoige S. Gilman and several others Therewere several presentations and General Haw!.-,
then editor of "The Evening Press," on behalf of
Mr.Morris presented the maul to the Wide Awakes.President Gilman accepted the gift.

General Mather, who obtained the maul for MrMorris, was at the time adjutant general of theState of Illinois. He ctrtifled to the genuineness
of the relic as follows:
"Ihereby certify that the maul now In possession

of the Wide Awakes of the city of Hartford and
state of Connecticut was procured by myself fromone John Hanks, a resident of the County of Ma-on and the State of Illinois,a personal friend and
co-laborer with Abraham Lincoln, by the request
of J. E. Morris, of Hartford, Conn., and that said
maul was forwarded to said Morris at his request.
Ifurther certify that before sending said maul to
said Morris Ishowed the same to Mr. Lincoln,
then occupying the office of Governor of Illinois,
at his headquarters of the campaign of IS*, and
that \u25a0aid Abraham Lincoln told me that In hisopinion liwas genuine and that what John Hanks
said about it v/as so, as ho was a truthful man
and knew all about it."

On December 7. 1884, Mr. Morris certified to thogenuineness of the relic as follows:
"To whom it may concern: Ihereby certify that

this maul, presented to the original Wide Awake
Club in lSfi), was, procured by me through GeneralT. S. Mather, adjutant general of the State of IIi-nois, from John Hanks, of Sungamen County
with whom Abraham Lincoln worked at splitting
rails. The icertincate of John Hanks and others
that this maul was used by Mr. Lincoln are among
the papers of that sterling patriot and true man;
Joseph R. Hawley, now in the army at the front
