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“ LONDON NOTES

Tork of the Pilgrims—Mr. Cham-~
berlain’s Health.

ZLondon, February 9.

The Pilgrims has become the recognized pur-
yeyor of international good feeling. It wel-
comes the coming and specds the departing ame-
passador, and takes advantage of supreme op-

unities for influencing public opinfon. TIts
garewell dinner to Mr. Bryce was admirably
menagzed and converied into a representative
aftair of exceptional distinction. The risks that
entertainment mi ight be sacrilced to dignity
were minimized when Mr. Patrick Murphy, of
the New York Society, was brought forward at
the close of the evening. His speech was a
priliant example of persifiage, epigram and
dox following one another like glittering
pubbles and every sentence having a subtle sur-
It was a revelation of the artistic quali-
tles of American after dinner speaking and was
‘cner'ul"” admired. But nobedy at the tables
shought of chal lenging & comparison of wit. The
pilgrims has established the reputation of hav-
ing the most unconventional and delightful din-
ners in London. Its services are invaluable
whenever international or imperial interests are
gnvolved. Tt is now organizing a demonstration
of welcome to the colonial Premiers in April,
gnd the government has gladly taken advantage
of its good offices. Lord Elgin has accepted an
fnvitation to attend the dipner, and has changed
the dste of an official function for the conven-
gence of the society. There will be a similar
spirit of official accommodation if the Pilgrims
carries out the plan of entertaining the British
and American delegations to the congress at The
Hague.

The secret of the success of the Pilgrims has
peen hearty co-operation of Englishmen and
Americans in every undertaking. Other organ-
ggations have lacked this essentlal element, be-
cause they have been either exclusively English
or exclusively American. Mr. Bryce's own so-
clety, the Anglo-American League, has been
English on this side of the Atlantic, and has not
earried & single Arherican name on its rolls
pere. It has reserved itself for diplomatic crises,
which have never arisen, and while it has num-
pered many distingulshed members the weight
of their names has not bheen feit in international
politics. The Atlentic T'nion has also been an
English organizatlon, with the modest alm of
pelping American tourists to see the sights of
Londen and the kingdom to the best sdvauntage.
As the majority of transatlantic tourists know
England more thoroughly than thelr good nat-
gred hosts, the Atlantic Union has not accoms-
plished great results. The American Soclety,
peving &n exclusively American membership,
confines its operations to the celebration of na-
tiona! holidays and the management of a char-
fty fund. Tt fills a long head tabtle, with English
guests of honor. It does not bring Englishmen
end Americans directly together in the manage-
ment of the soclety or in the ordering of its hos-
pitality. In the executive committee of the Pil-
grime there is the most harmonious co-opera-
tion of repreeentative men of the two countries,
end when dinner is served without the long top
teble overlozded with digx."_arleﬂ and with
Americans and PEnglishmen cheek by Jowl at
8 score or more of smail tabtles fellowship is
promoted and good feeling created. The Pil-
grims 18 well supported by a body of over
three hundred subscribers, Engliesh and Ameri-
can, who ere assessed two gulneas a wvear for
general purposes.

The Rogers house, overlooking Green Park,
has become 8o shabby that a tablet reciting the
banker-poet's dates of residence and death has
been mnecessary in order to advertise such dls-
tinction as it has. It is now an old house, for
he lived in St. James's Place over fifty years,
and died there half a century ago. It was
never a large house, but it was furnished in
Bamuel Rogers's time with fastidious taste.
Flaxmen had designed the maln mantelpiece,
Stotherd had ornemented the bookcase in the
library with painted groups from Bhakespeare,
Boccaccio and Chaucer; there was wood carving
by Chentrey in the dining room, and the draw-
ing room was decorated and furnished with re-
finement of art. Rogers's breakfasts, judged by
modern standards, were glmple gnd unpreten-
tious entertalnments, but the great men who
sccepted his hospitality were impressed with
the elegance of the house. In those days Ma-
caulay had comfortable apartments with half a
dozen rooms in the Albany and paid 90 guineas
for them, and Byron, Moore and the literary
lights who shone at the breakfasts were con-
tent with cheap lodgings. Rogers was a rich
man who wrote for pleasure and not to make a
lving, and his house was the home of a dilet-
tante and impressed his visitors with its artis-
tie qualities. It is not easy to identify this plain
Btructure an the edge of Green Park with the
literery salon of which #» many famous writers
have racorded their impressions. The carvings
Were cut away long ago; the art treasures were
fuctioned off and scattered, and one of the most
@oubiful of the paintings, the Rogers Raphael,
bas found its way to the National Gallery, where
it Ir discredited by genuine work on the same
wall. The literary salons of London have al-
ways been fated to short life and subsequent
neglect. Ledy Blessington's two houses have
disappeared completely, and Holland House has
been rebullt and transformed since it was the
®oclal headquarters of the Whig party. A tab-
let has slso been placed on the first London
home of Carlylie—a dingy house in a dull street
Tunning out of Gray's Inn Road, where he lived
when trying to find a publisher for “Sartor Re-
®artus” Many literary celebrities ecalled on the
Cerlyles in thie house, and for a few years it
Was the centre of intellectual life.

Sir: In Thureday morning's paper 1 read your
article headed “Road Denies Warning,” in regard
to which T wish to make the following statement:
At no time d!d T send a warning to Wiillam K,
Vanderbjlt, or to W. J. Wilgus. 1 have had
several inler\'HWn with Willlam K. Vanderbilt, jr.,
who kindly gave a great deal of his t!me in look-
ing over my drawings and data for a certain type
of electric locomotive. It is also true that Mr. Van-
derbilt, whom I tried to Interest in my new locomo-
tive, referred me to Mr. Wilgus, who also spent
some time !n looking over my drawings and speci-
ticatiors

I do not recollect ever having warned either of
these men in direct conversation regarding the low
centre of gravity of the New Yurk entral electric
locomotives, but I did bring out tha point tha: with
my tvpe of locomotive it was poselble to make the
centre of gravity as high as it is at the present
time on the regular form of hign speed steam loco-
motives. Therefore, Mr. Kelley is correct in stating
that no warning was ever received bv the New
York Centrul Railroad Company from me.

W. J. Clark has secen fit to comment on my de-
signs and suggestions as submitted to the General
Electric Company, and states that they all lack
merit and are now a part of the archives at the
company’'s office in Schenectady. It may not be
out of place to suggest that Mr. Clark look up the
tile referring to my Single-phase to Polyphase elec-
tric locomouves in the Patent Department or ar-
chives of the General Electric Company. Mr,
Clark will find there a report entitied, “‘Hallberg
Single-phase to Polyphase Electrical Rallway Sys-
tem Patents—-Why Are They Valuable?”

Nattier Sold for - $23,500—Corot
Brings $23,050.

A “Portrait of Madame Adelaide, of France,
Daughter of Louis XV, by Jean Marc Nattier,
was the feature of the second night sale of pictures
from the collection of Eugene Fischhof, of Parls,
which was held last evening at the Waldorf, selling
for $23,500.
