Her specch was at the celebration of the eleventh
anniversary of the foundation of the Volunteers of
America. Cooper Union was crowded with the
officers of the organization, who sat on the plat-
form, and the friends, who filled the auditorium.

The meeting was under the management of
Colonel Fred. Lindsay, the commander of the
Eastern Regiment. The presiding officer of the
meeting was General Ballington Booth. After a
song and a vrayer the general read a letter from
Governor Hughes which said:

i heartily congratulate you upon the success
which has attended your efforts to promote the
wellbeing of the people, and I trust that the com-

vears will be even more successful and richer

n opportunities and in ca. My best wishes
for the continued prosperity of your movement.

The reading of the telegram was greeted with
Jong applause, and when it was over General Booth
said In part:

Eleven years ago to-night this movement was
begun. While it was started chiefly as a local
movement, in eleven years it has spread from
©oo2st 1o coast. We do not preach selfish charity.
We believe in & man first reforming himself and
then going out to reform others.

The speaker said there were thousands of rescued
men and women in the land who were glad and
grateful thar tha Volunteers of America had been
started. Je said that the officers and workers of
the volunteers had given sll that was in them to
the cause.

The general then introduced Mrs. Booth, than
whom, he said, no woman in America was better
known or loved. Mrs. Booth said that she had just
returned from the West, but the conditions she
found there were anything but golden at this time
of the year. After touching on the organization of
the Volunteers, she said:

There will never be and cannot ever be any amal-

ation of the Volunteers of America with any
oreign organization. If any one says to you that

General Booth or myself are leaving the Volunteers,

+ meark it as a faleshood, and even if we should do so
there would he left enough to carry toe work on
without us. We differ from the Salvation Army In
ntndp!a &nd in government, and there never can

an amalgation between the two.

SAW 40 WATERSPOUTS.

Some Broke Ncar the Atlantic
Transport Liner Maine.

The Atlantic Transport liner Maine, which ar-
rived here yesterday from London, reported
having been within sight of forty small water-
spouts on February 25 and 26, when off the
Flemish caps.

The Maine ran into a heavy northwesterly
gale on Monday and the thermometer dropped
to 2 degrees below zero. At about 2 p. m. the
officer on the bridge saw a number of small
waterspouts to the southwestward, some of them
breaking within thirty yards of the steamer.

The spouts were observed until late Tuesday
afternoon.

Although the thermometer was down to zero
on deck, the temperature of the water was
about 54 degrees above zero.

MUST CHANGE FORMS.

Special Sessions Holds District At-
torney’s Office Is -Wrong.

A decision In the case of Charles Speroni, a
Ninth avenue saloonkeeper, charged with Sunday
selling, was handed down yesterday by the justices
of the Court of Special Sessions, As a result of the
decision it was announced that practically all of
the legal forms in the District Attorney's office
covering the erime of selling liquor on Sunday wii]
have to be refirawn and reprinted.

Speron! was prosecuted by the District Attorney
a few weeks ago on the charge of selling liquor
to a policeman on Sunday. Speroni was found
Zuilty by a majority of the court, Justica Zecller
dissenting. Justice Zeller gave his reason for dis-
senting at the time, and since then a majority of
the court have conie to look at the matter from
his point of vicw, and yesterday the former judg-
ment was reversed and the case dismissed.

Justice Zeller, in summarizing the case, said in
part:

In order to consider the point raised we have to
consider Section 34 of the Liquor Tax law. Sub-
division 1 provides a penalty for those selling
liquor without a liquor tax certificate, and sub-
division 2 a penalty for those who have nhr;ﬂ_n-’vi
a certificate and viclate other provisions. Sub-
divielon 1 provides a fine of $20 and six months’

fmprisonment; subdivision 2 provides a lil’!l'- of
£ or imprisonment for one year, or both. There
being different penalties for different violations, it

is clear that the defendant has the right 1o know
which charge he has to meet, and in view of the
fact that the fourth count in the information merely
gets forth *seliing on Sunday,” the defendant is
not &0 informed.
