Washington, March 1.—-When the Subsidy bill
wras taken up at 1he begioning of the day the
amendment presented by Mr. Townsend, of
Michigan, striking out the steamship line from
Pacific Coast ports 1o Hawaii, Japan and the
Philippines was pending.

Mr. MeCall, of Massachusetts, apened the de-
hate.

Then the line to Australasia went
out, 129 1o 111,

An amendment by Mr. Fordney, of Michigan,
reducing the subsidy for the line to Buenos
Ayres from $400000 to $266000, was lost, 114
1o 140.

Mr. Humphrey, of Washington, moved that
%he line from the Guif of Mexico to the Isthmus
©f Panama be stricken out. He said he wanted
%o see if “it was a question of geography.”

An amendment by Mr. Sulzer, requiring ships
%0 stop at Mexican Pacific ports, which devel-
oped the fact that several members of the House
do not know the names of Mexican ports, was
mext offered.

By this time interest was intense. The gal-
leries were crowded, and the leaders on both
mides of the chamber were rallying their forces
for the final battle.

It was dangerously near 3 o'clock, and Nr.
Fordney's amendment substituting a tonnage
tax measure was still pending. The advocates
of the Littauer bill did not desire to vote on
that proposition, and they began to filibuster
by forcing a vote on the Sulzer amendment,
which was overwhelmingly defeated.

Tellers were demanded by Mr. Littauer to
kil time, notwithstanding the chorus of “Noes"”
that went up from the Democrats. When the
<count was finally taken there was found to be
only one vote for the provision.

The vote was slow in the extreme, and the
Democrats became highly indignant. Mr. Sulzer
rese to Lave the vote by teliers abandoned, but
Mr. Currier, of New Hampshire, who was in
the chalr, held that the vote could not be inter-
rupted, and the farce was continued until 3
o'clock arrived, when the regular order was de-
manded.

The bill was then reported from the com-
mittee of the whole to the House, and, much to
the chagrin of the supporters of the Littauer
hill, Speaker Cannon held that there must still
be a vote on the Fordney substitute.

FOR A4 CONGO INQUIRY.

Senator Moigan Arraigns King

Leopold.

Washington, March 1.—8enator Morgan reported
favorably from the Committee on Foreign Relations
to-day his resolution calling on the President for
information as to any concessions Americans may
have recejved from King Leopold for the gathering
of rubber in the Congo Free State. Mr. Morgan ob-
talned permission to file a statement on the sub-
ject, and asked that the resolution go to the calen-
dar, as he understood that several Senators desired
to make an investigation of the question.

In his statement Mr. Morgan =ays that capitalisis
of the civilized nations are pushing into the rubber
forests “with gll manner of monopolistic arrange-
ments for subjecting this great product—the gift of
craving for wealth.” He arraigns
King Leopold “for the manner in which he has ex-
pleited the Congo lands in accumulating wealth to
himself by imposing tasks of personal labor to the
extreme of .cruelty upon the native population.”

Mr. Morgan charges that concessionaires have
been empowered by King Leopold to “‘exercise the

“CHINESE STUDENT” DEFINED.

New Ruling to Avoid Ambiguity Made by
Secretary Straus.

Washington, March 1.—A new definition of tha
word *“‘student,” to be applied to Chinese of that
class seeking admisslion to the United States, has
been made by Becretary Straus.

A person who attends one of the recognized edu-

cational institutions of the United States designed
for those, whose entire time may be glven 1o
scholastic work.

A person who studies to be fitted for some par-
ticular profession, occupation or cailing requiring a
technical or otherwise special mental training.

A person already possessing a liberal education,
who devotes himeself to study of spécial subjects
or questions, as a student of manners. customs, in-
stitutions, politics, eccnomy or history,
