JERSEY ROADS AFFECTED.

Numerous Bills Introduced, Most of ' Confiict Between Government and

Them .1 gainst Companies.,

[By Telegrant to The Tribune. ]

Trenton, N, J., March 13.—The railroad bills jntro-
duced in the Legislature this winter appear to be
all antagonistic to the railroads, and are backed by
Democratic Assemblymen. One is fathered by
Senator Colby. It provides for a railroad commis-
sion of three members, at sala of $1,000,

Mr. Olwell, of Essex. has intsoduced a bill pro-
viding that every railroad other mrpnr»'u‘.nn
£hall be liable for damages for personal injury suf-
fered by any employe in itz service. However, the
employe must exercise ordinary care and diligence
under these conditions, when injury is causid by
any defects in the condition of the works.

Another measure by Me. Olwell provides that any
railroad shall obey the order of any board of com-
missioners now or hereafter established by law,
relative to the safety of its right of way or its
rolling stock, or its bridges or any tools.
does not obey the order the certificate of the ruling

eof the board with failure to obey the order shall

be presumptive evidence of negligence on the part
of the railroad.

Perhaps the most importan bill relative to rail-
roads was introduced by Klward 1. Wright, jr.,
of Essex County. This bill authorizes the estab-
lishment of a state board of railroad commission-
ers, to consist of five citigers to be apnointed by
the Governor and econfirmed by the Senate, the
term of each bheing fixed at three years.

These commissioners must bo above twenty-fiva
vears of age and cannot he interested in any rafl-
road or public utility corporation of this state or in
any stock, bond. mortgage, seeurity or earning of
any such company. Each must take an oath that
he iz not in any corporaticn of this nature and is
precluded from holding any other office under the
tederal or state government.
