TIIE XEW BEOIMEXT.
By the creation of the new National Gnard

regiment, with headquarters at Rochester. Gov-
ernor Hughes has brought about a change in
the citizen soldiery which has been wished for
by Guardsmen of that part of the state for a

long time and restored the Infantry composi-

tion to what It was btifore the drastic measure
of his predecessor caused a change. Itbrings

Into regimental organization all but one of the
battalions in the state's military establishment
and does much toward promoting the efficiency

of the Fourth Brigada.

Until the Bth lUwment was reduced to a
battalion last December the state militia con-
sisted of fourteen regiments, three battalions
and forty-eight separate companies of Infantry,

two companies of signal corps, one regiment of
engineers, one squadron of three troops, one
squadron of two troops and two separate
squadrons of cavalry, four batteries of light
and one regiment of light and one regiment of
heavy or coast artillery. The separate compa-
nies were all 'part* of the Ist, 2d and 10th
regiments, except the thirteen companies com-
prising three battalions, with headquarters re-
spectively at Niagara Falls, Geneva and £I-
mlra. These thirteen companies have now been
formed into a regiment, which will he known
as the 3d, and there willagain be fourteen regi-
ments of infantry in the state service, as there
were before tbe Bth Regiment was reduced
to a battalion last December.

Tbe Bth will now be the only battalion in
the state, not because it has not yet worked
Its way into the regimental class, but because
of Its inability to maintain Its piece there after
Ithad been fairly won. With honors for active
service and having on Its roster tha names of
distinguished citizens, among whom were Theo-
dore Roosevelt and George B. McClellan, the
command became torn by Internal strife, which
officers were unable to check. The command
was degraded and its isolation under the work-
ing of the new order, as the only battalion In
the state, will make the Bth additionally con-
spicuous. The condition may act, however, as
a prod to its officers and Inspire them with am-
bition to winback the lost rank. Itmay hasten
the rehabilitation of an ancient organization,
which bas many good sten on its roster and
whose commanding officer should be a colonel.

ARTIST AXD CRITIC.
The Ohio woman who has just obtained a di-

vorce on the ground that her husband criti-
cised her literary efforts raises the old prob-
lem of Artist versus .Critic in a new form. Up
to date the eternal conflict has been confined
to magazines and .-lubs, but cow it has as-
sumed unwonted importance for moralists and
judges in that it forces anew the discussion
about incompatibility as a ground for mar-
riage and divorce.

As a ground for marriage, literary Incompatl-
!bllity seems to be almost perfect, at least from
ithe point of view of the reading public. Ami

Somehow or other, every family ought to be
equipped with a critic in order to reduce the
ever increasing number of infant prodigies an'l
other domestic fireside geniuses. The family
genius is a creature developed either by forced
growth or else by neglect. The forced growth
variety writes poems, sines, points or fiddles
because some fond progeultbr has had dreams

lof its greatness. The genius by neglect works
up his "stunt" because nobody spanked or
criticised him in time. Each variety of genius

is 6uch a serious menace to the pea<« of the
community that care ought to be taken to con-
trol the output, and this can be done only by

seeing to It that at least one party to every

marriage contract is a critic. Of course, the
soven-cent magazines would bitterly oppose any
legislation In this direction, for the supply of
dwaif poems and short stories whose length

Is shrunken to fit their wit would dwindle
with disastrous suddenness. Nevertheless, pub-

lic sentiment would not be greatly changed by

this prospective loss.
To be sure, there are serious difficulties In

the proposed marriage of artist and critic.
Literary and artistic criticism 19 an exceed-
ingly difficult pastime, largoly because the
critic should be divorced from every prejudice.

Whether this means that the critic must also
be divorced from his or her other half U a

ticklish question. If public interests are to
count, we waive the Issue, for it Is better to

have many prejudiced crltici and fewer family
genlusos than a few unbiassed Judges of beauty

and many villanous verslflem,
On general grounds homemade literary criti-

cism is historically defensible, being only a

natural extension of ancient and Inalienable
rights parallel with the extension of feminine
activities. Nothing iv the home was more

sacred than the privilege <>f censoring frizzled
steak and underdone doughnuts in the days

when a man's better half used to be an ac-
complice iv cookery. Since the lady of the
house has risen to higher tliliiK'H does aba sup-
pose that she can deprive tbe family critic of
every opportunity for faultfinding? To tell

the truth, we believe that criticism of her
poetic efforts Is more necessary and benefi-
cial than dinner table growls. Indigestion may

be cured, but no surgical skill can revive a

cruolfled Muse.

