Defeat of Supervisor Jones for Renomina-
tion Stirs Tip a Terrible Row.

Than is a bitter factional fight between the
Democracy of Oyster Bay and the "Square Deal"
party, formed of those who contend that they
have not had. but propose to force, a "square deal."

Supervisor William H.Jones, who had served sev-
eral terms, sought renomlnation. He was defeated
In a stormy convention by former Senator James
Norton, of Glen Core, who waa at one time Sheriff
of the old undivided County of Queens. Believing
he had not received a "square deal," Supervisor
Jones formed tho "Square Deal" party and nomi-
nated a full ticket. Ho is also»runn!ng en the In-
dependence League ticket for Supervisor.

Norton was prevented from getting a renomlna-
tion for Stat* Senator by Townsend Scudrter. ac-
cordlnc to John C. Kennehan. who says that Mr.
Bcudder. who is now a Supreme Court Justice, told
the editor of "The Oyster Bay Pilot" in 19<X> that
"James Norton must not be returned to the Senate
because of his bad record." Mr. Kennehan is the
editor of "Tbe Pilot"

Mr. Kennehan published a letter yesterday from
Justice Bcudder, said to have been written upon
a Supreme Court lettetr.ead, in which the Judge,
addressing William Finger, of Htcksvllle. said: "To
mo It seems that the cause of good government
has mad« a decided advance by the nomination
of Senator Norton for the office of Supervisor.. . . Not only shall Ivote for Mr. Norton with
pleasure and satisfaction, but Iwill also ask all
my friends who desire to further the cause of
good government to do the same.

DISCUSS SHOW QUESTION.

Weather Prophet Smiles on Hat*,

but the Winds May Blow.
Unless the elements are holdingback a trump

card to play against the weather prophet In the
eleventh hoar, the weather predicted for to-
day will be ideal. The local forecaster prom-
ises a cool and fair Easter. But while this gen-
eral forecast may be true, ltis not unlikely that
the little deceptive gusts that carried hats shy-

ward yesterday may prevail to-day and hurl an
occasional puff of dust against frock coats and
silk hats. As the cool temperature precludes the
possibility of rain, ltIs a safe bet that the ex-
pensive creations on the heads of women will
survive the day.

Flowera of all sorts were sold rapidly yester-
day. Many potted plants that had stood long

and bravely on the sidewalks wilted with th*
setting sun and their prices went down from $2
to $188. "Some of these pretty flowers remind
me of an Invalid that has been filled with nitro-
glycerine," said a physician, as he selected some
lilies from a stand in Broadway. "They'd have
died long ago if the florist's drugs had not kept
their heart action going*."

The Illyship Bermudian. In yesterday from
Bermuda, brought only 230 boxes, making a
total consignment of about fifteen thousand
lilies. The small cargo of the Bermudian. on
whose consignment dealers usually depend,
caused the price on the better class of lilies to
Increase from $100 to $2 50 a plant within
three hours after the steamer docked. Told
weather retarded the growth of the Bermuda
lilies this year and limited the export. Last
season the consignment received at this port

Just before Caster numbered about 180,000
plants.

An ancient cave has been discovered on th« tide
of « hill at Klnsrsland, near Boyle, in Ireland. It
Is about eight feet deep and from twenty feet to
thirty feet in length.

On each of
them were Inscriptions and carving emblematic or
battles in the time of Cromwell. A stone coffin
was found In the cave, which contained a skeleton
six feet Ion? dressed In rustic armor.

U. B. A., for gallantry at the battle of
Gettysburg, and lieutenant colonel, U. S. A., for
gallant services in action against the Indians at
BigHole, Mont., in August, IST". In the war with
Spain he commanded the uth Infantry in the San-
tiago campaign and at the battle of El Caney, and
he was commissioned a brigadier general of volun-
teers by President McKlnley for his distinguished
6Tvic« in Cuba. Ordered to the Philippines with
lils regiment in !9Cf>. he was placed In command of
the Province of Abra. in Northern Luzon. On
reaching th« *»p« of sixty-four years, on July 11,

1901 he was retired from active service with the
rank of brigadier general. General Comba married
Miss Frances Mary I>o?an In 1274. He was a mem-
ber of the Loyal legion and of th« Society of San-
tiago de Cuba.
