SEVERAL GROUNDS OF OBJECTION.
The vesting of the power of removal in the

Governor is objected to on several grounds.
First, it is said that men of self-respect would
Hot take the office on such terms. This is ab- i

curd. No one yet lias declined the office of
Hayor of New York or of Police Commissioner.
or of Sheriff. District Attorney or Superintendent
of Public Works because the Governor has the

'
power of removal. The President has a broad ,
power to remove administrative officers and this
has not interfered in his calling to his aid the
best talent in the land. Any interstate com-
merce commissioner may be removed by the
President for inefficiency, neglect of duty, or
malfeasance in office.

Itis also said that ifthe Senate confirms the
appointment Its concurrence in the removal
ehould be required. Neither in logic nor in
precedent Is there a satisfactory basis for such
8, claim. Where the people have spoken through
the constitution they have made the Superin-
tendent of Public Works, the Superintendent ofPrisons, the members of the State Board of
Charities and of tho Lunacy Commission re-
movable by the Governor alone, although ap-
pointment is with the advice and consent of
the Senate.

But the objection that !s most seriously urged
Is, that it increases the political power of theGovernor, and that this may be used for politi-
cal purposes. Ibelieve that to fixthe responsi-
bility with the Governor, thus making him di-
rectly accountable to the people for the admin-
istration of important departments, will do
much to free administrative offices from im-
proper pcJitical control and will create a power-
ful incentive toward efficient administration.

The point is that the Governor cannot escape
accounting to the people for the misuse of hispower. Ills term of office is only two years.
The broader his powers the more careful thepeople will be In his selection. To the public
mind he is. or should be. responsible for ad-
ministration, and It is not wholesome that heshould be induced to attempt to accomplish re-
sults by indirection. Undoubtedly an un-scrupulous Governor may übuso his powers. As
the case stands at present an unscrupulous Gov-ernor may us.- unscrupulous means to attain
the object of his ambition. The statutes in-tended to lain, operate but slightly to thedisadvantage of those who are Impelled by badmotives. The situation now is. that an un-scrupulous Governor may attain his end by a
misuse of power, while a scrupulous Governor is
blocked Inhis efforts to achieve results. Itis a
Great mistake to be so intent on preventing badeulmlnlstratlon us to make difficult a good oneItIs also a mistake to distrust the people.

THE TRUE REMEDY GIVEN.
The true remedy, as Ihave said. Is to unifyadministration, to concentrate administrativepower and thus eharply deSne administrativeresponsibility. Thosa who have studied theproblem of municipal administration are prac-

tically unanimous with reference to the Impor-
tance of this policy. ItIs equally important in
connection with state administration! In thisway only can proper correctives be supplied furadministrative abuses.

TWs In the more Important as the activitiesof toe state Increase. Ifwe are to protect ouradministrative wards and departments from Im-proper influence*. Ifwe are to secure adminis-Jratton for the benefit of the people withouttavoruism. we must see to it that administra-tive office* are not created which are practically,Immune from accountability, and that the peoplethrough oSicers of their choice are able to er-press their will.

The constitution also elves the Governor

power to remove Important elective officers.
Thus, sheriffs, clerks of counties, district attor-
neys and registers of counties are removable by

tho Governor, subject to the provision that the
officer shall receive a copy of the charges against

hin. and an opportunity of being heard. Stat-
utes have also conferred upon the Governor the
power to remove other important elective offi-
cers. Thus, by the greater New York charter,

the Governor may remove th« Mayor of New
York upon charges, and he may remove the Po-
lice Commissioner of that city whenever, in his
Judgment "the public interest shall so require."

