BOOKS AXD RRAIX FOOD.
The scientific str4f of foods aaa their use is

one of the great achievements of modern times.
Along with the abolition of slavery must be
reckoned the condemnation of the pancake as a
great upward stride in tie evolution of man-
kind. Whether the adoption of breakfast foods
and pepsin pellets murks another advance or
not remains, to be seen, but it is a step in th»
right direction. Inso Car as it alms at the ele-
vation and alleviation of the stomach. A less
debatable sign of progress Is to be found In the
careful analysis of books as an article of diet.
This most modern line of research is being pur-
sued by transatlantic literary scientists and has
already been followed up closely enough to Jus-
tify the publication of several Important discov-
eries.

A writer In Toe London Saturday Review"
summarises the result* of his laboratory tests in
the following form: "Books should be taken in
"doses no bigger than music or pictures; they
"are even harder to digest There- is more drunk-
"euness in a book than in oil the vineyards of
•France. Allthose people who read with their
"eyes only are fatally wasting their time. Is any
"good t^ing likely to come out ot Indiscriminate
"reading any more than out of any other form
"of feeding Indiscriminately?' Close inspection
of these findings indicates that the English
laboratories are not sufficiently well equipped
withbook testing and reader testing instruments
to reveal all the law* of literary digestion.
American tests made with superior Instruments
and upon a larger number of books and readers
give results varying considerably from the fore-
going.

Take, for instance, the relative difficulty of
digesting books, music and pictures. The chief
difficulty in digesting books Is that, In the vast
majority of cases, their total bulk is out of all
proportion to their nutritive elements. Or, to
lapse Into technical language, tho percentage of
starch and water is immoderately greater than
that of protatas and fat Erea among the clas-
sics too much starch is mad for the sake of pro-
ducing a high steam laundry gloss, and water
trickles In for many reasons, notably in order
to get up steam and to give an anecdote the di-
mensions of a novel. The Enj.lsh hypothesis Is
wrong; tbe real difficulty lies In separating the
nutritious Cross the ram-nutritious elements.

In a sense, though, ft is truo that there Is
much drunkenness Ina book. Everybody knows
that a book goes to ttio head and that its after
gfjaahi arc of. tea suspiciously like the classic
katztnjamm*r» Itis manifestly unfair, how-
ever, to attribute such effects to •:... presence ofpemens In the bound volume itself. The Intox-
icating element has been proved by many 00-
wjrvers to be a by-prod i t generated either dur-
ing the process of writing the book or during
that of. retains It Many hooks which wenave eiarcioed have contained nothing more vir-
ulent than dishwater; yet many persons sufferrrom every known form of reader's Inebriation
as a result of perusing these same volumes.
And we Lave likewise be'eu Borrowful witnesses
to cases of acute and rap!d poisoning brought
on by tho mere attempt to write a sonnet or a
funny Story. The first.effect In such cases Is
not literary indigestion,. but hallucinations, the
vicUm fancying be se»t3 a masterpiece of rhyme
or wit on the paper b»fore him. One must not
forset, however, that Looks fire the •- , and
immediate cause of thes* diseases.

THE GOTERyOR'S PROGRAMME.
In bis speech at Glens Falls on Friday night

Governor Hughes emphasized the Illogicality of
the proposal to make the commissioners created
by the Public Utilities billremovable by the Sen-

ate instead of by the Governor. He did not

have to go far for an illustration ofthe workings

of the system he criticised, for the Kelsey case

supplied him with just the parallel he needed.
Experience has everywhere strengthened the the-
ory that the powers of the legislative, adminis-

trative and Judicial departments of government

should be kept as distinct as possible. Respon-

sibility In each branch should be clear and un-
divided, and though we wisely maintain a few
essential checks and counter checks, like the
Governor's veto on legislation and the Senates
right to confirm or reject nominations made by

the Governor, we are becoming more and more

convinced that better results in administration
willbe obtained where authority is concentrated
in one official directly responsible to the voters

than where it is dispersed among a number of
semi-Independent Intermediary agents.

