VEGETABLES.
New in the way of vegetables are the butter

beans, just arrived from the South, and selling
at 35 cents a Quart. New Bermuda onions are
In the market, at 35 cents a quart. Fine, large

Bermuda potatoes are 30 cents. Green peas in
ihe shell bring 20 cents a quart, but by next
month, when they will be coming in from Long
Island, they will be cheap enough for anybody
and everybody to revel in them.

Market men complain bitterly of the scarcity
and high prices of green stuff and fruit. As-paragus, coming from California and from
around Charleston, retails at 40 cents a bunch.
The asparagus grown in this region should boready for eating now, but owing to the lateness
of the season it is not. Lettuce is anywhere
from 5 cents to 25 cents a bunch, but ItIs hard
to find a perfect bunch. Pieplant Is scarce anddear, but In some shops a small bunch may be
had at 10 cents.

"Why. a common thing like mint," a market
woman said yesterday. "is $150 a dozen bunches
at wholesale, and parsley SI. It's the storms in
the South that did It. The rains have hurt thestrawberries, too. They sell here now at from
20 to 35 cents a box. according to quality, butthey haven't the flavor they had last year. It
Is said there won't bo any berries from around
Charleston this year.

"Tomatoes sell at 15 cents a pound this week.
They are sound and good, or would be if people
who come marketing wouldn't keep squeezing
them to see if they're ripe. Ihad to say to-day to one woman— Please don't squeeze the
tomatoes.' "Why, what are they here for?' she
said. Not to squeeze and spoil.* Isaid, for Iwas angry. 'Squeeze the price. Ifyou must, butdon't squeeze my tomatoes.'

. POULTRY.
Though it was said a fortnight ago that the

chicken season was near its end. fine arrays of
fowls are to be seen at the poulterers'. Roast-
Ing chickens. plump and Juicy, sell at 22 centsa pound. Western broilers are the same asroasting chickens. Philadelphia broilers are$1... a pound. Squabs for broiling are from
9*aO to $550 it dozen. Ordinary ducks may be
had at 22 cents a pound, and Long Island springducks, very nice, at 3<» cents. Incubator chick-ens for broiling are SI,r«> a pair.

One poulterer in Washington Market yester-
day displayed for rule a number of chickenfeet, neatly fastened in rows to a large card

A well kept fish market 1h an tnvltlnpplace
just now. -with bo many of the varieties newly
come in arranged Inrows on beds of wet moss.
Cultivated brook trout sell at $1 a pound. Epi-
cures, however, are looking forward to May 16.
when the season for wild trout opens. The first
of the week there were a few fresh mackerel in
market, the large ones costing 75 cents each.
Yesterday none were to be had. but the be-
ginning of next week will probably see a fresh
shipment. Shad roe arc 40 cents a pair, and roe
Bhad from North Carolina $1 each. Storms
around Baltimore and In the Carolinas have
lessened the supply of these fish, and also of
crabs and crab meat. However, the small, new,
•oft shell crabs arc beginning to come in, and
may be enjoyed at the rate of ?2 50 a dozen.

Prawns with the shells on are §2 i*)a gallon.
Prawns with the shells off have "gone, out." as
the r.iarket men say. Of the regular standbys,
codfish steak Is 12Vj cents a pound. Western
salmon is 45 cents, green turtle is 25 cents a
pound and large live lobsters are 38 cents. The
small lobsters are '25 cents.

The best grades of butter are corning So a trifle
faster than last week, but there is no change In
the prices.

Cold in South Injurious to Strawberries
and Vegetables.

Prices remain high in almost every line of
market produce. Eggs, however, are fairly rea-
sonable and plenty. The white Leghorns sell at
27 cents a dozen, and the brown eggs, strictly
fresh, at 23 cents. Goose and duck eggs are in
season now, but those who like them had better
make haste to enjoy them, for after May 15
they will no longer be very good. Goose eggs
bring 8 rente apiece and duck eggs sell at 33
cents a dozen.

Ha 01, who was
taken from them a couple of weeks ago' by the
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Chil-
dren. Th* Mock Ducks intend to appeal the
case, and mean titn* Ha Oi will remain in the
custody of the society, and will be known as

Helen Francis, the latter name having been

suggested by 6an Francisco, the city of her

birth.
Ha Oi seems to b« quite reconciled to the

change, and had discarded her Oriental drees

even before her Oriental name. The first time

she appeared In court ehe wore a gay Chinese
costume, consisting of pantaloons and blouse,

and her dark hair was tied in knots all over her

head. Yesterday her hair was flaxen, save in

one place, near the end, where the dye had not

all washed out. She wore a white pique dress

with a little gray cloak and hood, and carried a

brightly dressed doll inher arms. Smiling and
happy, she was a strange contrast to the poor

little vaifs and strays of humanity who had
stood, a few minutes before, trembling and
weeping at the bar. Ha Oi understood not a

word of all that was going on, and was quite

undlFturbed by it, save once, when she seemed
to get a little frightened, and a single tear over-

flowed and ran down her cheek.

The Mock Ducks wore the inscrutable expres-

sion of their race, and only by their apparent

willingness to spend money in fighting for th<i
possession of their foster child did they show-
how deeply concerned they were. When it be-
came evident that the case was going against

them their counsel. Louis Posner. proposed that
ihe child should be placed in a private school

at Mock Duck's expense pending the decision of
a higher court, but Justice Zeller would not
consent to this.

Mr. Posner called two witnesses, Mrs. Edwin

nantly that he wouldn't eat off anybody's floor.

Mock Duck's floor might be used for a
dining tablp.
