REASONS FOR SUICIDE.

0. F. Lewis Gives Statistics Con-
cerning Bellevue Patients.

In an article in a current issue of “Charities and
the Commons,” on “Would-Be Suicides,” Orlando
F. Lewis, of the joint application bureau of the
Charity Organization Society, says that, in line
with an arrangement with Bellevue Hospital to
report to the bureau cases of attempted suicide,
representatives of the bureau visited at Bellevue,
between April and September, 1906, forty-three such ;

ress of the bureau were left with the patlent

well known to the authorities in charge of the
prison wards; the nurses and keepers showed a
personal interest in the cases, assuring the visitor
that upon the patient’s dismissal they would advise !
him or her to call at the bureau.

Destitution seemed to play a very small part in
Jeading persons to attempt suicide. In only two
cases was the attempt directly traced to poverty;
in four cases the patient had been out of work or
employment, but this was not of itseif a direct
cause of the attempt; melancholia, temporary ab-
beration, hysteria, more or less violent insanity
and alcoholism seemed to cause the attempts in
thirteen cases; excessive jealousy in three.

The stay at the hospital was generally of short
duration, eleven staying but one day, six but two
days, and the others for different periods from
three days to several weeks. Seventeen patients
were sent to court, and the bureau lost track of
them: five went back to work: six were sent home;
two were transferred to the psyvchopatic ward at
Bellevue for further examination as to their sanity; |
flve were still at Bellevue when the statistics were
closed. In three instances it was not known where
they went on leaving Bellevue. The joint applica-
tion bureau, being the department of the work of
the Charity Organization Society, which advises
and aids homeless appilcants, felt that the pur-
poses of the presem investigation would be accom-
lished when the invitation from the bureau had
heen extended to the patient, and when in the case
of the patients having relatives In the clty, it was
found that these relatives would be solicitous of
the patlents’ weifare, many of the relatives promis-
ing to go to the hospital to assure the patient of
the fact. In view of the recently established anti-
suicide bureau of the Salvation Army, which seeks
to deter persons from self-destruction, the expe-
rience of the joint application bureau is interest-
ing as suggesting another method of endeavoring
to reach those who are ready to do away with
themselves,
