Every state having coast de-
fences to man, with the exception of New Yori,
hes responded with alacrity to the invitation of
the department to co-cperate with the regular
army in manceuvres having for their purpose the
menning of the coast defences. In one instance,
that of Alabama, the officers of the National
Guard have expressed the utmost disappointment
that all of their men, because of the destruction
to Fort Morgan, will not have an opportunity for
practice of this character.

Nothing has been heard from New York since
the receipt of the letter of Major General Charles
¥. Roe, arnotncing that because of the unwilling-
ness of the commanding officers of the 13th Regl-
ment coast artiliery and the Tth Regiment of In-
fantry to break thelr regimental formation, he is
unwilling to recommend that participation in the
coast defence practice which had been planned by
the Chief of Artiliery, General Arthur Murray.

General Murray described to-day the plan which
he had worked out with great care for further pro-
tectior of New York against attacks from an en-
emy, this plan being the practical development of
the theory for rendering the militia effective which
was concelved by Elihu Root when he was Secre-
tary of War.

For-
merly a fort consisted of a circle, triangle or other
complete figure, which could be defended on all
rides by the guns mounted therein. Modern coast
defences, however, consist merely of guns mounted
to repel an attack, usually from the sea or har-
vor, while the rear is left entirely protected. In
time of war, therefore, it will be necessary to em-
ploy infantry to protect the rear of such defences
from the arttacks of landing parties, and to that
end Generai Murray planned that certain comd
panies of infantry be assigned to each fort, there
to become familiar with the duties they would be
called upon to perform In actual warfare.

MEDICAL MEN DINE.

Mr. Schiff Says More Money Should
Be Contributed to Hospitals.

No better doctrine than toleration for the wealthy
man, toleration for the men who have gathered to-
gether great fortunes, <ould be preached than thut
by the doctors whose work takes them among the
asses, said Jucob H. Schiff at a dinner of the fac-
ty of the New York Post-Graduate Medleal School
_at Delmonico’s last night. The dinner was commem-

flr:m\'e of the twenty-fifth anniversary of the found-
ing of the school, and professors, adjunct profes- |
sors, Instructors and assistants turned out one hun-
dred and fifty sirong to listen to words of prllse
for what the hiool Liad already done in the flield
of medicine and to applaud promises of greater
usefulness in the future.

Several of the speakers seconded the suggestion
of Dr. D. B. St. John Roosa, who presided, that
men of wealth who are looking about to build mon-
uments for themselves might easily discover a field
for their gene sity if they would only leok into
the needs of the jocal hospitals and medical schools.

After recalling the circumstances which led to the

establishment of the rost-Graduate Medical School, |

and reviewing Its present equipment, Dr. Roosa
said that New York medical men would gladiy wel-
come large contributions to hospitals and institu-
tions. But the wealthy men, he thought, did not
show the same keenness in regard to the needs of
the city’s most important civic institutions as did
those of other large citfes for their hospitals.

Dr. George N. Miller, the financial secretary of
the Post-Graduate Medical School, whom Dr.
Ronm described as that rare combination, “a good
doctor and a good business man," felt, as Con-
troller Metz does, that New Yorkers are too prone
to “knock™
tions.
