THREAT OF ITALIANS.

Police Raids Yield Morc Weapons
and Fill the Tombs:

The search for Italians carrying concealed
weapons was continued by de tectives in all parts of
the city on Tuesday night and yesterday, with the
yesult that fourteen arrests were made in The
Bronx, seven in Manhaitan and four in Brooklyn.
3t was found thot most of the Itallans in the city
had taken alarm at the wholesale arrests of Mon-
day night and had hidden thelr weapons in their
homes, instead of carrying them on their persons.

Of the fourteen Italians arrested in The Bronx,
twelve were held for Special Sessions in $500 ball
each by Magistrate Craue. One had no weapon
and was discharged, and one was let off with a fine
of $2. The four Italians arrested in Brooklyn were
held for trial on the charge of carrying concealed

weapons.

What These Women Are Accom- 1

plishing to Increase Patriotism.

A flax-wheel and a distaff, with the motto “Home
and Country,” s the insignia of the now famous
organization known as the Daughters of the Amer-
ican Revolution. Nearly fifty thousand women are
living up to the meaning of the words. While
many of their grandmothers wove the blue and
brown cloth for family wear, these women are
weaving the wider fabric of patriotism to cover
the whole country. The woof is found ready for
them in the shape of heroic deeds of ancestors,
homes and haunts of patriots and present-day ap-
preciation of good deeds. The warp they furnish
in their own enthusiasm and cleverness, and the
result i3 a fabric that will ultimately mean much
for the nation,

The movement for forming an organization of
woman descendants of those who had fought in
the Revolution was started in Washington in 18%.
An article appeared in a Washington paper calling
attention to the work being done by the men who
were descended from patriot soldlers and sallors
of the Revolution, also peinting out the work that
women had done in those days, and suggesting that
a movement be put on foot to bring those inter-
ested together.

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TRUCK OWNERS JOIN AUTO MEN.

Complain of Condition of Streets and Enter
Campaign for Improvement.

The New York Team Owners' Assoclation,
representing three hundred of the largest truck-
ing firins in the city, has written to the Auto-
mobile’ Club of America offering to co-operate
in the campalgn for decent streets. The mem-
bers of the Team Owners’' Assoclation say that
present street conditios are causing great havoc
in the trucking business, The various firms rep-
resented in the Association use six thousand
trucks and ten thousand horses, and fully one-
tenth is constantly disabled on account of acci-
dents caused by bhad pavements.

One firm which employs forty-five trucks
esllmawd that it was paying $300 a month for

“unnecessary repairs” over and above ordinary
repalr bills because of accidents due to poorly
paved and dirty streets. This firm has had fifty
broken wagon shafts during the last few months.
Tires, spckes and axles are the principal parts
of the trucks to suffer.

“Besides the damage to wagons,™
Goldberg of the association said, “the condition
of the horses is a menace to business. They
trip and scratch thelr legs on the loose pave-
ments, dirty water from sink holes in the streets
gets into the cuts and then the horse breaks out
inco a sort of eczema which unfits him for work
for a month or more. Many work horses have
been so badly disabled during the last few
months that their owners have suffered a loss of
one-eighth of the total earning capacity of the
animals.”
