INDIAN RUNNER SPEEDY

RACE.

WINS MARATHON

Longboat Leads a Big Ficld and
Makes New Record.

Boston, April 19.—Thomas Leongboat, the Indian
runner of Toronto, Canada, broke the record for
the Boston Athletic Association's twenty-five-mile
Marathon road race, from Ashland to Boston, to-
day, and defeated a field of 114 runners after the
most closely contested race since the event was
inaugurated in 1857,

Longboat covered the distance in 2 hours 24
minutes 204-53 seconds, this being 5 minutes 24-5
geconds faster than the previous record, made in
1901 by J.-J. Caffrey, of Hamilton, Ont. Robert
Fowier, of the Cambridgeport Gymnasium Associa-
tion, finished second, also within the previous rec-

ord. His time was 2 hours 27 minutes 5{4-3 sec-
onds.
John J. Hayes, St. Bartholomew's Club, New

York, was third, in 2 hours 30 minutes 38 sec-
onds. Following in order came John W. O'Mara,
Cambridge; J. J. Lee, Roxbury; Charles E. Petch,
Toronto; Sidney H. Hatch, Chicago; J. H. Neary,
Natlck, Mass., and John Lindquist, Brooklyn, N. Y.,
all finishing in time under 2 hours and 40 minutes.
