Many well •am real estate men are pleased

with th« recent suggestion of the New York city
Improvement Commission, that power be given to
the city, in connection with any unused improv-
ment. to condemn not only th<» property to be actu-
ally physically use.l. but a certain amount of ad-
Joining property, sad by resale after the impro\
»'i»nt has been .lone at the enhanced value due w>
