Part of Mr. Ingalis's advice to the owners and
managers of railroads to solve the present problems
was as follows:

You must manage your rallways so as to placats
the public. While being conservative and protecting
your interests, you must give the public the con-
sideration that s due them. You must reason sand
explain vour sltuation to Congress, to legislatures,
to city governments, to commercial bodies.

Above all, you must make your doings public;
you must show that the rallways of this country
are not overcapitalized; that not for an instant
could they ba reproduced for their present bonds
and stocks. .

By patience and time the leglislation of Congress
and of the states in reference to the railways must
be harmonized. It will not do to have forty-six
states passing forty-six different acts So far as it
is possible all slation In reference to rates
should be left to Congress, but the states should

exercise their full power as te repairs and the con-
dition of the property, etc.

TO CONTROL FREIGHT CARS.

American Railway Association Adopts Meas-
ures to Minimize the Shortage.

The American Rallway Assoclation has adopted
measures to minimize the shortage of freight cars.
It has indorsed the Amarican Railway Clearing
House, an organization formed last January by
railroad offl of Chicago for bringing =all the
freight cars in the United States into a pool, or
practically under common ownership.

Before May 16 the rallroads In_the assoclation
will take a ballot as to whaether a penaity of I
shall be imposed when a raiflroad takes a car
which belongs to another road on its line and sends
it in a direction away from the home road. The
association has assumed the financial expense of
maintaining the statistical department of the Amer-
ican Raliway Clearing House, but it was not made
obligatory on all roads to enter the pooling ar-
rangements. Each road is to give formal notice
within sixty days whether it will join the pool.
The pooling plan is to go into effect on September 1.

CONDITION OF TRADE.

“Duann’'s Review"” says:

Waather coaditions have again dominated trade,
but reports have become irregular, some sections
still complaining of unfavorable temperature, while
most  dispatches reflece the brighter results of
tardy sunshine Similar unceriainty is recorded as
to progress of the crops, while the cereal markets
are resporsive to the strengthening Influence of a
broader foreign demand. It s noteworthy that
manufacturers continua -vigorously preparing for
future activity, regardless of any temporary in-
terruption te distribution by the weather. The only
fdle machinery 4s reported at footwear factories,
where spring deliveries are about finished and fall
contracts have not yet arrived freely. This is a
seasonable event, and the temporary reduction of
about one-third in active cnﬁnrny is not an alarm-
ing sign. A few small strikes are also interrupt-
ing manufacturers, but in the aggregate a very
limited part of the nation's producing power is in-
active, and most of the idle machinery is due to
the scarcity of labor. A vast tonnage of freight
gtarts out from lékxe ports with ths cpening of
pavigation, and railroad earning thus far reported
tor April exceed similar figures for last year by
14.4 per cent. -Forsign commerce at this port for
the last week showed gains of $1,003,207 in im-
ports and $275,842 In exports as compared with
the movement a year ago. Buqk exchanges at
New York for the week were I5.1 per cent less
than a vear ago, owing to much smaller trading in
gecurities, while at other leading cities there was
an average gain of 8.9 per cent, which more clearly
reflects the volume of commercial activity.
