{¢han &t this time last year, and this fact will prob-
| ably wesult in many little buyers quickly improving
the parcels they purchese. The demand in the
upper sections of the city for one and two famlily
‘houses §s much larger than the supply, and those
1ittle Duyers who try to help meet that demand are
Jikely to find &n excellent market for their houses.

For months there have been many signs that
there would be large numbers of buyers this sea-
son £0r well Jocated lots in many sections of West-
chester, in New Jersey, in Long Island end on
iStates Jsland. Reports recelved last week from
‘those sections show that hundreds of such lots
were $old, end the majority of them to persons
iwho intend to improve thelr parcels in the near
futtfe. From mnow until mext fall the sale of

{ suburben lots is llkely to be mearly as big as last
Fear,

To-morrow the Ogden estate sale will be resumed
at the Vescy street salesrooms by Mr. Day. As he
