Cobtoa cojiled London, and now New York la copy-
ingBoston. Of course. it takes money. Cards and
posters have to be printed, a stand built, and
then a luncheon •will be served for the judges, one
for the drivers and ore for the horses. Part of the
money Is raised, but not all."

The parade will form in Washington Square, and

the line of march is to l>e inFifth avenue. The
6tand willbe In front cf the buildingof the Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals, or else
rear tie 'Worth Monument, a little further d>wn.
There, -while the Judges are examining the horses
and making the swards, the drivers win be served
\u25a0with coffee and solid accompaniments from lunch
wagons. At the came time there willbe a nosebag

lunch party for the horses.
There willbe a judge for every class, and almost

as many classe3 cs there are businesses In the city.

The Junkman's horse will not have to compete
against the big fellow who draws a brewery
•wagon, or the baker's horse with one from the
Fire Department. There is a class for department
store horses, ar.d one for the horses that haul
cafes. All the city departments willbe represented,

each In a class of Its own. The horses that draw
hospital ambulances willJ>e there; In fact, all kinds
of work horses, except that those which are used
incabs are not allowed to enter.

"The money prills ara to be given mostly to the
drivers and the ribbons to the owners of the horses,"
said Robert A.K'lley.manager of the parade as-
sociation. "In Boston it's the other way about,
but we thought the drivers ought to have the
money. Every horse that's thought In suSlciently
•rood condition to enter th» parade willbe decorated
with a white rosette and ribbon. That's the 'highly
commended 1 class. Then there is a first prize,
Wue ribbon; second prize, red. and third prize, yel-
low ribbon, in each class. he general condition of
the horse is considered in awarding these prizes.

"The Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Animals fives a prise of $25 tor the best ar.d
roundest horse in the 'Old Horse' class— open to
all work horses now In active service and which
have been used by the person making the entry
for not Itss than fifteen years. There are priz-s
for drivers in the "Veteran Driver* Class, and
there's also a 'certiflc.ite of honor" to bo won by
tome of the drivers. We figured that they'd like to
have that to frame ar.d nine up. So th* driven
get the money prizes and certificates, the owners
prt the ribbons, and the winning horses will get a
line medal to ww.r on their harness.

"Mr. Armetedd. manager of the Boston Work
Horse Parade Association, told me that h» has
noticed a distinct improvement In the treatment ef
work horses there since the parade was lnstitm."i.
From year to year drivers are anxious to keep
their horses in pood shape, so they can win a prize
In the next parade.

Three Thousand Dollars Still ceded
to Carry Out Plans of Managers.
Three thousand dollars of the $6,000 required for the

work horse parade, to be held on May 30. have been
raised through the efforts of the Woman's Aux-

iliary of the Society for the Prevention of Cruelty

to Animals. If 16.000 seems a considerable sum.
It must be remembered that there are many ex-
penses connected with the enterprise. Already 30,000

entry cards have been sent out. all with return

postage Inclosed. Circular letters have to be

printed and mailed; the. etand must be built, and

then there are the prizes.
"The prizes ere largely for old horses." Mrs.

Cadwalader Jones, president of the Woman's Aux-

iliary,said to a Tribune reporter. Not all. of
course, but the basis of award will not bo chiefly

youth and speed and beauty, as^it is in the Horse

Show. Length of servicv? will count most of ail-

that and the good condition of the horse.

We would like this parade to be an
incentive to the good treatment of horses, to show

men that Itpays to treat horses well. Some know
It now: but others don't.

6weets are out of the question.

One is always cafe In remembering friends with
books and magazines. A bundle of magazines can
give pleasure throughout an entire voyage. Ar-
ranrementa can be made with the deck steward
to have one of the magazines placed on the deck
chair each morning of the trip, aa v surprise to the
friend when she comes on deck. Letters are fre-
quently disposed of this way. One for each day

-Is not a bad Idea. Humorous little greetings or
words of encouragement regarding weather, health,
spirits, etc., may easily be spread over a week

There are many Interesting small books nowadays
about ocean travel, sojourns In foreign lands, etc.
Om« series is made of four tiny volumes containing
the necessary table vocabulary in French, German,
Italian and Spanish. The books com* in a folding
case with a 6nnp fastener, or in a soft leather bag
which draws up. A "logbook" containing spaces
for Impressions, pictures of the different foreign
ports, all of the national Sags, the national hymns,
the meaning of nautical terms, etc, is- a charming
rift which any traveller would be glad to receive,
Compact litUe diaries, with spaces and arrange-
ment for hotel Impressions, prices, weather com-
ments, etc. are equally welcome.

The leather people have produced pom" delightful
thinps for the traveller— small portable leather
cushions, travelling- clocks, portfolios, postal card
cases, medicine cas<*s. and so on. Leather thli as
are not quite suggestive of folding umbrellas,
cameras or fountain pena; still, these articles are
certainly In tre line of "bon voyage gifts."

Games, especially any new game, can provide no
end of good timed on a ship. A oribbage board, too.

w>(T. Tlio result of tho alteration was closely ort-
Ff-rved on the voyage, and the oifi^-lala UT therewas a remarkable reduction in the amount of
vibration.

The alteration is describe^ us changing the posi-
tion of the bl.'ulos on the jiropelW to suoh an nnc'«
that each presents a greater Biirfar* of r»«l«t.in<"«
to the water as they revolve. This realst-incrt
caused a reduction of th« number of revolution*
of the port propeller to about right & minut* '\u25a0-•%
than the number mad© by the utarboard prop«i!«r.
