NO “SYNTHETIC” COPPER YET.
Those whose familiarity with the fundamental
prineciples of chemistry made it hard for them
to accept the story that copper had been pro-
duced artificially by Sir Willilam Ramsay will
experience genuine rellef when they learn that
he pronounces the report without foundation.
As yet the origin of the helium which is evolved
from radium is in dispute. The experiment
which two or three years ago resulted in the
deposit of a microscopic quantity of a substance
resembling lead was undertaken with a different
object in view and was Interrupted by the
breakage of the glass on which the material
was observed. So far as transmutation is con-
cerned it was inconclusive. Furthermore, the
elements which rumor credited Sir William with
persuading to unite were not metals, but
alkalles. Such a change, therefore, would have
been more radieal than the transmutation of
lead into gold, the feat which the flchemists
strove in vain to perform.

As the distinguished British chemist himself
admits, however, the hoax was a clever one. A
number of things conspired to give it an air of
eredibillty—his avowed belief in transmutation
and his reputation for accuracy in technieal
work among them. Again, Dr. Rewsen, to
whom it was said Sir William had privately re-
ported Lis achievement, was peculiarly qualified
to appreciate any new triumph in chemistry.
What more natural than that a hint of a2 path-
breaking discovery shonld be imparted to the
man who many vears ago extracted the sweotest
substance now known from cozl tar! Finally,

The inerease asked would have given them
respectively 97, 145 and 55 per cent more than
In this country. Secretary Taft is generously
inclined to admit that wages there should
somewhat higher than here, because of the dis-
tance from home, the lack of congenial society,
the warmth of the climate and the impossibility
of recovering from the commission indemnity
for personal injuries. But on the other hand
there are several important particulars in which
labor conditions thera are more desirable than
here.

1t is true that the climate is warm-—almost
as warm as it is here In midsummer. Yet, there
the workman can have steady employment the
whole year round, instead of being idle for two
or three months In winier. There he is entitled
to six weeks' vacation on full pay every year,
something he certainly does not get hore. The
dally hours of labor there are shorter than here,
If the workman on the isthmus fal{g ill he has
twenty days’ sick leave on full pay, and If he is
injured in his work he has an additlonal grant
of thirty days. Moreover, he gets free medical
attendance and hospital service, Every mau has
free furnished quarters for himself and fam-
fly, free water, fuel and ly:ht. and food prac-
tically at cost. All these things are tn addition
to money wages from 17 to 81 per cent higher
than in the United States., There are many
who will hold that with these substantial ad-
vantages men could easily afford to work on
the isthmus for no higher wages than they get
here. Secretary Taft does not insist upon that,
hut he does rightly hold that an Increase to
from 53 to 145 per cent more than here would
be unwarrantably great.

These figures apply only to the operators
of the steam shovels, But their rates of wages
form the standard by which all others are
measured. As for some other classes of work-
men, Secretary Taft rightly thinks that their
pay should be increased so as to equal that of
the shovelmen, and it has been so ordered. The
net result should, and doubtless will, he to do
justice to all concerned. Rates of wages and
conditions of service wlill be such should
make the work attractive, yet not as
would put the government to unwarranted and
extortionate expense.

BEGGARS.

Perhaps the most offensive discovery made by
the American fourist in Southern Europe is the
heggar.
has been a lucrative industry in lands,
The affected misery and deliberately assumed
disease flaunted commercinlly by Hallan beg-
gars invariably draws forth from the Yankee
traveller the pharisaical observation that
“God's country” is free of thdse pests and al-
ways will be. But it may discomfit some who
still remember having thus flattered them
selves to learn that with the great influx of
Southern Europeans into New York City a small
but growing contingent of professional beggars
has been transplanted.

Like their European fellow-workers, the New
York beggars have mastered the art of getting
on either the right side or the blind side of the
police. In 42d street, for instance, several clever
mendicants, mostly Italians, have long plled
their trade, especlally after the theatres are
out. During business hours in lower Broadway
—and occasionally even in the privately pa
trolled Sixth avenue shopping district —Italian
women may frequently be seen lugging little
babies and cautiously stretching out an appeal-
ing hand when only an impressionable passer-
by 1s looking. Relatively to the size of New
York the number of flagrantly visible beggars
is apparently very small; but it is significant
that the plague is showing some signs of
growth.

Even If few except Itallans contribute to the
support of fraudulent mendicants, the Italian
population of New York has reached such pro-
portions that the quota it alone might support
is dangerously large. Should a begging syndi-
cate ever arise here It might easily get a per-
petual franchise from petty politicianns and
operate quite as safely as pickpockets now do.
It is therefore advisable to nip the present
tendency in the bud, before those who exploit
public nulsances for private profit discover the
commercial possibilities of a secretly licensed
beggars' trust,

NATIONAL DIGESTION.

There was an interesting coincldence last 'Thurs-
day in the anuouneement of the arrival of a
record breaking number of hmmigrants for one
day—something over tweunty thousand-and the
commemoration of a record breaking year of
work of one of the mwost conspicuons and effect
ive agencies for the transformation of those
alien multitudes into acceptable American eitl-
zens. The flood of immigration, which in mag-
nitude makes the Dorian migration or even the
Tartar Invasion seemn petty, Is a conerete fact
which, 1f not properly dealt with, might be of
much menace to the commonwealth, If it were
anything like evenly distributed throughout
the country it would be less formidable, A
million or two aliens diluted among eighty mill-
fons would not be distinctly perceptible.  But the
awkward fact is that a large proportion of them
remain right here In New York—a number so
great as to tax to the utmost the digestive and
assimilative powers of the political and social
organism.

In the face of such a condition, there is much
encouragement in the fact that at scores of con-
venient places throughout the ecity hundreds
of competent lecturers gave during the last
vear thousands of lectures to many hundreds of
thousands of attentive listeners. Of course, the
free lecture system is not exclusively, nor even
primarily, intended for the instruction of immi-
grants. Yet, as a matter of fact, it does largely
serve that purpose, and special attention is now
given to making it do so. The newly landed
Italian or Russian Jew may now receive free
instruction, in his own native tongue, in the
principles ef American history, American civies,
American sanitation and all the things which an
American citizen should know. How eagerly
wany embrace the opportunity to get such in-
struction the statistics of crowded attendance
at the lecture centres ambply demonstrate. Nor
can there be any doubt as to the practical value
of the instruction given or as to the practical
effects of it upon its reciplents. It makes them
intelligent in the very things in which intelli-
gence is most needad for purposes of ettizenship,

Of the propriety of making these efforts for
the enlightenment of the immigrants—as well as
of all others who wish to learn—there can be no
question. It is approved on the ground, if on
no other, of its facilitation of national digestion. |

come they must shift for themselves, Self- |
interest, were there no other motive, should bhe
sutlicient to move us to take the most effective |
means of transforming this raw material into !
