The Albany Chamber of Commerce is to father
a kind of convention of representatives of state
commercial organizations bore on Thursday to
discuss the utilities bill. Some of the Hughes
men sflrm that this is likely to turn out a
part of tho sams ajauoral campaign. They de-
clare that >nany delegates to this conference will
come from regi ns directly under the Influence
of the railroads and lighting companies. Th<-
Albany Chamber of Commerce, they recall, took
up this movement directly after a committee of
the Buffalo Chamber of Commerce had .declared
against the bill without direct authorization of
the main body.

They recall also that a similar conference m
the •rater storage problem wa.s denounced by
John G. agar as a "packed convention,"
"packed" by representatives of the power Inter-
ests and palp people, «nd they wonder if after
this meeting somebody will bring a similar
charge that the transit corporations K"t in fine
Tvork with the delegates.

Merritt will address, and the story received by
the HuEh'-s men here la that vigorous efforts
have beAn iv.ri'li- to get a snowing there unfavor-
able to the utilities bill.

rouse throughout the state sentiment unfavor-
able to the utilities bill as the Governor wants
it. Business men's organizations, so called, are
being drafted Into line to pass resolutions de-
nouncing "radical measures" against business
concerns of such great Importance as the rail-
roads and lighting companies. The corporations
are said to have hired lawyers to stir up oppo-
sition to ihe bill wherever possible, and their
agents are believed to be going through the
state arousing some semblance of lo^al sentl-
ment agairißi the bill behind which legislators
might hide in defending their opposition on the
floor.

Cobb Bill Goes Through Senate— Grady Ob-
jection To Be Considered in the Assembly.

Albany. May 7. -With only two negative votes
the Cobb bill, prescribing; regulations for 'the re-
view of apportionments: by the Legislature or other
bodies, was passed by the Benatx to-day. Senator

Grady offered a half-hearted objection, on tlio
ground that th« i»ixty days allowed by the bill In
which nil actions must be brought to upset an ap-
portionment were r.ot sufficient, and should be
chanced to six months. Ho withdrew his objection

at the earliest opportunity, on the assurance from
Senator Cobb that this feature of the bill would

be looked after when it came before the Assembly

for passage.
The "old guard" Senators were strongly In favor

of the measure, and appeared anxious for its Im-
mediate passage. This bill aroused considerable
comment at the time of Its introduction because
of Its ambiguous phrases. Many here thought it
could be used to bolster up an unfair apportion-
ment- Tnd»»r its provisions the Secretary Of Stnta
would be forced to go Into court and defend any
artportionment. that had been Laade if challenged.
Thiß, the argument ran. would glv« friends of an
unequal apportionment an opportunity to force
him lf.to defence of a measure his Judgment con-

Opposed by Senator Saxe, Who Served on
Tax Commission Which Hecommended It.

Albany, May

The Senate passed to-day, by a
vote of 31 to 14, tho bill of Senator Casstdy, known
as the. "listing bill," which would require persons
desiring to reduce personal property tax assess-
ments to file a list of all Indebtedness, showing
names of creditors and when debts wero contracted.
The bill Is one of those recommended by the spo-
clal tax commission nr>polntrd last year. Senator
Saxe, himself a member of tbo special tax com-
mission, opposed the. bill, declaring that a similar
measure had failed fh- Ohio and Illinois. He said
It would compel large business concerns to file
practically their ledgers and accounts. "1 don't
know." said he, "a buildln* in New York lar^o
enough to hold all this Information."

Senator Fuller also opposed tho bill on tho ground
that It would expose tho entlro business affulrs
of every concern.

The senate Financo Committee will report to-
morrow the Armstrong bills, appropriating $500,0>0
for the purchase of additional land for the exten-
sion of the Adirondack forest preserve, and about
$800,000 for atat« hoßDttals throughout the stute.
Tho committee will report also <;. ir \u25a0Whitney's
bill appropriating $33.00) for the National <;.

LISTING BILL PASSES SENATE.

Mr. Ivlns prefaced his remarks on the public
utilities measure with a graceful appreciation of
Dean Huffcut and the part he had played In con-
nection with it.

"Dean Huffcut," he said, "wns a scholar and a
gentleman in tho best sense of the word, as he was
also a patriot in the best sense of tho word."

Kcforrlng to the flutes and other Insignia which
decorate the room of the War Veterans' and Sons"
Association in the Borough Hall, where the meet-
Ing was held. Mr. IvlnS paid a tribute to the men
who go forth to armed conflict*.

"But there are other citizens wlio go forth to
civic duty and who hay» not the Impulse of battlo
to spur them to hot flght But they are Just ns
sound patriots. Dean Huffout needed no drum
beats, no waving of flags and no cheers to urge
him on. Ipay ho was Just as much wounded as
though he had been stricken down in battlo. 11»
fell like tho truest of soldiers, worn out in the
cause to which for years past he bad been giving
his bAst efforts. The worry and strain over this
bill killed him. But oh! tho pity of it!"

Them wns Intense silence when Mr. Ivlns ended
by rernllln* h meeting which a small party of
tlioso directly Identified with the drafting of tho
bill had held In tho Governor's library in Albany
only a week npo last night. At thnt time. said tho
speaker, there had not been a member of the
group who surpassed Dean Huffcut in keenness, In
courage and tho quicknesi of his logic in dUcusa-
ing various points of the bill.

Taking up j,n exposition of the bIU itself, Mr.
Iv'.ris said that if the public service corporations
found it a cause for complaint they were them-
Klvei responsible. Tho railroads themselves, h«
said, were really tho authors of the bill against
which they are now so bitter, as they themselves
created during the last twenty-live years th« con-
ditions of evil which society found it necessary to
legislate against for Its own protection.

"Among the people wno have spoken in Brooklyn
recently against the bill. 1 understand, Is Senator
Depew," said Mr. Ivlns. "He, too, must claim
authorship for the bill, which might not have been
made necessary had he not spent the better part of
the last twenty-five years in debauching legislat-
ures."
