OT'R BOADS INDICTED.

Thirty Counts Against O. 4* W. and
C. M. g .S7. P. Has Thirteen.

Following the evidence furnished by United
tete? Attorney S-timson against violators of the

EUdna anti-rebatingr act, the federal grand
jury handed in four indictments yesterday for
violations of the a it. One Indictment is against
the Chicago. Rock Island & Pacific Railroad
Company, and contains twelve separate counts,
E'.lfgrlng twelve distinct offences of rebating.

Another fat indictment names the Ontario &
Western road, and contains thirty separate
counts. A third charges thirteen counts against
the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul road, and
the fourth names the "Western Transit Company,
with only two alleged violations.
It is understood that the four corporations are

ebMg*4 with the granting of rebates to the
American Sugar Refining Company, the Sugar
Trurt. For the same acts the Xew York Cen-
tral haß already been convicted upon several
indictments, and has paid fines aggregating
{300,000. The Sugar Trust iteelf has also ap-
BCCMd In the Criminal Branch of the United
BtCttS Circuit Court, and there confessed that It
accepted and received rebates from the New
T«rk Central, and also paid several thousand
dollars assessed by Judge Holt.

The Indictments cannot be seen until the at-
torneys for the corporations have had an oppor-
tunl*y to po through them. Henry A. "Wise, As-
Eistant United States Attorney, who has charge
of the rebating prosecutions, it is understood.
has already informed the indicted company's
counsel of the processes lodged against them,
and it is said arrangements will be made for
their Immediate appearance withina few days.

Late ia the afternoon rumors ln the federal
building had Itthat the four railroad companies

indicted were not charged with having granted

rebates to the Sugar Trust, but to other corpo-
rations. It was said that the alleged illegal re-
bates were granted on shipments of commodi-

ties other than sugar, and that the pugrar com-
pany was r,ot concerned in the matter.

I'ni ed States Attorney Btfmson was angry

over the finding of the indictments being made
public, but admitted that the grand jury had
returned bills against the four roads named.
an<^ that the number of counts specified in each

Indictment was correct an stated, but refused to

tell upon what class of commodltlea or ship-

ments or to whom the alleged r«bE had been
paid.

H<? made an evasive at»fiw»r, however, in In-
timating that the Suear Trust was not con-
cernfl in all of the present indictments, and
lat*>r added that It might not be concerned In
any of them.

ENGINEER HURT INSEVENTH WRECK.

Fog Causes Accident to New York-Chicago
Express, KillingFour Trainmen.

' Wheeling, W. Va., May 7.— a denae fog

early to-day the Xew York-Chicago expreM, No
7, on the Baltimore & Ohio Railroad, crashed
Into an eastbound freight as it was taking a sid-
ing at Rofiby's Rocka, twenty miles cast of
Wl'.< \u25a0• ling, killing four of the railroad men, se-
riously injuring three others and slightly injur-
Ing Bye passengers. The engine*, baggage, mail
and express cars were demolished, but the pas-
senger coacnea and the sleepers were uninjured.

Th<- cause Is naid to he the fog, which prevented
th<- engineer of the passenger train from peeing
a flagman protecting the freight. This was the
seventh wreck in which the engineer hud beea
and the first in which he sustained Injuries.

This is done because of the expense of printing
and mailing official ballots.