Mr. Jackson thinks there should be one com-
mission Instead of two,bnt tbe proposed commis-
sions are to do tbe work of three already exist-
ing. nnA. furthermore, the problems in this city
are so great and so peculiar that they demand
tbe attention ofa distinct commission. Mr. Jack-
son says :"ItIsdifficult tosee bow any harmony

"separate and distinct boards acting upon pre-
cisely similar questions Indifferent parts of tbe
"state." Tbe division of the state into districts
for various governmental purposes is a common
practice. In fact. Itmay be said to underlie tbe
whole system of stste government. There are

the judicial districts snd departments, for ex-
ample, yet no one complains of a lack of har-
mony in tbe Judicial system. The fact that all
of the commissioners are removable by the Gov-
ernor Is a sufficient guarantee of essential har-

mony.
Mr. Jackson has two more objections. Of

conns, the bill usurps tbe powers of the Attor-
ney General He Is our greatest livingauthority
on usurpation, and especially upon the robbing
ftfff denuding of his own office of its functions.
Itsnsms to us, however, that the proposed com-
missions will have enough legal work to do to

be entitled to have regular counsel of their own.
Tbe Attorney General Is a constitutional officer
and may safely trust the courts to protect him
In tbe enjoyment of his powers.

The objection thst the expenses of the com-
mission operating In this city, though a state
commission, are chargeable to this city has some
force. But It Is to be remembered that tbe
heaviest expenses of the commission willbe in
carrying on the work now done by tbe Rapid
Transit Commission. The engineering work and
the legal work incident to the laying out of
new subway routes, which will ultimately be
owned by the city, have cost for the last four
years over $600,000 a year. Tbe city pays tois
now, and the work Is done for the city. It
would be Improper that this expense should be
placed upon tha state. Iftbe purely regulative
work of tbe new commission could be paid for
by the state, snd tbe work corresponding to
that now done by the Rapid Transit Commission
could be paid for by the city, that would be a
fair division of expenses, but as a matter of
bookkeeping Itwould be complicated and prob-
ably Impracticable. This was undoubtedly tbe
consideration which led to providing for the
payment of the expenses of the local commis-
sion by the dry.

THE THAW COMMISSION.
The lunacy commission appointed by Justice,

FitzGerald to Inquire into the sanity of Harry
K. Thaw will have to decide simply whether
he Is now sane or insane. Ifhe is sane to-day
and capable of advising with his counsel and
conducting bis defence In a rational manner
his trial will go on to Its conclusion. Just as
Ifno commission had been appointed. His de-
fence willin no way be affected by a decision
that he is sane, as bis counsel have been con-
tending all along that his alleged insanity was
only temporary. It will still be for the Jury
to determine whether or not he was Insane at
tbe time of the killingof Stanford White. If
the commission shall pronounce him insane
now the impropriety of continuing his trial will
be obvious to all. An insane person can no
more be put on trial than he can be punished
for a crime.

It has seemed probable since early in tbe
Thaw trial that an application for a lunacy
commission would be made. When the defence
of insanity at the time of the act for wiiMi
an Indictment has been found is made, the ques-
tion naturally arises whether the defendant, if
insane then, has sufficiently recovered his san-
ity to be on trial. In this case the defendant
In the opinion of some of the experts who had
had tbe opportunity of examining him, was ln-i
sane not only at the time of tbe shooting, but
had been so at certain times prior to the shoot-
Ing. Insanity at times, if not continuously,
during a period of two years suggested a suf-
ficient doubt of his present competence to
awaken the expectation of an application for
a commission, and when one expert for the
defence, who had had an opportunity of ex-
amining Thaw, testified to his belief that Thaw
was still and probably always would be in-
sane, the necessity for an examination by a
commission was obvious.

Tbe affidavits submitted by the District At-
torney in his application for a commission,
supporting his contention that Thaw was In-
competent •for trial, and those submitted by
the defence, tending to show that he was com-
petent, proved nothing. Their utter disagree-
ment showed the doubt in which the question
of his sanity was wrapped, and while such a
doubt exists his trial properly halts. Justice
FitzGerald, who has conducted the trial with
patience and Impartiality, has appointed a com-
mission of high character. In whose conclusions
the public willrepose entire confidence.

ItIs time to end the fare** [the farce of eco-
nomic progress under the American protective
system], and the conscience and brain of the
nation, now, after Its century of internal de-
velopment, pulsing: with a realizing sense of its
call to a higher life, will respond— depend upon—

to the demand to throw off!this barbarous
superstition of Industrial isolation and gladly,
confidently, take it« true place In the industrial
scheme of a well ordered world.

According to Mr. Cleveland, whatever preten-
sions we may make to being a world power,
we are neither a genuine factor In the world's
commercial affairs nor even a member in good
standing In the brotherhood of nations. We
persist in a "policy of. childish, selfish isola-
tion." We play "our little, selfish part of de-
luded follyInour corner of the family home."
We are another Hermit Kingdom, cut off by
our own action from civilizing commercial con-
tact with the rest of the world.