But in connection with the important admin-
istrative offices created by the Legislature the
Governor's power of removal has been fettered,

co that will!-- in public opinion he Is chargeable

witii the administration of the government, ho
has not the power of removal, through the right
toexercise which correct administration may bo
secured. For example, the Superintendent of

Banks. the Superintendent of Insurance and
members of the Railroad Commission are re-
movable only by the Senate upon the recom-
mendation of the Governor. Now, It is not
eound p liicy to create administrative positions
tvhlch are "under cover." so to speak, without
appro; means for enforcing accountability,
If these offices aro not to Ik- elective, then those
that hold thorn should be directly responsible to

the Executive, who must account to the people.
There ehould be no distribution of responsibility
between the Executive and the Senate. As a
recent writer has said, "It frequently happens
that the law organizing the commission is 90
expressed as to give the Governor after making
the appointment of its members no further
control over the actions ofthat body. The power
of removal cither is denied him. or is hedged
about In such a way as to make its exercise
practically Impossible except for the grossest
malfeasance, . . . After appointment by the
Governor they are launched in their orbit with
practically no one to restrain or limit their ac-
tion within the law. The Governor's reputation
may suffer by their action, yet, as he has prac-
tically no power of removal, ho is helpless ex-
cept bo far as he may direct public attention to
the wrongdoing." Ineffect, as has been said.
•"the commission sjrsten establishes a fourth de-
partment of government" without suitable re-
sponsibility.

This matter has particular Importance in con-
nection with the proposal to reorganize the sys-
tem of state supervision of public service cor-
porations. In the bill now pending before the
Legislature, the power of removal of the mem-
bers of these commissions Is lodged with the
Governor. This has been strongly attacked ;

upon the ground that it gives the Governor too
much power. ItIs Insisted that the power of
removal should be lodged with the Senate.

Now,so far as Iam personally concerned, the
matter is not of grave consequence. Itis very
Unlikely that Ishould have occasion to remove
tin officer whom Ihad nominated, and whose I
qualifications Ihad had an opportunity care-
fully to examine before the nomination was
made. Imay, therefore, refer to the matter
inan impersonal way. and simply for the pur-
pose of stating my view as to correct political
principle.

Citizens Union Promises to Support
Mr. Hughes.

\u25a0Warm praise of Governor Hughes and a promise
to support him in his Eervlce for the people were
glv»B by the Citizens' Union laet night at a meet-
ing of the organisation in the hull of the United
Charities Building.In East 22d street.

Justice Van Kirk upheld the Governor's posi-
tion on the court review question, saying that if
the Public Utilities bill was passed there nln»uld
be do appeal to the courts, li" ;t town board "f
auditors, he explained, were to audit a bill and
the question went to the ooartsj there could be
no ijut-stion of the items of tho bill,but only of
whether it was the kind of bill for the auditors
to i;tss on.

Dean Huffcut declared that the people had
begun to realize anew that they did not Uavu to
look to Washington to remedy evils, but to their
utates.

PENALTIES WILL NOT BE UNJUST.

Something has also been said regarding the
penalties provided for by the law, but It will
Ik? noticed that the penalties stated are merely

maximum penalties. There is no provision in
the bill, for example, that a corporation violat-
ing the act shall be mulcted in a penalty of
$.r.,<XiO for every day that the violation con-
tinues. The penalty Is a sum not to exceed
fr.OOrt for each offence or for each days con-
tinuance. Tho penalty is not required to be a
particular sum, but within the limit stated will
be fixed at- such t-um as the court may find

Just In view of all the circumstances of tho

case. If the company ought to pay Ni.l»»ia
day it willhave to pay that sum. If this would
be unjust and result in the extreme penalties

described by the opponents of the bill, a Mim

should bo fixed that is both adequate and Just.
The court has the necessary latitude, so that
proper punishment may be meted out. Nor is
any one Indanger of a pcinalty unless he vio-
lates the law. And of course there will be no
penalty at all unless the order is valid and
should b<» obeyed.

As Ihave said before, the law In Its opera-
tion should |not be unfair or oppressive, but it
should be1 effectual.

Property rights are not threatened; freedom
of management consistent with Just recognition
of public obligations is not iinterfered with. I
need not repeat what Ihave recently said In
regard to the proper function of the courts and
the importance of avoiding dilatory proceedittißs
to secure a court review of matters which are
purely administrative.

Let me say in conclusion that Ibelieve there
Is general recognition of the importance of pro-
viding for sottahte state supervision of public
service corporations as Is now proposed, that
Ibelieve the people of this state indorse the
effort to place an adequate measure of relief
uj»on tho statute books, and Ibelieve that a
majority of the members of the Legislature are
alive to the importance of the question presented
and will be fouind to be In accord with the pub-
lic sentiment upon the question.