The Governor should logically have the power

to remove- th»» appointees on whom he has to
depend for efficient administration. That is the
rule in the federal civil service. Though the
United Sta*©.-. Senate passes on nominations for
the higher federal posts, it is not consulted
abcu*. rexnJvaht The Senate once tried to usurp
this function, and succeeded for a time In tying

the hrniils of one isolated President -Andrew
JohnsoL'. Rut as soon as the abnormal condi-
tion* created ay Johnson's administration
passed away the Senate voluntarily abandoned.
Its pretence of authority to control removals.
In this state we have given the <lovernor power
to displace mayors, sheriffs and county clerks

-
all elected by the people. We have nlso made
many of the administrative officials appointed
by the Governor removable on his judgment.

But officers like the Superintendent of Insur-
ance, though holding title from him, with the
approval of the Senate, are made practically ap-
pointees of the Senate by the provision that they
can be deprived of office only by the Senate's
action. Instead of enlarging this class of ad-
ministrators credited to the legislative branch
by including In it the. Public Utilities commis- 1

sioners we should unify our system and return
to the sounder principle which governs in fed-
eral practice. As the Governor significantly
Bays, this Is not a "personal" demand on his
part. He is not antagonizing the Senate as
such or urging an increase of the Governor's
power for his own benefit. He is simply stating
his view "as to correct political principle."

The politicians at Albany who oppose or are
reluctant to support the Governor's programme
take too narrow a view of the situation. Inask-
ing for Commissioner Kelsey 's removal Gov-
ernor Hughes is not making war on an individ-
ual. In urging reform legislation he is not at-
tacking any set of men or set of interests. He
is not negligent of or Indifferent to the welfare
of the party which nominated and elected him.
II1 is honestly and earnestly trying to redeem ;
the party's pledges and to put itIn touch withI
a sentiment expressed by an indubitable ma-

'
jorityof the voters of the state. The future of
the party is bound up with bis policies, and it
is foolish to assume that he is merely trying to
assert his own power and wrest leadership from
any group of men now Influential in party coun-
cils. ll*is serving the party best by serving the J
public best, and his programme is practical and 1
rational in tb* broadest sense, because it will|
vindicate the claim that the Republican organ-
ization can he trusted to use the power given to
It to promote good government.

THE "HAVE!!" A\D THE "HAVE XOTS.m
Lord Rosebery's recent comment* on the Irish

Home Rule proposals of the British government
have called forth from one of his Radical and
semi-socialist critics in "Th« Nation." of Lou-
don. the remark that he. In common with Mr.
Balfour. stands for the rights of property in
the abstract, but declares against any extension
of property to the classes not now possessing
it. The Indictment is somewhat epigrammatic
and has a plausible sound. That Itaccurately
applies to Lord Rosebery's recent utterance we
certainly should not be inclined to concede;
unless there were more between the lines than
appears in the text We may, however, re-
gard it as an up-to-date version of a by no
means new complaint of socialists against
those whom they variously and vaguely call
the bourgeoisie, the capitalistic classes, the
propertied classes, etc.— expression, in brief,
of the stock grievance of the "have nots"
against the "haves."

As such, It is not convincing, in either the
United Kingdom or the United States, and we
cannot concede that Itcorrectly expresses the
attitude of those whose possessions are so con-
siderable as to bring upon them the oppro-
brium of being "property holders." There Is
certainly in this age of the world no legal pro-
hibition against th» acquisition of property,
either real or personal, by those who do not
now possess it. (Wo assume, by the way, that
"The Nation's" reference Is chiefly Ifnot en-
tirely to real estate.) In this country it is aseasy for a man of moderate means to buy a
house or a farm within his means as for a
millionaire to buy a largo and costly estate, and
he Is Just as secure Inhis possession of Itafter
be has bought It In the United Kingdom the
acquisition of real estate in small parcels has
in late years been much facilitated, and in Ire-
land the government, under Mr. Balfonr'e lateadministration, went to great pains and cost*
to enable eren the poorest peasants to become
"landed proprietors/ And, as a matter of fact,
property Is being acquired every day by those
who had Itnot the day before. Nor do we per-
ceive any extra-legal obstacles or any repug-
nance on the part of present property owners
to such acquisition. On the contrary, It would
be easy to point out many "landed proprie-
tors" who are anxious to dispose of their hold-
ings. In whole or Inpart and who for that rea-
eon are ready to facilitate in every way pur-
chases by those who do hot now own land. So
much in practice. In theory ItIs obvious that
those who have property could not without
danger of self-stultification deny the right of.
those who have it not to acquire It,since the
right to bold it substantially Implies the right
to acquire It

Tho real crux of the matter— and we fancy
this 13 tbe crux also of the controversy between
"The Nation" and the two former Prim* Min-
isters of Great Britain—lies In tbe ways and
means by which property is to be acquired. If
Lord Rosebary or Mr. Balfour opposes exten-
sion of property to those not now possessing
It through confiscation, open or veiled, of that
which 13 now possessed by others, he Is quite
right indoing so, and he Is fighting the battle
of the smallest as well as of the largest prop-
erty owner. The rights of acquisition and of
possession are inseparably conjoined. Deny
one and the other is denied. Vindicate one and
the other is vindicated. Of course, we assume
that both are honestly exercised. The social-
ist who cries out that "property Is robbery"
Intends to suggest that every one who now
holda property is a thief, but of 'course he
equally implies that every . •... who seeks to
acquire property la potentially a thief. The
man—conservative, capitalist, bourgeois, or
•whatever he may be called— who Insists upon
t!)2 right of men to hold and to enjoy tha prop-
erty -which they now own by implication in-
slsis with equal strength upon the right of
Uioss waa Lave no yrofierty to acquire It aa4

There are, of course, going to be differences of
opinion, seeinj* that Itis to be a gathering of
men, and not of archangels. America reserves
the right to introduce two topic*, limitation of
armaments and the Draga doctrine— which are
not in the formal programme. Spain wants to
discuss the limitation question, and so does
Great Britain, while Japan. Holland. (Jreece,

Denmark and Bolivia think some subjects out-
side of the set programme might profitably be
discussed, and they reserve the right to pro-
pose them. Precisely what France will do. or
desires to have done, does not yet appear, but
may he elicited by the pending interpellation;
the present presumption being., however, that
slip inclines toward the attitude assumed by

Great Britain.
•

Russia, on th» other hand, declares In favor
of sticking to the programme which her own
government has prepared, and she. together

with Germany and Austria-Hungary, reserves
the right to refrain from participating in the
discussion of any subject outside that pro-
gramme which she. may deem unprofitable. In
reply, Greet Britain and Japan announce that
they. too. reserve the same right of refraining
from taking part in any debate which they
do not approve. Of course. Why not? There
should certainly be freedom of sp«»ecb. and free-
dom to speak implies equal freedom to remain
silent.

But all appear to .be agreed in considering the
four questions of the prescribed agenda a* ap-
propriate for discussion and action. So if all
the participants In the Oaagrani deal definitely
with those matters they will accomplish great
good for the world. Ifin addition they or some
of them discuss some of those other subjects,
even though no action is taken upon them th»»
year, so much additional good will be accom-
plished. Our expectation is that there will be
loss withholding from debate*. more general
agreement and moro actual good achieved than
most people now expect.

THE 01 TLOOK AT THE HAGUE.

On thp whole, the outlook at The Hague is
hopofiil. There is evidently to be no bellwether
business, with allnations Mindly followingsome.
arbitrary load, of which we are sincerely glad.

Nothing could be of better omen than that the
nations should outer that congress as indepen-

dent sovereignties, earn venturing to speak its
own mind and to act according to Its own con-

sciontious convictions. To mert as dummies, to

confine themselves to some cut-and-dried pro-
era mmc prepared by some one power—even by

so great a power as Russia— would be to de-
Titalixe and to destroy the moral significance of
the whole convention.