This indictment sounds tremendous, and there
may be some persons who will accept It at
face value, more because it sounds tremendous
than because Itrings true. But there are other
Americans who when «?cy look about them
will question whether they are really the vic-
tims of a barbaric delusion and are living In
a state of self-imposed exile from the con-
cerns of tbe great' outer world. Have we
locked ourselves up In a little corner and re-
fusal to exchange commercial comities with
neighbors nor« enlightened and more progres-
\u25a0lve.than-ire are? Unfortunately, as we think.
ex-Prestaent Cleveland has undertaken to enun-
ciate a principle rather than to examine and
explain a condition. He assumes a priori that
tbe maintenance of a protective tariff must
produe* commercial Isolation. Wo still adhere
to a protective tariff in spite of the protests
and teachings of tbe old school Democratic
politician*. Therefore we most remain blindly
and selfishly marooned . from profitable inter-
course with other nations.

But a priori reasoning may easily fly wide of
facts. To the indent of International trade
returns there must seem to >\u0084, a decided logi-
cal inconsistency in charslng- with 'isolation"
the country which for the last five,or six years
ha» actually lad all other countries as a seller
In the world's markets. In that period the an-
neal exports of the United States have exceeded
thoso of the Ililted Kingdom anil have dis-
tanced those of Germany and France. In the
total volume of foreign tra the United States
still .tanciß below' Great Britain, but almost
equals Germany. First ,in. exports and third
in exports and Imports \u25a0 together Is a record

"COMMERCIAL ISOLATION."

Said ex-President Cleveland the ether day,
recurring to an old theme:

selves can remedy the whole trouble simply by
staying out of Morocco. Tbe* have as food a
right to enter Morocco and to expect protection
there as Morocco has to be regarded as a sov-
ereign state. Ifthe principle were established
that nobody should go Into Morocco save at hit
own risk, the logical corollary would be that
Morocco Itself bad no rights that other nations
were bound to respect, and any power that was
stronger would be free to Invade and spoliate
Morocco at will. The condition on which a na-
tion secures and maintain* recognition among
the nations is that itshall open its gates to vis-
itors from the others and shall guarantee them
reasonable protection. IfIteither can not or
will not give them such protection, it cannot
itself claim immunity from the assaults of any
other power. Itmakes itself substantially an
outlaw nation.

The serious feature of the present case lies In
tbe possibility of a general naming out of Mo-
roccan and Moslem fanaticism. Itis to be as-
sumed that no other European power willobject
to what France is doing, so clearly correct and.
Indeed, necessary is her course. The danger is
that some madman willstart preaching a holy
war and thus set all Morocco aflame. Such a
war could end. of course, in only one way. But
itmight not be an easy or an expeditious thing
to reach that end. To march a dozen miles
across the Algerian frontier to Oujda is one
thing; to conduct a campaign against scores of
thousands of fanatical Moors amid the ravines
and denies of the Atlas Mountains and on the
Desert of Igidi would be a very different thing,
and one which any campaigner might well dread.
But In any event itIs well for France to strike
this bold and tellingblow, and it is to be hoped
her doing so will bring the Bhereefian govern-
ment to its senses.

The eagerness of the police to swell the "mort-
uary fund." as well as their clubbing propen-
sities, suggests their likeness to the gladiators
of old. who cried. "Morturi salutamus!"

Actors of rank and managers* of high stand-ing have for years looked upon Providence a*a "dog" town, or, In other words, as the place

Providence retorts that. IfItIs a "dog" town.
what It condemns fails and what H approves
succeeds, while as for Boston, "there have been
"dozens of stage productions that have caused
"ecstasy In Boston, only to b* received later
"with utter contempt In New York and other
"discriminating centres."

So long as they all unite to regard New York
as a "discriminating centre" we may watch this
pretty quarrel with Impartial Intert-st. Cities
In the "Kerosene Circuit" are always extremely
sensitive about what actors think of them: In
th« metropolis it Is the actors who are aenslttve
regarding what the city thinks of them.

A great quarrel has broken out in those New
England homes of light and leading, Pawtucket,

Providence and Boston, as to which la the "dog"
town for new plays. It started with Paw-
tucket's resentment at slurring "gags" aimed it
that city by actors playing there. Pawtucket
enjoys the kind of theatrical entertainments
wherein the height of humor Is a local "gag."
but likes to have those Jests of flattering Import.

Insults from the stage wounded the town's self-
respect. Now Boston, hearing of Pawtucket'a
grief and regarding with great self-complacency
its own intellectual hegemony InNew England,
jecringly testifies that actor* have habitually
treated Pawtuckefs neighbor. Providence, with
scorn and contumely. "The Boston Journal"
says:
